Western Lunatic Asylum,
Tho tvvcnty-founh annual icpoit of the

President and Direclurs of he Western
Luoatie Allium situated «r Staunton, ex-

hibits continued prosperity in the philan-
thropic purpose for which it was estab-
lished. We glean fiom it the following
facts:

During the year beginning Ortobcr If,
1630, ami eudinc September 30ih, 1951.
thero were in the Asylum -106 patients, ex-

ceeding the number c.f ihe preceiling year
bv 58. Of these, 2S8 were males ami ITS
females. Dining the year 131 were ad-
mitted. 73 of whom were males ami OS fe-
males. In the same period,!) I were dis-
charged, including elopements ami deaths
Of these, 45 were recovered, 5 much im-
proved. to imptoved. 2 unimproved, 2 el-
oped, ami 30 died. The deaths exceed by
eight the lushest number of any previous
year. Twenty eight of the cases of in-'
faulty were caused by inlemperancc and
dissipation, I from inhaling thu fumes of
tobacco, 1 from evcessivs use of tobacco,
1 from ciccssive use of quinine, and ti
fiom Millerism. On the 30th of Septem-
ber, 1S5I, 312 paiienls remained in tbe In-
stitution. Ti e building! now erected will
accommodate 420 patients, and the Board
of Directors recommend, for convenience
and safety, that thsy should uot be enlarg-
ed.
