The Raxrommi Negroes..A wri¬
ter in the Baltimore Patriot, who is
travelling in Ohio, gives this account
of the Randolph Negroes, who it will
be remembered, were driven from
their homes which hud been procured
for tliem l>v the whites:
"Troy, about twenty miles from

Dayton, is a small and rather dilapi¬
dated town, between this place and
Peqna. Along the canal the majority
of tlie Randolph negroes arc located.
It was adjoinining Mercer county that
the largo tract of land was purchased
for their settlement, from which they
were forcibly ejected by the whifein-
habitants. The condition of these
poor creatures is a sad commentary
on the miserable policy of emancipa¬
ting negroes, and allowing tliem to re¬

main in this country. The majority
of these once invaluable servants are

now worthless pests upon the com¬

munity among whom they are loca-!
ted, and often want for the common
necessaries of life. I heard several
express an ardent wish to return to
the shores of Roanoke again, where
they once had plenty, and did not
know what it was to sulfer for want."

thereafter," so as to take from the Cover-1
nor the appointment of Commissioners of;
election alter the year 1852. The prcvi-
ous question was demanded, the ayes end
and noes called and ordered. Theamend-!
ment wad adopted, ayes 33, noes 11,
Mr. Saunders moved that the bill and

the amendmeut pending (one proposed by
Mr. Stovall) be laid on the table, and!
made tho order of the day for to-morrow
at 12 o'clock.

In the House, on Saturday, a bill- was
reported by Mr. Leake, from the Commit¬
tee on Countv Organization, providing for
districting the counties, the names, du¬
ties, and compensation of the Commission¬
ers, and giving to the county Courts the
power ol re-ariangiiur said districts, and
changing the places for holding elections.
Read first time, and ordered to be printed.
|The report is of considerable length, ma-

king 6o pages.
The bill (l«fihing what properly shall;

and shall not be assessed fur taxation, was
taken up an much discussion ensued up¬
on amendments proposed.
