SAVIOUR.

Among the excellencies which adorn
the character of the blessed Jesus, that
of parental regard holds a prominent
place. Neither the lowliness of his
maternal origin, the poverty of his life,
his elevation among the people, the
praises of the multitude, the magnitude
of his work, nor the dreadfulness of
the hour of trial, could ever make him
forget his parents or erase from his
bosom, his deep affection for them.
When, at the age of 12 years, he

wan found by Joseph and Mary, after
three days' search, at Jerusalem, in the
temple, in the midst of the Doctors,
hearing and asking them questions,
and asked by his mother why he had
dealt thus with them, he replied, "wist
ye not that I must be about my Fath¬
er's business?" But as his earthly
parents were now ready to return to

C'r humble abodo in Nazareth of
ilee, he went along and was subject

unto them; and so well did he conduct
himself in his boyhood, that while he
grew in stature he also grew in favor
both with God and man. What a beau¬
tiful example of parental obedience has
the Saviour furnished to children!

Let me ask the little boys and girls
wl}0 may chance to read these lines, to
turn to the last verses of the second
¦chapter of Luke, and notice particular¬
ly now the Saviour felt and acted both
towards his Heavenly Father and his
earthly parents. He is only ljjUyearsold, yet he has his mind intently¥et on
doing his Heavenly Father's will..
Most children of that ago think but sel¬
dom of what their Father in Heaven
would have them do; and when they'sometimes think that God requires
them to give their hearts to Him, and
to love and serve Him in the days of
thoir youth, they say that they arc yet
too young, and consent to lead a life
¦of sin and folly, thinking that it will
do to begin to serve the Lord when
they* get old. Jesus, too, was subject
to his parents, and so good a boy that
he gained the esteem of both God and
man. How different from those chil¬
dren who arc proud and scornful, and
wont obey their parents; such fall into
many had and wicked practices, and are

disliked by good and virtuous poople;
and God, in His word, condemns thcra.
What a dreadful thing t^begin to in¬
cur the displeasure' of flk God and
man in youth.but if, lilWhe^Saviour,
they are virtuous and.gpod, they lay a

foundation for a grcat^fcount'of happi¬
ness. Good men will rospect them,
and God will love and bless them.
But when the Saviour had become a

man, and was acknowledged to be a

great teacher in Israel, and the bene-
lactor of the people, apeaking as never
man spake, and doing the works that no
other man did: neither the praises of
Ids friends nor reproaches of his ene¬
mies could ever alienate his affections
from either his Father in heaven or mo¬

ther on earth. Oft did he speak of
God as his Father; oft did he commune
with Him in prayer. His language
was 'I have come to do Thy will, 0
God; I must work the work of Ilim
that sent iie,' and in the close of life,
'I have finished the work thou gavest
me to do;' and to his mother lie gave
attention, when occasion required, as
at tho marriage in Cana of Galilee.
But it was in the last hours of His

lioly, devoted life, that we have the
most striking evidence of his filial re¬

gard. When by one of his own disci¬
ples he was betrayed, and sold, and by
a deceitful kiss attempted to be deliv¬
ered into thoir hands; in that dreadful

t hour of thick darkness, when as a mal¬
efactor Ho was taken, bound, scourged,
smitten, taunted, spit upon, condemn¬
ed to he crucified, compelled to bear His
own Cross, amidst the clamors of his
enemies and waitings of the daughters
of Jerusalem, und hearing the verv

pangs of death due to a guilty world,
lie turned his dying eyes upon tho
multitude, and in a little group of weep¬
ing women Ilobchcld-ono in whom Ho
recrgaizcd the form of his own deer
mother. His Action for her was

once more stirre^pthin him. 0! my
% mother, you see your son is dying.I
