THE LOBOS ISLANDS QUESTION?.
A communication was made to the Senate yes-
terday by the President of the United States on the
subject of the Lobos Islands, embracing a corres-
pondence between the Secretary of State'and the
Minister of the Republic of Pera as 10 the sove-
reignty of those Islands, &e. Had it been possible
for uS to abtain copies of all the papers communis
cated by the President, it would have begn out of
our power nt this moment to:find room’ for them;

has not now, nor ever bas had, any intention 1o
facilitate the particular purposes of any such us Mr.
Osma callgspeculators, further than those purposcs
are conformable to pnblic law, ez well as 1o ihe
laws of the United States. This Government
knows of no companies, no associations, and no
individuals in whose behalf it undertakes any spe-
cial protection. 'The question 18 o general oue, in
whichall the citizens of the United States engaged
in commerce huve an interest, ad that interestis
equally Tespected by the United States, regordless
of individuals. ;

In the next place, the undersigned expresses the
hope that it was not Mr, Osina’s purpose, by any
cxpression of his note of the 9th inst, 1o convey auy
intimation that the proceedings of this Government
in recard to the snbjeet have been influeneed in Lhe
-5t degree by nuy conviction of the relutive
streneth or weanknessof the parties. Suchan
mation, if intended to be made, would require
refutation, sinee all the world Knows the manner
in which the Hepubiies of South America, formed
ot of the ancient possessions of Spain, have been
treated by this Government from their carliest ori-

e unidersigned will make a further remark, 1o
prevent nistuhe and wisnnderstanding upon Mr.
Usmn's observation upon the conversation between
him and the undersigned, in the Deparunent of
State, on the 20 of July; and that is, that the sup-
posed discovery of Captain Morrell, mentioned i
that conversation was not relied npon by the under-
signed as founding an exclusive right to the Lobos
Istands on the part of the United States, It was
ontly e ntioned as a fact fit tobe consulered in
conunon with other facts and ocenrrences.

Alfter thie y remarks, the undersigned
now proceeds to the consideration of the main sub-
jeet. In his se communications Mr. Usinn
asseets the right of Pern to all the Lobos islands,

s proutd that she bas always exercised author-
y them; that they belong to Pern, as Lthey for-
werly belonged to Spam; and that from time e -
mworial the Peruvian budians have been in the labit

of visiting them fur the purpose of catching seals
killing birds, and gathenng eges, and that tine
clusive right to the istands of Peru has never been

danbted or dispueted.

Phe gquestionis: Are these unqualified declara-
tions of Mr. Osmna =t s accuratef - The Lobog or
sSeal islands, as theit nomes fmpords, lie in the
open Pa s oeiean, the nearest of them twenty or
toirty miles from the coast of Peru.  They are, as
Mr. Osina adinits, were barren rocksin the sea, un-
inhabited and aninbabltable. Fishertes and the
pursuit of amphibious anunals, especially the seal,
have long been carried on around ther shores, and
even on those shores themselves since it is well
hnow that seals are usually taken aud Killed upon
the land.  In these pursuits and in this use of the
islands, citizens ofthe United States were engaged
for hall a century before any actual interruption
took place by the Peruvinn Govermment or any
Lady 3 thuir visits to them having comincnce
at ledst as carly as 1793, All this is well know
the commercinl world.  Now, it is guoite Liin
that, if Pern held and possessed full sovercigniy
over these islands, this fishing near the shore, aud
this pursuit and Killing of muphibious animals upon
and, was as much an vasion ol that suve
v as s the taking of gunno ftom them now,
as the ease sounmmportant as that I‘t.:r_u might

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bave regarded this use of the islands by citizens of
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to 1 Goverminent.  Nevertheless, no complaint
wis o this course of things, nor any inter-
ruption attewpted or threatened until Septeniber

1543, in whicl month, as it would now appear, a
decree was issucd by the Peruvian Govermmnent,
prohibiting foreign from fishing for seals and
ampbi 15 unitals on the shores of the islands of
aring that the eaptoins of fo
vaded the order shoulil be considere

1t a5 important to observe that this
deeree was ssned after the publieation of Caplan
Morrel's narratives.

