the United States to;the contrary, notwithstanding.

AnB %e 'it further enacted, Thatthe
s.iid bridges are declared to be and are established
post roads for the passage of the mails of the Uni¬
ted States, and that the Wheeling and Belmont
Bridge Company are authorised to have and main¬
tain their said bridges at their present site and el¬
evation ; and the officers and crew of all vessels
navigating the river are required to regulate the use
of their said vessels and boats, and of any pipes or

chimney.* belonging thereto, so as not to interfere
with the elevation and construction ofsaid bridges.

sissippi; but, considering the scarcity of last season,
it is more than probable there will be an increase
rather than a falling off, as we seldom have two
seasons of scarcity together.
Throughout Ohio we learn that more young hogs

are being fed than usual, and in many sections an
increase of one-third is anticipated. The high
price of pork has causad the farmers throughout
the West to bestow as much care aud attention up¬
on their pigs as they do upon their children..
Throughout many sections of the South, the plan¬
ters are making strong endeavors to "grow their
own meat."
We hpar of contracts by the packers for the fu¬

ture delivery of some 20,000 hogs, to be fattened
in Indiana, at 3 and 3ft cents gross. Several thou¬
sand have been engaged by Madison packers, for
the next season, at4- and 4i cents, nel. We hear
also of various contracts in Kentucky at 3 and 3$
cents, gross, to be delivered when fattened, in the
fall. A sale of 1000 head has been made, deliver-;
ed here, at 4i cents. One of our principal provis¬
ion dealers and packers sold 100 barrels of mess

pork, on Monday, to be made o! the next crop, and
to be delivered in June, 1853, at 915 per barrel.
t7hich is $5 per barrel less than the present prices.
The above we believe to be an accurate and im¬

partial statement of the present condition of the
forthcoming "hog crop," and we leave the reader
to draw his own conclusions in regard to the pToa-
pect ofthe next seasoft.

The Cincinnati Atlas alludes to the most recent
"scene" in the House of Representatives and says:

fixed to their names are better qualified, in every
respect, to breathe the atmosphere of a grog-shop
than that of the National Capitol, and to edify a

crowd of bar-room loungers than the thinking
masses of an intelligent people; and if such things
are suffered to continue, the day is not far distant
when Congressman and blackguard will be synon¬
ymous terms."
Our friends of the Atlas have done very great

injustice in the pulication of the above paragraph.
We cannot think of any declaration that could pos¬
sibly be made more far from the truth, although we
are sure the writer, under the excitement of just and
honorable feelings of indignation, desired to be just.
The number ol members of the present Congress

who are indecorous, violent, bullying and intem¬
perate, is exceedingly small and could be reckoned
on one's fingers. The great majority, in both par¬
ties, are men of high intelligence, of prudence, of
honor and sincere regard for good order and pro¬
priety. In. the appeal made by Mr. Chandler, of
Philadalphia, nine-tenths of all meinhers present
spmpathised, though it was not in their power al
once to sileucc and suppress a debate that had
gone so far without the appearance of partiality
and arbitrary power. Neither the frequency of
disorder, nor the violence of the commotions ex¬
cited, affords any fair proof to substantiate the
general charge preferred, for a very small number
of persons of evil habits are ample to enact these
scenes.

It may be asked why so small a number of per¬
sons are permitted to iiivade the peace of the Con¬
gressional halls and disgrace their character, and
why such members are not at once treated with
severity and rebuked into silence. To this we

reply that, however easy the task and however just
toward the individual members referred to, so sum¬

mary a course may not be approved ofwhen it is
reflected that one year a>ro many thousand Ameri¬
can freeman sent each of these persons to Con¬
gress, and that a year hence they are to pass judg¬
ment upon his conduct. If these constitutuencies
regard themselves os fairly represented by harsh,
turbulent and intemperate men, however deeply
we may mourn their presence, their expulsion
would prove so serious and unpleasant a matter as
to deter any attempt thereat, except from reasons
of the most urgent necessity. If constitutuencies
do not look at these matters, Congress must endure
the evil as best it may.

