Baltimore and Ohio Railroad and Union
Line.

We have noticed with no small degree of interest,
the negotiations which have been for some time

pending between the proprietors of the Union
Line and the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com-

pany. We have also had occasion to regret that

there was any necessity for action on the subject,
as we have all along been perfectly satisfied that
with the proper efforts on the part of the Balti¬
more & Oh o Railroad Company, there would be
no possible necessity for the Union Line to l.ave
to look to such arrangements as those proposed by
the Company. But it is indisputably tiue that
the Company have undenated the importance of

bringing their improvement before the traveling
public, by those efficient and every day means,

constantly resorted to by other lines of travel..
We heard a gentleman say a few days since that
in new York even, a traveler looking for "ways
and means" and destined to the West could with
difficulty learn the fact even that the Baltimore &
Ohio Railroad was open to Wheeling. No hand¬
bills or posters indicate the fact, and though the

papers generally contain an advertisment, stuck
up in one corner, yet not one chance psssenger iu

fifty wiil see it; while the handbills ot the Penn¬
sylvania Central, the New York and Erie, the
Albany and Buffalo Companies, and their connec¬
tions with the Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Michi¬
gan Railroads and the Ohio River boals, are liter¬
ally strewed in every Hotel, and scattered along
the highways and are thus forced into the hands
of every man seeking to learn the time and the fa¬
cilities of the different improvements. The same

Is, to a great extent, the fact in the South and
West. Runners and posters effect more in one day
for the Pittsburgh and Ohio Railways in Cincinnati,
than the present advertisements of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad do for them in a week. This
should not be so. The public and the whole pub¬
lic, who travel, should not only be infuraed of the
facilities for travel by this road, but the fact should
be pressed upon them while they are traveling..
.Many travelers are comparatively indifferent as to
the route they may take, and are undecided often
itutil an imposing handbill turns the balance, and
the traveler does not pass over the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad. This should not be. No effort
should be spared by that Company to induce trad w

n J travel to pass over it, as it can unquestionably
compete iu time and cost with any route whatever.
We heard a gentleman say not long since, who had
recently taken a long Northern trip, that he found
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad from Cumberland
to Wheeling superior to any Road he had passed
over, and all know the character of the Road east
of Cumberland. The Directors need but to be
convinced. All know their devotion to the inter¬
ests of their great line, and if we can but invite
them to an examination of the facts we hare sta¬

led. we doubt not ofthe result.

Tli© Union Line of steamers is properly a part
of tins great improvement and should so contin¬
ue, until western roads are actually connected with
it. If the necessary efforts are made to direct

public, attention to this road, the Union Line will
be far the most profitable on the Western waters.

Baltimore is the third city in the Union, hel citi¬

zens are behind those of no other city in the

Union, in the constancy and effectiveness of their

efforts to advance licr prosperity. Her commerce
with the Old World is large and lopidly increas¬

ing, she has in herself, all the elements of prosper¬
ity, she wastlie first to turn her eye to the Great
West, and to foresee in its giant product'; the germs
of her future wealth and greatness, and with more

than giant's might she has stemmed the mou tain

toirents, scaled and tunnelledthe mighty lulls and

spanned the yawning chasms, which sunder the
waters of the Gulf from those of the Atlantic, and
now that she has planted her (lag-staff on the

Ohio, when she has invested millions to accom¬

plish her mission; shall she not reap the just re¬
ward of her labors? She can if she will. A little

timely attention to apparently in nor matters is

all that is needed, and if the needful ste|is are ta¬

ken the B. &. O. Railroad and the Union Line,
and their connections at Louisville with New Or¬
leans and St. Iouis by the regular packet lines,
will offer 10 the travel and trade ol the W est a great
central line, from the Atlantic to the Mississippi,
and ultimate y, when the nation's l.ighwayshall
lie constructed to the Pacific, with the Old World
itself by'a Western connection.

of the inducements now offered to the 11. & O.
Railroad for increased attention to the management
of her line. May we not hope that the Company
will see their mission and embrace it, that it wil
not be fettered by any petty policy whatever, am
that every facility will be extended to the Union
Line and the lints West, which are ready to per¬
form their part towards producing the results, so

eminently beneficial to the Atlantic cities.

