Bai/tiuore, Oct. 18..An eye witness,whohas just returned fiom Harper's.Ferry, describes
the scene there as follows:
j The first attack was uiac'e by a detachment ot
the Charleslown Guards, who crossed the Poto¬
mac river above Harper's Ferry, and reached
the building where the insurgents were postedbv the canal. On the Maryland side smart
firing occurred, and.thB, lioters were diiven,from the bridge. One man wus killed hero and
another arrested. The latter ran out'and tried
to escape by swimming the riuer. A dozen
shots were fired after him, and he partially fell;but rose again, and.threw his gun away, drew
his pistols, both of which snapped, drew his
bowie knife and cut all heavy acoutrements otF,and plunged into the river. <_ .:
... One of the so'.diers was about ten feet behind.
The man turned round, threw up his hands and
cried don't shoot, the soldier fired and the man
fell into the water, with his face blown away..Ilis coat skirt was cut from his, poison and in
the pocket was found a Captain's commission to
Capt. F. H. Lehman, from the Provisional gov¬
ernment of the U. S. The commission was da¬
ted Oct. 15, 1859, and signed by A. W, Brown,
Commander in Chief of the Army of (the Fro-
visional Government of the U. S.
A party of five of the insurgents armed with

Minnie rifles and posted in the rifiearmory were
expelled by the Charleston Guards. They all
*ari for the river and one who was unable to
swim was drowned. The other four swam out
to rocks in the middle of the Shenandoah and
fired upon the citizens and troops assembled on ,
both banks. This drew upon them the muskets
or between 200 and 300 uien and.flpt.less than .

400 shots were fired at them from Harpei s
Ferry, about 200 yards distant; One was shot
dead. The sccond, a negro, attempted to:jump
over the dam but fell short and was not seen
afterwards. The third was badly wounded
and the one remaining was taken unharmed.
The white insurgent pounded and captured Uiea
in a few moments in the ariiisof our informant.
He was shot t .rough the breast, arm and stom¬
ach. Declared there were only nineteen whites
encaged in the insurrection.

For nearly an hour a running and random
firing was kept up by the troops against the
rioters. Several were shot down, ina"ymanaged to limp away wounded. During the
firinz the women and children ran shrieking in
every direction, but when they learned that the
soldiers were their protectors they took good
couiage, and did good service in tho way ot
preparing refreshments and attending to the

W°0,ur Informant, who was on the hill when the
firing was going on, says that all the terrible
scenes of a battle passed in reality beneath his
eyes. Soldiers could be seen pursuing singlyand couples, and the crack of the musket or
rifle was generally followed by one or more in-

(smsents biting the dust. The dead lay in the
street where they fell, and the woundeJ were

Capt. Brown's wounds consists of a sword
cut in the forehead and a bayonet wound in the
kidneys. Another of the rioters killed was
named Stewart Taylor. J. C. Anderson, a ring -

leader, who stopped Conductor Philps yester¬
day, was killed during the first attack by the
Virginians.

Anderson was a fine looking man with flow¬
ing white beard.

It occupies a page ot
fine note paper, straw tinge, and is written in
pencil, evidently by a person of education
It is without date. The freight alluded to w as
doubtlasR the sort usually carried on the under¬
ground railroad;

Capt. Brown : Dear Sir..I liave been disap¬
pointed at not seeing you hero ere tills to take
charge of your .freight. They hate been here
now for two wesks, and as I have hail to super¬
intend the providing for them it has imposed cn
me no small task, and besides, if not soon taken
on some of them will go back to Missouri. I
wish to know definitely what you propose do-
jng. 'l'hey cannot be kept here much longerwithout risk to'theinsDlt'e^ and if any of theui
conclude to go back to the State it will be a bad

j-The following interesting narrative of the re¬

cent events at Harper's Ferry, is gleaned from
tbo report of the editor of .the American, who
accompanied the' troops froni. this city and re¬
turned this evening. The principal orginator
of the short, but bloody existence of this in¬
surrection, was undoubtedly Capt. John Brown
whose connection with scenes of violence in tho
border warfare/of Kap»as, made his name fa¬
miliar to tlie whole country. Brown made his
first appearance in the vicinity of Harper's
Ferry uioro than a year ago, accompanied by..his two sons; the whole party assuming the
name of Smith. Hecnqhjred about land'in tlje

that bad been seen previously about tbo Ferry,.All' were brought by Brown from ¦ distance,and: nearly aU ,bad been with him in Kansas.

