Sefator Douglé_s,- in getting off the
stump and throwing down the gauntlet within
the columns of the press, has committed the
fatal blunder of the duellist, who, being left the
choice of arms, unwarily sclects the weapon
with which he is least familiar, but of which
bis adversary is an accuomplished master. He
does not lack courage. No man can call Doug.
las a coward. He has' shown himself ready, at
all times, and.in all. mapners, to defend his prin-
ciples, and on this nccount a'due share of credit
must be allowed him. But, like many another
heady: Sempronios, he does, unquestionabiy»
lack discretion. His venturing into a wrillen
discussion of his “great principles,” shows how
much he i3 wanling in the important quality we
have just named. [le should have studied his
own powcrs better, and should have kept strict-
Iy within the linc of his training. Instead of
this, his impetuous temper, bas impelled him to
dash away, unscientific and untrained, into a
champion battle with a regular professor. The
consequence is, he has Leen akén "of his
guard, and finds himself Krocked “out of time"
at the end of two short rounds.

No one can help having reflections similar to
the above, who has been an impartial reader of
the controversy going on between the two dis-
tinguished Democratie politicians above nnmed.
In many respects Douglas isa stronger man
than the Attorney General; but in this Lind of
conteat, the one is like a stranger apon foreizn
land, whilst-the other stands like Macliregor
with **his foot upon his native heath.” But, if
wo were toussign another, and the most satis—
factory caunse of Donglas' failure in this contro«
versy, it would be the inherent weakness of the
position (the *‘great principle’) which he uns
dertakes to cstablish. Let us tuke n short
glance into'his last reply to Judze Black.

He reiterates what he said at ?\'pnster: L |
have never sajid or thought thal opr Territorics
were mvel:eign pu_!itic.::l t_:l.m:mur-.itici‘-, or even
limited sovereignties, like the States of the
Union.” Ilere is an express denial; repeated in
distinet and unmistakeable terms; let us see if
he is consistent with this deninl.  In order to
reduce the matter to the comprehension of even
so obtuse a mind as Judge Black’s, he rosoris
to a comparison between the Territories and
the American colonies. ' The colonies elaimed,
possessed and exercised legislative powers in
their respective provincinl logisintures over all
rightful subjects of Iagislstion inrespect to their
domestie concerns and internal | polity. . “They
cuacted laws;” he eonlinues, “for the protection
of life, liberty and property: and in pursnance
of those laws, they deprived men of life, liberty
and property ‘when ' the same became forfeited
by their crimes:. . They exercised theso high at-
tributes of sovereige’ pdwar during tho whole
period of their colonial depeudency, &e.7* “So
with our Territories;”“he eays. Now, wo ask
every , candid, mind, how can-these opinions be
reconciled with the deninl which we have jast
seen Judge Dounglas make?  Can the Perritories
pussess all the powers lie assigns themn and not
be  “sovercign political communitiest” The
protection of life, liberty and property is the
highest duty, and the deprivation of life, liber-
ty and property, the exiremest_cxercise of
power, of a political_ sovereignty. If these
powers are inherent (and if they are not dele-
gated by Congress they-must bo inherent) then
therc are no other “powers beleanging to sover-
ciguty which the Territorics do not possess,
becnuse these being the highest, all minor pre-
rogatives are uecessarily included within them.

But, il the Territories are sovereign, with re-
spect to these highest subjeets of sovercignty,
then Congress possesses no control or power
over. them, whatsoever. Sovereignty, in its
very bature, is exclusive. 1f it reside jin the
Territories, it belongs in no degree to Congress.
Coné-ress can thercfore exercise no act of su-

