For the first time in the history of

this country there is an open and

shameless effort to buy the presidency
of the United States. And one of the
oldest States in the union, the State
that, in the early days of the country,
stood for religious freedom, has succumbedto the infamous temptation.
One year ago no one could have imaginedthat this disgrace could have
'come to the nation/ But it is here,
and it must be dealt with. We have
had much corruption in our politics.
Men have been almost openly charged
buying seats in the United States Senate.Voters have^been purchased in

droves. Legislation has been bought
and paid for. Rich men, members of

churches, lawyers, respectable.socalledmerchants, have engaged in

this traffic. But up to the present
the presidency has not thus been assailed.The would-be purchaser of
this high office is not to blame, becausehe knows no better. But there
are men supporting him .and lending
him aid and comfort, who know better,and they should be made to feel
the disgrace which the association

A United States Senatorhas just been convicted of selling
his services for illegal purposes.
Banks are wrecked by methods which
differ from those of the burglar only
in that they are worked from the inside.Giant corporations are fraudulentlyorganized and criminally wrecked.Gambling.which is only another
name for stealing.m the necessaries
of life is a legitimate business.as far
as public opinion is concerned. Franchisesare boldly bought and sold.
Tariff laws are paid for with contributionsto campaign funds to be corruptlyused. And "the jingling of the
guinea helps the hurt that Honor
feels." This base and impudent
campaign is a sympton of conditions
that, are serious. The fact should be
recognized. Is not there an issue
here with which the pulpit may properlyconcern itself? When Simon the
Sorcerer sought to purchase from the
apostles the power to confer the gift
of the Holy Ghost. St. Peter said:
"Thy money perish with thee, becausethou hast, thought that the gift
