Drift of Population to the Cities.

No tendeney of modern times has
caused so much uneasiness! in the
minds of soccial philosophers and re-
formers as the drift pf the population
from the rural districts to the cities,
That this tendency is deplorable is
adniltted on all hands, but there is no
general agreement as to what should
be dome to discourage it. Recently,
however, public speakers and writers
havt been insisting that the way to
keep the bright young men and wao-
men on the farms is to ameliorate the
cond!uons of country life. The exten-
sion of telephone lines into the coun-
try, and the rural free mail delivery
are steps in that direction; bhut the
general improvement of the country
roaids would be a far more impoytant
step, Bad roads do more than any-
thing else to promote ignorance, iso-
Iation, discouragement and disgust
among the country people. Good roads
promote attendance at school and the
church ; they mak}. social gatherings,
literary societies, dramatic enlertain-
ments, and c¢lub and lodge meetings
possible during the winter and spring.
With bad roads the farmer is compel-
led tp hibernate, socially, for three or
four months in the year. With zZood
roads, these months become the most
pleasant, and, in some respects, the
most profitable in the year.

The improvement of the country
roady is now recognized as one of the
greatest questions before the Ameri-
can public, and il is coming to be
recognized as a question which con-
ecerns not merely the rural population.
