CHINESE LABORERS

Take Advantage of Treaty and Go to
South Africa.

HONG KONG, May 25.—The treaty
signed several wecks ugo in London
by which Chinese labor is allowed to
be imported into South Africa, went
into actual opemtlon to-day when the
steamer Tweedale sailed for the Trans-
vaal with'1,600 Chinese aboard :
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
