All deer are expert and most grace-
ful swimmers, amnd in this they are
equaled by the horse, which can swim
for miles without becoming exhnusted,
Horses have been knowi to cross the
Niagara river frowm the American to
the Canadian side for the purpose of
reteruing to their old stables.

Though the ruouse cannot swim far-
ther than a few yards, the rat is g pow-
erful swimmer, and the river that will
bar its course must not not only be
broad, but of streng current also, Lem-
mings and otber small rodents are also
good swimmers, buot there are some
small mammmals that have as great
dread of wnter as they have of fire;
among . them the American squirrel.
This little animal, like the mouse, can
swim only a very few wvards when it
drowns, the carcass remaining atloat
fong after death. Probably they would
livve a considerable time if they re-
mained motionless and simply tloated.
but it is n remarkable fact that all ani-
mals, except man and monkeys, strike
out and naturally zo through the mo-
tions of swimmins.

Monkeys cannot

sometines do when squabbling among
themselves, or when they arve pursued
by an enemy, they seldom succeed in
srruzgling out, but are speedily drown-
ed.
