As a result, army circles characterize
the report as premature. There: is 110

question, however, that such a battle
is imminent, and the fact that it lias
not yet occurred is in all probability
due to the desire on the part of the
Japanese to get into a position where
they can inflict a more crushing,.blow,
on the forces of General Kuropatlun.
A dispatch from Lieutenant Genera!

Sakharoff states that General Kirro-
lei's force is a considerable distance
south of EJao-Yang. Still other reportshave it that the Japanese have

occupied Yin Kow. the port of New
Chwang. General Nodzu is known to

be very close to the Japanese force
under General Oku and the latter is in
constant touch with the outposts- of
General Kuropat kin's army.

All these facts point to one thing,
and that is the Japanese generals
have a plan in operation which bodes
511 for the ability of the Russians to.
hold their ground. General Oku is
now in position to make a well supported..assault on Kuropatkin's position.
On his right to the East. is. General

Nodzu, prepared to flank the Russians
from the side: to the Northeast is

General Kuroki with a strong force,
ready to attack from the rear and
possibly cut off the retreat of the
Russian army; while, with Yin-Kow
and eventually inew unwang in .Japanesehands, reinforcements can easilybe landed which will attack the
Russians front the West.
Nothing further has been heard of

the sensational reports regarding Port
Arthur's fall; or the other report that
the Japanese had been repulsed with
heavy losses. This lack of official
