We hear that the Howard family on
Jackson sireet has refused to go to
the pest house near the Falr grounds.
That is the privilegze the members
have. But the house in which
family now lives is supposed to be un-
der striet quarantine because of the
case of smallpox therein. Last even-
ing one of the young men of the
place walked out of the house and
went up Jackson street. After about
an hour he returned and it is thought
he was out inspecting the pest house.
Now. we would like to know why this
man was allowed to leave the guaran-
tined house. Half a dozen people
living on Jackson street saw him
leave and return. To the people of
this ecity, and especially to those liv-
ing near the aficted family, it is a
serious matter. Some one is to blame.
He should be punished. We sympa-
thize with the afllicted family. It is
hard for them to be penned up but
the rest of the people must be pro-
tected. There are no scr=ens in the
windows and no doabt hundreds of
flies go into the sick room and then to
the neizhboring houses. Is there not

some danger that the disease will
spread if conditions remain as art
present? If this were during cold

wenther, surely a great many people
in this eity would become afflicted
with the disease. It is the right of
the citizens, especially those along
Jackson street, to be protecied from
this econtagion, and the laws shoald
be enforced before we have an epi-
demic of smallpox. 1f it does not
spread, it surely will not be becapse
of the fake gquarantine. Now the
writer does not know who is to blame
for what has already been done, but
it i= surely vime some steps should be
talien to prevent the spread of the
disease.
