HUGE DUCK FARMS.

Enormous flocks of tame ducks, numberingmany thousands, are to t>e seen
on all the waterways of China. These
are carefully herueJ by the duck
fanner and his sons and guided by
them to suitable feeding grounds. A
recent writer speaks of seeing ttiera
on the Van?tR* in midstream, floating
down in compact masses with the racingcurrent and surrounded by their
guardians in tubs. who. armed with
long bamboos, smartly whacked any
birds that happened to stray.
These ducks always appear to be of

the same age. a cnrioos fact that is explainedby the Chinese nse of incubatorson a large scale. They are very
eharv about revealing details, but It
would appear that these incubators are
either made of manure and lime in the
open air or in rooms heated by charcoaltires, the eggs in this case being
placed in baskets covered witb straw j
or cotton wool.
To illustrate the magnitude of these

operations it may be mentioned that a

boat on a river will sometimes encountera floating mass of eggshells numberingtens of thousands and coming
from an Incubator where clucks have
Just been hatched.

wrapped in flames. Her sister Tessie
rushed to the rescue.

Park, a clerk in the store below,
heard the cries of the two children,
and rushed upstairs. He quickly
smothered the older child's clothing,
but the clothing of Edna had already
been nearly burned from her body.

Dec. SO..None of the
neighbors and only a few of his mosi
intimate business friends, the mete

bers of his immediate family and the
tax collectors knew that Jacob Law

! son. who died last week at his home,
Xo. 043 Hoyt street. Brooklyn, was a

millionaire until his will was filed foi
probate yesterday and the value ol
the estate was estimated at $1,500.
000.

Mr. Lawson was a bag manufacturerat Xo. 42 Whitehall street Manihattan, and while the business was

prosperous it was not one that would
have enabled a man to accumulate
that amount of property. TwentySveyears ago he saw- the possibilities
in real estate investment on the upperWest side of Manhattan Island,
and all the money that he had or

could borrow he invested in lan«
there.
Of the estate, which is estimated

at $1,500,000, not more than $100,000
is in personal property. By the terms
of the will the estate is divided amon^
his four children. To Edward J. Lawson.with whom the father had disagreed.is left only $10,000 in trust.
The estate cannot be settled until
