AT HONOLULU.

A_Popular Qutoresk May at
‘Any Time— Asiatic Labor-
erg Pouring In.

New York, Avgust 2.—A dis-
patch to the Herald from Van-
coliver says that the steamer
Miowera, rom Honolulu,brings
ths following Hawailan advices:

Honolulu barbor is dotied
with British, Japanese aod
United States war vessels, and
more Japanese and British ves:
sels are expected daily.

In sethi-goverament guarters
everything is reported quiet,
but the impressiun among citi-
gens is that the condition of al-
fairs is very threatening, and a
popular outbreak may occur at
any lime, whben international
interference from ships in the
barbor will occasion complica:
tions.

The stream of Asiatic labor-
ers is still pouring i, each ship
load causing a fresh outbreak
of feeling among the different
factions onr tke islands.

An imtuediate cause of alarm
is the fact that the United
States blae Jackets are bitterly
hostile to the Hawaliat police,
who exercise alinost military
rale.

Pigeons Do The Wrk of an
Ocean Cable.

Nature somretimes provides
& means of doing simply what
science accomplishes with great
labor.

In the absence of 4 cable
pigeons keep up a regular and
fapid system of communication
between California and some of

‘The island of Santa Catali-
na is thirty miles from San Pe-
dro, the nearest city on the
firainland, and fifty miles trom
Los Angeles, the chief city of
the fegion. There is to cable
to the island, buta great num-
ber of cafrier pigeons is kept
in Santa Catalifia, at San Pes
dro and at Los Angeles, by
means of whith messiges cafi
be sent in either direction with
great rapidity.

A message can be seiit from
Santa Catalina to Los Ange«
les, fifty miles. over mountains,
valleys, towns and a gfeat ex
panse of ocean, in about ofie
hour ant a quarter. A steam-
er funs daily to theisland, and
by mail it wotild take twédays
to sed a letter and receive an
answer. The birds can do it
in two hoursand a half. They
not only take private messages
but carry a daily budget of
news from the island to Los
Angeles newspaper.

The letter is writtenl ofi very
light tissue paper;, and wired
to an aluminum band which s
clasped about the bird's leg.

Generally two or three birds
afe seit as coipanions to
chieer, encourage and guide
the messenger. Whed the birds
are¢ released they sweep up
ward in large circles to a large
height, as if to view the coun-
tiy. Eved if there isa heavy
fog they find their way straight
lto their destination, and there-
in show themselves superior
to a steamship.
