The trouble in that section
is that the Rio (xrande is grad
nally running away from" the
American side and 'cutting into
the Mexican territory, leaving
a muddy sand bank between
the water and the former Amer
ican bank. ns" fat as the w- -

I

ter is lecediujr the authorities I

at Fort Ringgold are laying
pipes to reach into the water,
and now the supply of pipw
has been exhausted. The in-

take pipe now reaches into
some shallow water, and if a

supply of pipe on the way from
San Autouio does not reach
Ringgold very shortly the po3t
will experience a temporarj'
water famine of a very pro
nouueed type. But even with
this trouble averted the gov-

ernment will be under continual
and heavy expense chaaing af

rter the steadily receding waters
of the river for its water supply
for the post.

The only remedy that seems
effective to the authoiities is to
lead the river into her old chan-

nel thereby losing to Rio
Grande Cilv the town- - near
which Fort Ringgold is, located,
some valuable garden land.

The trouble began some years
ago when the Rio Grande first
changed its channel at Rio
Grande City, owing to the un

usual high water. The post off

Fort Ringgold had its intake
pipes buried so deep that theT
could not be recovered and new

connections had to be made, to

jgether with other improvements
at a large expense. Then when

AN OFFICER SHOT.

Captain Cota of tlreL'fftgxicah

Army Executed Tdr In-

subordination

,f-?- j

City of Mexico, September
I0.Captain Cota of the
Twellth, infantry was t some
time since condemned to death
for insubordination for the kill-

ing of a major of his regiment
in Sonora during the Yaqui
rebellion. He was shot here
yesterday.

Detachments from all the
garrisons were present, about
1500 men being drawn tip on
three sides of the squares. By

5:45 all was ready and a car-

riage containing Captain Cota
and three friends, guarded by
soldiers, drew up. At the1

further end of the square, op-

posite the eastern mound, in

front of which the execution
was to take place, the coach
stopped, and the condemned
man alip-hted- . He was imme-diatel- y

conducted td the place
of execution by a picket of in
fantry. His nerve was indom-nitabfea- nd

his courage superb.
As he advanced down the
length of the square,a distance
of at least 100 yards, he was
quietly pufifing a cigarette, and
when the squad halted he
walked deliberately to the po
sition assigned to him. Not
even then did his courage for-

sake him, for when the officers

stroke toward him, bandap--e in
hand with the intention of
blindfolding him, the captain
motioned them away, declaring
he was not afraid.

He took his place and with
his sword motioned to the me.u

"ready, present, fire!" Not
even during this trying period
was the least trace, of fear on
the face of the condemned
man. At the firskdischaro;e he
dropped dead.

Dr. Swearingen Says It Is Be-

ing Routed vh. St. Louis
to Texas: ?

Austin, Texas, Sept.i9.i

New Or-

leans and dated Sept. 14
wherein the said firm agrees
to ship goods to Texas ia St.
Louis, changing the bill of lad-

ing at St. Louis so as to evade
the Texas quarantine. The
firm guarantees New Orleans
freight rates and allows 24
per cent off the face of the bill

as an inducement. It is very
evident that this unlawful traf-

fic can not be accomplished
without'the of the
railway lines connecting New
Orleans and St. Louis and St.
