over 1,000,000 acres in extent. The
King ranch, known throughout the
entire live stock world as the
"Santa Gertrudes," is be-on- d

donbt one of the best appointed
and most successful ventures of
the kind conducted in the world.
The price of the land just purchas
ed eonld not be ascertained, but is
trenerallv believed to run close to
$3.00 per acre.

Mrs King, besides being the
largest individual owner of land in

Texas, is the owner of the largest
number of cattle most certainly of
any woman in the United States,
and it is exceedingly doubtful if
any cattle baron brands so many
calves as she. There has been about
22,000 head of young steers and
