CANAL MEASURE.

Bill to Prevent Companies -- From
Discriminating.

Austin, Texas, March 8. Hon.
Marshall Hicks introduced nn iin
portant measure that is of particular
interest to the people of South and
Southwest Texas, in the Senate to-

day. Its provisions are as' follows:
' "Section 1 All persons, firms or

corporations owning or operating
canals, ditches, flumes, feeders
laterals, reservoirs, dams, lakes, or
wells, for the purpose of furnishing
water for such purpose to all persons
owning land along-th- c routeof such
canal or its laterals, at reasonable
rates; preference to be given to per- -

sons'owning land abutting on such
canals or laterals, who 'may make
written application therefor on or
before January first of each year,
in the order of their location, begin
ning at the head of such canal or
lateral.

"Section 2 No such person, firm
or corporation mentioned in Sec
tion 1 hereof, shall fn an' majiner
discriminate in rates, terms or
manner of service between persons
entitled to take water under the
terms of Section 1 hereof.

"Section 3 No such person, firm
or corporation mentioned in Section
1 hereof, shall have' the right to
limit by contract or otherwise any
liability for damage caused by fail-

ure to suppl- - water according to
the terms of any written or oral
agreement unless such failure to
lurnisn water be caused ly an act
of God, and any stipulation limit-
ing such liabilitv shall be nidi and
void.

"Section 4 The fact that there
is now no law preventing discrim-
ination by irrigation and canal
companies in the distribution of
water or preventing them - from
limiting thcir liability from negli
gence, creates an oinurgcncy and an
imperative necessity that the consti
tutional rule requiring bills to be
read on three several days be
suspended and that this act take
effect and be in force from and after
its passage and it-i- s so cn'actcd.
