The following is an extract from
a circnlar issued by S. A. Knapp,
on the boll weevill:

You can gain confidence in your
ability to win ont by a simple illus-
tration. Drop a few weevils iuto
the Snely pulverized, hot dry soil
and in less than ten seconds they
will be dead. This emphasizes
the importance of the dust mulch.
Dry hot weather is the greatest
enemy of the weevil, and at the
same time is the condition best
suited to the most rapid devolop-
mcnt-of the plant provided a dust
mulch is maintained so as to pre-
vent the escape of moisture.

That this method will win has
been proven thousands of times.
We give one instance from iast
year's experience. A field of 15
acres, plowed eight times and
band-picked, produced 12 bales of
cotton at $50, equal to $600.
Another of 90 acres, plowed three
times, produced 15 bales, equal to

worth of cotton per acre, while
the latter netted only $8.33. The
man who plowed eight times re-
ceived compensation at the rate of
$5.76 per plowing.
