Such
talk as that about’a town undoubt-
edly does do more or less damage,
and cause aclual loss to its people,
and the law should hold the aun-
thors of it responsible, The fact
that a little dengue epidemic has
prevailed here for a short period,
wwhich the state health officer him-
sel pronounced a remarkably mild
type, is the only basis for such re-
maarks. The fact is that the death
records of the town for the month
af July show Browasville to be in
a really healthy condition. Not a
single death from dengue fever has
wocurred or from any other fever.
There have been only five deaths
of grown persons here during the
month, two of these being from
Beart failure and three from chronic
diseases of long standing. Besides
these there were a few deaths of
children from infagtile diseases re-
sulting from teething. There are
probably few towps in the state
that can show a cleaner bill of

RBut all
that does mot alter the fact that
the seil here is the richest in the
world, with the best all-the-year-
round climate on the continent.
The truth is convincing enough.
