smother third."

The peanut imports for this year
are valued at $500,000 and the ex-

ports at $300,000, or an excess of
imports of $200,000. Why import
any 'when Texas alone could easily

raise enough to supply the world?

acres of soil admirably adapted to
peanut culture and the Chronicle
mill endeavor to collect all the in-

formation possible concerning the
industry as an encouragement and
aid to our farmers in taking hold
of the work of raising peanuts on

an extensive scale. We would be
pleased to see 5,000 acres planted
to peanuts in this county next
year.

Damascus, Seen, by Saiii of. larsus, !s
Still In Existence.

If joa .were saddenly aked to
namejilie oldest city, in the wcrl i

which is still in a nourishing conji
iion, what would by your anr-w- er i

In nine cases out of ten ihe per-
son to whom' such a query might be
propounded- - would hark back to
Egypt, Greece or Home. lie fouIi
he wrong. The oldest city in the
world is Damascus.

Tyre and Sidon have crumbled on
the shore, Baalbec is a ruin, Palmy-
ra is buried in a desert, and Mfieveh
and Babylon, have disappeared from
the Tigris and the Euphrates. ' Da-
mascus remains what it was before
the days of Abraham a center of
trade and travel an isle of verdure
in the desert, "'a presidential capi-
tal," with martial and sacred asso-
ciations extending through thirty
centuries.

It was near Damascus that Saul
of Tarsus saw the light above the
brightness of the sun. The street
which is called Strait, in which it
was said 'Tie prayed," still runs
through the city.

The city which Mohammed sur-
veyed from a neighboring heighF
and was afraid to enter "because it
was given to man to have but one
paradise, and for. his part he was
resolved not to have it in this
world," is today what Julian called
tne Jbye ot the .hasr, as it was in
the time of Isaiah "the head of Sy
ria.

From. Damascus came the dam
son, our blue plums, and the deli
cious apricot of Portugal called da- -

masco: damask, our beautiful fabric
of cotton and silk, with-- , vines and
flowers raised upon a smooth, bright
ground; the damask rose introduced
into England in the time of Henry
VHI the Damascus blade, so fa
mous, the world over for its keen
edge and wonderful elasticity, the
secret of whose manufacture was
lost when Tamerlane carried the
artist into Persia, and that beauti-
ful art of inlaying wood and steel
with golcUand silver, a kind of mo-

saic engraving and sculpture unit-
ed, called damaskeening, with which
boxes, bureaus and swords are orna-
mented.

arithmetic has to be. He could have
worked out the most complicated
mathematical problems, and yet ho
could rarely total up a sum correct-
ly.