This deerce wasswlden and expected, and there-
fore the Charge " AfTuirs of the United States at
Lima was under the neeessity of acting upon it
without orders from his own Government,  He im-
medintely addressed aonote on the subject Lo the
Minister of Foreign Relations of Peru, in which,
without formclly denying the original right of
Peru, he requested areconsideration of the deeree
or that itmight beso far modified as to pennit to the
citizens of the United States the pursnit of an ne-
cupation which they had been allowed guictly to
follow for a mnuber of years, and adding that the
deeree could not but be regarded as unfricndly to
the Government of the United States.  So far s is
known to the nndersigned, no answer ot reply was
evey made 1o this remonstrance, and it is certain
that the eitizens of the United States continued to
pursne their usual avoeations without interruption,
nothwithstanding thisdecree. 1l such ananderrup-
tion had bee by the Pernvian authorities, it
wonld at otice have brought the question of the
sovervignty of Pornover the Lobos islands to the
attention of the Government, as happened o few
years before in the case of the right of the Govern-
mnetit of the Arzentine Confederation to claim sove-
reignty over the Fokland islands. [t is true that
the deeree of 1533 makes no particular mention of
the Lobos islands, bul it is dlrected generally a-
gainst fishing on the coasts and islands of Peru.
Nevertheless, this cannot be regarded as aflecting
the general right of citizens of the United States,
founded on long and undisputed usage.

Here then is a formal remonstrance on the part
of the United States against the asserted sove-
ignty of Peru over the Lobos islands, to which
nswer, 5o far as it appears, was given, nor any
intimation made that, notwithstanding this re-
monstrance, te decree would be enforced. It is
quite evident that, although the deeree 18 general
in its terms, it wasintended to be levelled espe-
cially against citizens of the United States, as the
subjeets of other countries did not partake, tp any
considerable extent, in the fisherics which were
prohibited. Can Mr, Usma’s averment, therefore,
be maintened, in which he asseris the universal
and absolute sovereignty of Pern never to have
been denied or questioned by any Government?
And if Pera has suffered these barren rocks to be
visited and used by ecitizeus of the United Slates,
for a long course of ‘time and for all the purposes
for which they were known to be valuable, 15 Lhe
case altered when they are found capable of a new
use? Is not the natural inference, cither that
Peru never elaimed any exclusive right over the
islands, or that, if such claim had been made by
any forinal or ofiicial act of the Government, such
claim had been abandoned at least, so far as citi-
zens of the United States were concerned.

Mr. Osma refers to n decision ol the English
Government and nbserves that, as both the mer-
cantile and agricaltural classes ‘in the HBritish
empire hiave a strong interest adverse to the claim
of Pern, if the British Gouvernment has decided in
favor of that elaim, that decision mmst be ascribed
to considerations sufficient to outweigh a regard for
the interests of Britigh fermers and shipowners.
But the two cascs may justly be considered as es-
sentially different.  When the decree of 1833 ap-
peared, Mr, Wilson, the British Consul General at
Lima, in a communication to his Government said:
“For many years, no British vessel has been e¢n-
gaged inthis fishery; but great abuses have been
committed by Americans vessels. Aund the year
aficrwards, writing upon the subject of the seizure
of the Dritish schooner Campeadora for kiling seals
at the Lobos islands, he admitied the right of Peru
to those islands... At the same iime, he adds:
“Lord James Townhend, the commander of her
Majesty’s naval forces in the Pacific, takes a diffe-
rent view of the question; and he hmsell told me
that his Majesty’s subjecis had a positive right of
fishery on all these islands, unless they should be
actually occupied by some Peruvian authority or
protected by the constant presence’ of _some Peru-
vian man-of-war to wam off vessels." . {

It will be borue in mind that when the case of
the Campeadora oceurred, the use and perhaps even
the value of snann as aomanure wax nuknown in

England. fore that case was decided, however,
the British Government may be said to have been
irrevocably committed “to an acknowledgment of

quicseence in the opinion expressed by Mr. Wilson, |

own citizens.  Andit may be regardeid a5 a ques-
tion still open in England down to last year; for,
on the 10th of May of that year, Lord £ianley, Un-
“der Seeretary of State of Fordign Affairs, in answer
to o letter froon Mt Wentworth® Bullér, says: <1
am to state to you in reply whether the Islands of
Lobos A fuers and Lobos de Tierm belong of right
to Peru, orure claimed by Peruas depe =N
His lordship does not find in the Peruvian Consti-
tution, published after Pera had séparated itself
from Spain, any meniion of those islands as being
dependenciesof Peru ; but it appears to Lord Pal-
merston that their proximity to Peru would give to
that State a prima fucie claim to them.’
Now, il is certain that the fact does not, under
the rule of publie law, bear out this last observa-
tion of Lord Pahmerston, beeause the distance from
the shore of all these islandsis five or six times
greater than, the three arine miles extend. 1t
may be here added that it is well undersiood thata
powerful’ class of - British subjects, distinet irom
tirose of merchants and farmers, hos a vital interest
in maintaining the regulations for the export of
guiano from Per upon their present  fooling. it
wiay not be entirely satisfnetory, therefore, to take
the ease of the Campeadora or that of the Hiber-
nia, which afterwards oceurred, alone into consid-
cration, in endeavoring to account for the policy
which the British Government has thought propor
(o adopt in regard to this subject.  However this
may be, it is quite clear that the English case and
the American case are quite different, for the rea-
sons already stated. As has been shown, the rep-
resentatives of the American Government in Peru
remonstrated ngainst the issuing of the decree of
1844, Anditigaconsideration of very great weight
in this ease that the main objeet of that deerce, as
it fully. appears, wasto deve off from the coasts
and istands of Pern, including of conrse those of
Lobos, the fishing vessels of the United States,.—
Now;if such were the soleor principal object of
the dueree, and the agent of the United States, fur-
wially remonstrated against that decree, how i3 the
subsequent conduet of Pern and hier entire silence
to be reconeiled with the idea that she really sup-
posed hersell possessed of alisolute sovereignty over
those islonds. She certninly made no attenpt o
enforee that decree agaist vessels or eitizens or the
United Stutes, but sufered things to-go on as they
had gone on through a long course of years.