But we repeat that, however disgraced by a few
scenic representations, the halls of Congress con¬
tain I'ut few men who do not grace them by their
presence, but few who do not reflect honor upon
their positions in every relation of life. It is com¬
mon for American editors and others, when justly
incensed at the enactment of the scents alludeu to,
to thoughtlessly dennnnce,in unmeasured terms, the
whole body of our national legislaiors; but they
thus surely do great wrong to themselves, to their
representatives and our common country.
We have been observant of these things from a

fair point of view. We have always stood without
the whirl of excitement.never asking, expecting
or receiving any favors from Congress or its mem¬
bers, and never failing to rebuke every act by
which its reputation could be blemished.and we
offer our lestimouy alone from considerations of
justice and a desire that the Senators and Repre¬
sentatives of our country may, both at home and
abroad, possess the confidence and respect of their
fellow-men, they so truly merit.

IWashington Telegraph.
Gen. Scott as an Orator.

The editor of the Lowell Journal, who
was an officer under Gen. Scott's command
in Mexico, says:

4 It is not an uncommon thing for General
Scott to make a brief, terse and eloquent
address to his men on the battle field. On
such occasions he is extremely happy, and
the earnestness and feeling with which he
speaks show that his whole heart is in what
he says. Many of these addresses in Mex¬
ico might be cited. After the fall of Che-
pultepec he rode up the hill, where our sol¬
diers were shooting down the Mexicans, af¬
ter they were taken prisoner or had surren¬
dered. He made a feeling address, in
which he dissuaded them, in the moment of
triumph, from doing any act that had the
appearance of inhumanity,with these words:
'Deeds like yours are recorded in history..
Be humane and generous, my boys, as you
are victorious. I will get down on my ben¬
ded knees to God for you to night.' Some
of his answers to the Mexican Commander-
in-Chief were brief and to the point. The
night before the battle of Chepultepec Santa
Anna sent word to Scott that unless he sur¬

rendered in four Hours he should show him
no quarters ! Gen. Scott sent word back
that he found his. (Santa Anna's) quarters
so far very good, and that he should take
possession of the rest of them without ask¬
ing him to show them to him ! Again, when
the troops were about entering the Capital,
Santa Anna sent to Scott for his terms..
The latter's reply was.*1 have no answer

to give and no questions to ask.' It was a

time for action and not for parley.
'Gen. Scott was educated to the bar, and

on ordinary occasions (off the field,) he
speaks rather slowly, and with great delib¬
eration, as well as with great eloquence..
His different speeches before the Court of
Inquiry in the National Palace in Mexico,
were admirable specimens of his oratory and
his eloquence. Indeed there was something
akin to moral sublimity in that scene.the
great Captain of the age and Conqueror of
Mexico, a prisonei, as it were, in tue capital
of the country he had conquered, and on the
very theatre of his brilliant victories.which
invested his appearance before thai tribunal
with a degrea of thrilling interest never

equalled or witnessed on ordinary occa-.
sions.'

Improvenent Convention at
Union.

We find in the last Lewisburg Chronicle an ac¬

count of the3>roceefiings of. this body. The Con- J
vention was numerously and respectably'attended.
Gen. Steenbergen, ofMason, presided; .: \
A committe of thirteeu was appointed to:draft

resolutions, which reported the following:
Resolved, That the time has arrived when Vir-

ginia, if she would retrieve her declining fortunes
and save herself from the burden of peipetual tax¬
ation, must boldly, with confidence in her own en¬

ergies and with a firm determination, strengthened
by a proper State pride, not to be thrust aside by
younger and more enterprising States, resolved to
contend for her legitimate share of the trade of the
great valleys of the Ohio and Mississippi.
l2; That/ in the opinion of this convention, the
burden of taxation, now sensibly felt by lhe< peo
ple of this commonwealth, can only be thrown off

by the completion of the works qf Internal Im¬

provement, in which the State has already made
large investments, and by promptly forming advan¬
tageous connexions with the channels ofcojnmerce
and the thoroughfares of travel in other States.

3. That, in view ofthe railroad connections now
being formed in Ohio, Kentucky, North Carolina
and Tennessee, the vast interest of Virginia in her
works of internal improvement imperiously de¬
mand, that she shall, at an early day, complete
the Virginia and Tennessee railroad to the Ten¬
nessee line, and by a railroad connected with'lier
improvements, already commenced, unite the wa¬
ters of the Ohio with those of the Chesapeake.