12, Evenino..We liave furthei
details of the disaster to day on the Worcester
road. At last accounts two brothers, named Bat-
ton were dying. The Coroner's jury adjouined
their investigalionuntil to-inorrow morning, i tie
dead bodies have all been placed in neat collins,
and s-nt to their various homes for interment.
With theexception oftwo or three, the killed were

nil factoiy operatives. The rest of the wounded
it is thought, will recover, though some of them
will lose an arm, or a leg, or be otherwise crippled.
Thousands of persons visited the scene to-day, to
see theliodies and the ruins of thecals.
Among the incidents of the disas er is a very mi¬

raculous escape of a little girl, whose mother was

killed. It appears that she was sitting on the lore-
most seal of ttie car when the shock took place.
The back of the seat opposite her was jammed
against her breast so that she could scaicely
breathe. She screamed for assistance, and her
life was saved by fo:cing back the timber with a

rail, and dragging her out. A man who sat on
thesauie seat with her was instantly killed by a

large splinter running through him.
Mr. lloppin, a segar maker ol Providence, crawl

ed out from beneath the Worcester tmn, but lit
tie injured. Two men were killed by Ins side.
Mr. Clark, the managerof the coal mine at Valley
Falls, who was on the same seat with Jlr. Penny,
escaped uninjured. Mrs. Caroline R. E. Dike, who
was taken to the house of Mr. George Jenks, died
in about two hours in great agony.

Tei.ecrapii Cable..On Monday, the 26th ult.,
there was laid across the Ohio river, on the St.
Louis and New Orleans line, about one mile be¬
low Paducah, a monster telegraph cable, said to
be the longest in America and the largest in the
world. The cable is four and a quarter inches ill
circumference fourteen hundred and forty yards yi
lent th, and weighs eleven thousand pounds.. The
wireiu this cable is iron (No. 9,) and is covered
by three coats of gutta perclia, and these by three
coats or coarse osnaburgs, saturated with a compo¬
sition of 11011-eiectrics; the whole is encased by
eighteen wires, of the size of the centre one, and
secured by a wire of the same size of the others,
running spirally.

AllGone but One .We published an account
yesterday, of seven young men of Cincinnati, who
2t years ago, agreed to have an annual meeting
and supper so long as any of their number shall
survive, and also stated that only two of them
were living. Henry L. Talem, Esq., one of the
two, died on Thursday last, leaving Dr. J. L. Vat-
tier as the last man of the whole Iparty. The next
annualsupper takes place in October.

At Chicago you can buyuhousc in all its parts,
framing timber, shingles, doore, -window sash,
shutters, flooring, all planed, tongued, grooved,
numbered, and ready to be put up on the prairies
to which the many rail roads willconvey it, so that
the farmer from those wide extended plains may
come in one day, buy his house complete, and take
it out the next, and with the assistance- of his
neighbors put it up within a week.

CrTbe Board of Health of Norfolk, have is¬
sued orders for all vessels arriving from New Or¬
leans toremain at quarantine until they can be
overhauled. Tlr's precaution is of course taken
in view of the alarming spread of the yellow fever
in the Crescent City.

Effect of the Heat in New York..The heat
is making terrible havoc among the exposed and
unacclimated emigrant laborers in New York..
The New York Tribune publishes a list of two
liunJred and twenty persons who had died from
the heat from Tuesday to Sunday, of which ninety
occurred on Saturday alone. This, the Tribune
says, surpasses the yellow fever and cholera in
the measure of fatality among those attacked. A-

mong the victims was a compositor in the Herald
Oflicc, who fell from xhaustion while he was

woiking at his case, and shortly died. The papers
aie generally using their influence to induce those
who have the control of the laboring classes to al¬
low them rest during the middle of the day, and
an avoidance of undue exposure. The papers
also notice rumors of the prevalence of great
mortality among Ihe servants at the St. Nicholas
Hotel, caused by overwork, and confinement in
close underground apartments. The matter ap¬
pears to have been kept so quiet that the papers
are unable to state full particulars.

Mortai.itv is the Atlantic Cities..The in¬
tense Leal of the past week has had its effect in
very materially increasing the mortality in the ci-
,ties. The following is a comparative statement of
the mortality of New York, Hoslon, Philadelphia
and llaltiinore :

Ill New York the
entire n.ortalityof the week is not shown, Ihe cor¬
oners having a number of casts of death from ex¬
posure to the hen', which had not been returned at
the time of publishing the list.

A Fortune Made by a Misfortune..A Mr.
Quigley, of Bowling Green, Kentucky, it is said,
bought a large quantity of tobacco, last winter,
expecting to ship it to the sout.'.tru market before
the season of low water and high freights. Un¬
fortunately the Ohio fell before be could get his to¬
bacco out of Greeu river, the consequence of
which it has advanced in value on his hands to the
amount of 320,000.

Commendable..Gratuitous lodgings are fur¬
nished such poor emigrants and strangers ill New
Orleans, as are unable to furnish themselves with
comfortable houses in that city, during the preva-
lenceof the yellow fever. The Howard Associa¬
tion are also doing much to relievo the needy and
avert the ravages of the pestilence.