Thfe first active movement;in the insurrection
was made about half; past ten o'clock Sundaynight. Win. Williams, the watchman on Har¬
per's Feny bridge, whilst walking across to-
.wards the Maryland side, was seized by a nums
bee of'men who said that he-Was their prisonerand must come with them. He recognizedBrown and Cook among the men, and knowing -

them lie treated the .matter as a joke, but sn-
forcing silence thoy conducted him to-the Ar¬
mory, which he found already in their possesssion. lie was tetainod till after day light'andthen discharged. The watchman, who was to
relieve Williams at tnldnight found the bridgelights all out and was immediately seized. Sup¬pling, it ah attempt at robbeiy he broke awayand his pursuers stumbling, he escaped.The next appearance ofJ,the insurrectionists
was at the house of Col.'Lewis Washington',' a
large-farmer and slave owner, living about lour
miles from the Ferry. A party headed byCook, proceeded there, roused Col. W. and told
him he was their prisoner. They also seized
all the slaves near the house, and took a car¬
riage and horse, and a large wagon, with two
hordes. When Col. W. saw: Cook he'immedi-
att»ly ;recognized him as a nian who had called
upon him sonie months' previous, to whom he
had exhibited some valuable arms in his posses¬sion, including an antique sword presented byFrederick the Great' to Gee. Washington, and a

'"

pair of pistols -presented by Gen. .Lafayette to
Washington, both' being heir looms in the fami-'
ly. Before leaving, Cook wanted Col. ,W. to
take a trial of skill at shooting, and exhibited
considerable certainty as a marksman. When
he made his visit on Sunday night he alluded to
his previous visit-'and the courtesy with which
he had been treated, and regretted the necessitywhich made it his duty to arrest Col. W..
Lie, howaver, took advantage of the knowl¬
edge ho had obtained by his former visits, to
carry off all the valuable collection of arms,which Col. W. did not -re-obtain till after the
final defeat of insurgents. From Col. Wash¬
ington! the party proceeded with, him, as a
prisoner, in his own carriago, and twelve of his
negroes in the wagon, to the house of Mr. Al-
stadt, another large farmer, on the same road..
Mr. Alstadl and his son a lad 10 years of age,
w.tre taken prisoners, and' all the negrots with¬
in reach being forced to join the movement,
ito the Armory at' the Forry. All these move¬
ments seem to have been made without excitingtKo slightest alarm in the town, nor did the de¬
tention of CapL Phelp's train at>lhe upper end
of town attract attention. It wa-^nit until the
town was thorougly wakened up and found the
bridge guarded by armed men and a guard sta¬
tioned.at all the avenues, that the people found
they were prisoners. A panic appears to have
immediately onsued and the number of the in-
surrectiunists'ttt. once increased from 50, which
was probably their greatest force, including the
slaves who were forced to join, to,from 5 to 600.

In (lie meantime a number of workmen know¬
ing nothing of what had occurred, entered the
armory arid were .successively taken prisonersuntil they had at one time not less than sixty
men confined in the Armory. Among those
thus entrapped were Arinistcad Ball, Chief
Draughtsman of the Armory, Ben£. Mills, Mas¬
ter of the Armory, and L. II. Dangertield, Pay¬master's Clerk. These

, three gentlemen were
impiisone'd in the engine bouse, which after¬
wards became the chief fortress of the insur¬
gents, and were not released until after the
tinal assault. The workmen were imprisonedin a large building farther down the yard and
were rescued hy a brilliant Zouave dash made
by the railroad company's men, who came down
from Martin'sburg. . This was the condition'of
affairs at daylight, about which time Gapt. Cook,
nith twp while, men and accompanied by SO
slavest ar(d .taking with thtm Col. Washington'slarge.wagon, went over the bridge and struck
up the mountain on the road towards Pennsyl¬vania.