" premacy over them, for the exercise of one nct

of sovervignty by Congress, would be the de-
struction of all sovereigntly in the Territories,
Tt would be an absurdity in theory and an im-
praclicability in fact,. for two distinct bodies
(such as a National Congress and a Territorial
Legislature) at the same time to possess the
rights and powers of sovereignty over the same
people or community. The existence of the
one, pecessarily excludes the other,  ‘I'rue, the
sovercignly of an independent State may be di-
wided, so that part will reside in one and part in
another place, but¥this must alxays be by virs
tue of some express compact. Such is the case
with respect to the 8tates of this Union. The
Constitation strictly defines the powers resery-
ed, and Lhose delegated to Congress, and it is
only by virtue of this express delegation that
Congress oblains any sovereignty oveér (the
States. No such express delegation of power
has, however, ever been mado by the Territo-
ries, and their Sovereignty, UlErcfm'c, remaing
undivided'and exists wholly and entirely with
themselves, Congress possessing: no share or
part of it, whatever OSUCh iwould be the con-
clugin=« Which Senator Douglas’ principles of
Territorial Government must inevitably lead us.
In order, that there may be no mistake about
his vicws on the subject,s Senator D). briefly du®
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flnes the' power of the Territories thus: *“They"
possess legislative power, which is orll ¥ ?nother
form of expression’ for sprereign power, over a_ll
rightfal subjects of legislation, in respect to their
internal polity; Subjeét, of course, to the’Consti-
tution of the Unitéd State:” This definition is’
somewhat wanting in perspicuity and definite-
ness. What are the “rightful ‘subjects of leg-
islation” in respect to ‘‘their internal polity #"
And how far are they “subject to the constitu-
tion 7’ These are questions which are leﬂ:_
unsettled, yet they form the very gist of the
main controversy. If Senator D.*includes !
amongst the rightful subjects of Territorial legs
islation, all questions relating to the internal
polity of -the Territories; then we unders}an.d
him, and' it is only fair to presome that this is
what he dnes mean. The condition, “subject
to the Constitution, &e.,” is used simply to quali-
fy their legislative power, justashe would useit
to qualify the legislative power of the Stafes of
the Union. With this construction, (the ouly
one his lnngﬁngc will admit of,) we are to un-
derstand Senator D. as affirming the full, com-
plete sovereignty of the Territories with respect
to thgir internal polity, except that, like the
States, thegfare prohibited from such acts in
the nature of sovereignty as nrc contrary to the
Constilution of the United States.

Assuming this to be true, let usinquire, first:
How did the Territories deprive themselves of
that portion of sovereignty which, as Senator
D.'s definition implies, is retained by the Con-
stitution ? or, in. other words, how did they
fsubject” themselves to the Constitution ?—
Not as the States have done, by ex press cession
to Congress, for whilst they remain Territories
they are not yet parties to the Federal Com-
pact. Why should they surrender power into
the hands of the Federal Government when
they receive no equivalent in the way of repre-
sentation, or a voice in such government? The
onlyisolution of the problem thus presented is,
that the Territories remain without that portion
of sovereignty which Senator D. takes from
them, because, in fact, they never possessed it,
or, as we might otherwise express it, that par-
ticular sovereignty remains with Congress, be-
cause there is where it originally belongs.

We thus advance a step in the investigation
of the difficult question. For, if we find a por-
tion of the sovereignty of the territories existing
originally in Congress, nnd sovereignty is in its
nature exclusive, we are forced to the conclusion
that the entire sovercigniy originally exists in
Congress, and must still exist there, unless there
is an express delegation of the same to the Ter-
ritories themselves,

Here we ought to be content to leave to Sens
ator Douglas and Judge Biack the discussion of
the question: Whether Congress has in  fuct
deleguted to the Territories already organized
full legislative sovereignty with respect to their
“internal polity,” and especially with respect
to slavery. That is n question which we aro
now not called on to look into. We are satis-
fed with the result, which, taking Senator D.’s
own definition as the basis of our examination,
we havearrived at, to wit: That Congress has
full sovereignty over the territories, exceptin
so far as it muy have delegated the same to the
Territories themselves, by express legislative
Act,

We now leave the question, preposing to ex-
amine some time hereafter, the equally contra-
dictory and fallacious position of Senator D. that
Territorial legislative power extends to all sub~
jects of external polity.