The undersigned has thus far spoken of the ae-
tual faets and continued ge which he supposes
to belong Lo the just consideration of this case.

Mr. Usina, in his recent comnnunication, refers
to the authority of Aleedo to prove thatthose islands
are within the sovergignty of Poruand liave always
been so considerd.

I the decision of & question purely geographi-
cal, relating to any partof the American hcinis-
phiere, and especielly to that formerly under the
dominion of Spain, the undersigned acknow ledges
that Aleedo is entitled to ahwost nnplicit confiden
bt in the passages to which Mr. Osma refers he
wasspeaking merely geographically. e was not
di sing any question of nght founded cither on
diseovery or usage ; or any other political consid-
eration s and if, ns Mr. Ogma says, that great geog-
rapher, inspeaking of the Lobos [slands, nses words
plainly, or by implication, assigning to Spain the
sovereignty over those Islands, this may e as-
eribed 1o his loyalty as a Spanishsubject and un of-
ficer inthe king's se sz sentiment which would
wot allow lim to entertain a donbtof the fdght of
his sovercign 1o any regions which he might claim,
by whatever title.  Aleedo, therefore, deseribies the
Lobos Islands as belonging to the const, amd to a
i provinee of Peru. The fact that they
however, leaves the queshion open ag
to the distance between, them and the coast of
Peru, and he seems to have taken it for granted,
becanse they happened to be nearest to the provinee
of Sena, they were necessarilyineluded within the
Limits of that provinee ; a proposition which connot
Lie supported,

In this case, therefore, the anthority of Alcedo
ot be regarded  as decisive.  In order that it
uld be so considered, the undersigned must be
informed what nets of jurisdietion Ins’ Catholic
Majesty exercised over those islands, T'hé occa-
sional visits of Indians from the neighboring con-
1L, ty which Mr. Osma refers, cannot Le said
vie imparted o the Sovereign of Spain, or the
Government of Pern even, as good a title to those
islunds as the habitual resort thither of the vessels
of the United States, so long and unimterruptedly
continucd, for the purpose of capturing seals on
their shores, and whales in the adjacent oceany
would give the United States.  The use of these

century has no doubt been vastly less than by the
citizews of the United States; aud upon the ground
of Mr. Osma’s argument, a better title could be
sserled by possession on the part of the United
s than could be maintained by e,
v undersigned freely  adits that acts of the
Peruvian Government, founded on sapposed rights,
when not objected to, are {it to betegarded as hav-
inz more ot less weight on the question of right, so
fur as that right depends upou possession.  1f,
tLerefore, it be asked why this Government did not
aiso protest against the Peravian decrecs of the
2ist of March and 10th of May, 15842, by the 16th
artiele of the former aud the third of latter, of
whichi the penalty of confiscation is denounced
against any national or foreign vessel which shall
anchoral or approach the lslands or places in
whicl there may be guang, without the unsual li-
cense from the anthorities empowered Lo issue the
sane, it may be answered that the very existence
of those decrees was not known to this Govern-
ment until they appeared in the British Parlimen-
tary documents on the subject of the Lobos Isl-
amls, presented to the House of Cornnons on the
14th of May last. There is nothing which the
undersigned can find in the despatches of the
Charge &" Affaites of the United States at Lima to
show that the decress were communicated to or
knuwn to him. Lf these deerees had been known
liere at an earlier date, they wonld have received
the atiention of this Government,

Astothe claim of Peru to those Islands, lound-
ed on thelaw of proxinuly, the guestion will ap-
pear to be free of doubt. The well-settled rule
of modern public law on. this point ‘is, that the
right of junsdictionof
ries tiay border on the sea, extends to the distance
of aeannon shot or thréé marine miles from the
shote, this being the supposed limit to which a de-
fence of the coast from the land itself can be ex-
tended.