4. That in the opinion of this convention, the
State should adopt the policy of lending money to
the various internal improvement companies, hav
ing unfinished works of lhe first importance, for
their completion.said companies to he required
to pay the interest and redeem the prioipalof the
money so loaned; in the manner prescribed by^the
New Constitution in respect to the State debt, and
to give mortgages on their respective works for the
purpose of securing the payment of principal and
interest as aforesaid.

6. That aid, upon the foregoing plan, should be
granted to the James River and Kanawha Com¬
pany for the completion of the Canal to some point
at or near Covington, (or Clifton Forge) and to con¬
struct a railroad, withaguage of five feet, from
such point to the Ohio River; to the Central Rail¬
road company for the completion of their load to
Covington or Clifton Forge ; to the Virginia and
Tennessee Railroad company for the completion of
their road to the Tennessee line and,to construct a

branch to the line of the road from Covington to
the Ohio ; to the Danville, the South Side, the
Manassa, Gap, and the Orange and Alexandria
Companies for the completion of their respective
works.

9. That the Virginia and Tennessee Company
should have the privilege of running their freight
cars over the Covington and Ohio road ; and that
there shall be no discrimination by the James Riv¬
er and Kanawha Company, in respect to the Charges
on freight and Travel, passing over their road to pr
from either the Virginia and Tennessee road, or

the Virginia Central road.
7. That it be recommended to the General As¬

sembly so to amend the charter of the Norfolk and
Petersburgh railroad Company, as to authorize the
Board of Public Works to subscribe for three fifths
of their capital stock.
These resolutions, or rather those parts of them

which required that the railroad from Covington to
the Ohio should be five feet guage, and that ,t|ie
Lynchburgh and Tennessee Company should have
the privilege of runniug their cars over that road
.gave rise to an animated debate. Messrs. An¬
derson of Richmond, Doane of Lynchburg, and
Preston of Montgomery, advocated the resolutions;
and Messrs. ShclTey of Augusta, Macfarland and
Botts opposed them. Finally it was agreed to strike
out the objectionable clauses.and in that shape
the resolutions were unanimously adopted.

It was understood that the James River and Ka¬
nawha Company propose to stop their water line
for the present at Covington, aud to construct a

railroad to the Ohio.
A committee of five, consisting of Messrs. Mac¬

farland, Wyndham Robertson, F. E. Rives, John
B. Minor, and H. A. Wise, wasappainted to mem¬
orialize the Legislature in favor of the several ap¬
propriations recommended by the Convention.

Mr. Webster, Ma. Evkrett, Mr. Choate..

Much care anil cau¬
tion was necessary, as the prdpellerwas in a per¬
ilous condition, her bow torn out, and leaking bad¬
ly, the water thrcatar.ing to gain on the puinpp,
threeof which was keptworking. Nothing daunt¬
ed, the captain and crew of the propeller, by
skillful maneuvering, succeeded in approaching
the wreck, stern on, and taking off the passengers.
The propeller continued to. ply about the wreck
for several hours, until all'that could be were

saved.

"5. That is Ihe duty of every branch of the Govern,
meat to enforce and practise the most rigid economy in
conducting our public affairs, and that no more revemr
ought to be raised than is required to defray the necessary
expenses or the Government, and for the gradual but cet-
tain extinction of the pnbllc debt.

'KS. That Congress lias no power to charter a National
Rank; that we believe such an institution one of deadly
hostility to the best interests or the country, dangerous to
our-republican institutions and the liberties or the people
and calculated to place the business or the country within
the control or a concentrated money power, and above the
laws and the will or the people; and that the results or
Democratic legislation, in this and ali other financial meas¬
ures upon which issues have been made between the two
political parties or the country, have demonstrated, to
candid and practical men of all parties, their soundness,
safety, and utility in all business puisuits.

««7. That the separation of the moneys of the govern¬
ment from banking institutions ia indispensabte for the
tarety of the funds or the Government and the rights or the
people.