‘I'he whiole discussion, therefore, must turn up-
on this, viz, the Lobos 1slands lying in the open
ocean, so {ar from any continental | possessions of
Peru asnot to belong to that country by the law
of proxiwity or adjacent position, has the Govern-
ment of thut country exercised sueh unequivocal
acte of absolute sovereignty and ownership over
them s to give 1o her atight to their exciusive
possission, as sgainst the United States and their
eitizens, by the law of indisputable possession?
And the undersigned (repeats that this is not a
question between Peru and other Governments,
whomnay have more or less distinetly adnitted her
right, but it isa question between Pera mul the
United States, who have so long exercised that
right, and ranonstrated against its interrupted.

The Govermmment of the United States, however,
is prepared to give due consideration to all facts
tending to show possession or occupancy -of the
Lobos Istands by Peru, and is not inclined to stop
or preclude discussion until the whole matter shall
be thoroughly investigated. 1 there are any facts
orangumen(s which have jnot been brought toits
consideration, they shall Teceive the most respeet-
ful anid fricndly attention. If it shall turn out
that, ashas beed intimatad ‘above, thuse lslands
are uninhabited and uninhabitable, and therefore
incapable of being legally possessed or held by
any one nation, they and their contents must be

msidered us the property ‘of all. Orif,
unprotected by the preseuce of Peruyian,author-
ittes and without actnal possession, thrir use has
béen by Peru abandoned or conceded, without
limitation of time, to citizens of the United Slates
for a long period, or yielded in consequence of the
remonstrance of this' Government or its agents,
then no exclusive owncership can be pretended as
against the United States at least.

Under all the eircumstances, the President
thinks it. most advisable that full instructions on
this subject should be dispatched to the Charge o'-
Affaites of the United States at Lima, and that
proper orders should be given to the naval forces
of the United States in that quarter to prevent

No countenance will be given 1o the authors of
such enterprises, claiming to be citizens: of the
United States, who may undertake to defend
thiemsélves or their vessels by force, in the prose-
cution of any commercial enterprises to these
Islands. - Sueh acts would be aeis ol privale war,
and their authors would thereby justly  forfeit the
protection of theirown Government. AR
The undersigned avails limself of this occasion
to offer to 'Mr. Osma a renewed assurance of his
very high consideration.

The New. Yourk Couricr gives the following
deseription of a process discovered by a French
physician for prescrving the lodics of the dead.—
It appears to_ resemble the process of Gaunel,
which is now in extensive application in Pons: =

«Pwo weeks ogo to-day o young Englishman
died of hemorrhage in our ity hospital, and was
inncdiately alterwards subjecied toa post-mortea
cxamination. 1t was afterwanls thought to be de-
sirable to preserve the body so tiat it mght be re-
eogmized and reelnimed by biv English friends,—
Dr. Pilate was seut for; and clthongh it was the
third day after death, and decoanposiion bl al-
ready comméneed, and notwithstanding the severe
injuries inflicted upow the orzanizution of' the bady
by the pest-mertem, he underook the case without
hesitation.

“We were invited o be present, and our decp
interest in’a discovery of s much importasice
obliged us to comply, On eitering the room, the
uffensive odor of the corpse, the green hue of its
countenance, and the dark elor of other portions
of the body which denoted a yel more advaneed
stoge of decomposition, and ispecially the view of
the extent to which the ‘exaviving physicians had
carricd their cutting operatigry—all this, combined
with the extreme heat of the weather, completely
staggeted our faith in the pesibility of the success
of the proposad attempt, %‘.mm.t lesitation, the
doctor, with an assistant, séinbout his task, He
first took up the earotid arteny, and injected it with
liis anti-geptie fluid, until - odiscovered that its
continuity lind been broken| v the pest-mortem.—
He then applied ligatures ol to retain the liquid,
wnd afterwands proceeded injpsunilar way with the
femoral artery.  He thus wei from artery to ar-
tery, injecting and injecting pul applying ligatures
nntil no less than fifieen had seen thus treated, —
Hud the body beenin its natnl state, the injection
of the carotid urtery alone yithout any ligature,
woulld have been suflicient, pud the whole opera-
tion would have been coppleted in an hour,
wherens, in this case, it requizd nine hours of se-
vere labor. The doctor haé not been engaged
more than two hours, befok the odor we have
spoken of entirely disappestg from the room; but
we did not wait for the cmli: letion of his opera-
tions, !

“On invitation, \\'c-}'i‘.sterﬂ::: ealled o examine
the condition of the body.  Stunge as it may seem,
Dr. Pilate, we found had saceeded perfectly in
what had seemed to us an alrest chimerical un-
dertaking.  The body had refuned its natural hue,
was cntirely inodorous, and 31 appearance was os
il the breath liad departed frbs it an hour, instead
of a'fortuight beforé.  The aniseptic process had
given the tlesha hat hpiler y, but
Lad left no apparent trace whicever,  Nature had
been literally preserved—note has been done by
othier weans of embalment inja listigured or discol-
ored stute, but, so far as the eyiconld judge, it had
been preserved inviolate and haet.”?
