ple. 1 amsorey to see this good
old custom go, but its about played.

I can recollect also che custom
of our megehnnts in these days,
and I am sure that it was batler|
than now in some respects, We

generally had what was ealled two |
big storez and they dill every lhlm_,
possible for comfort and conyeni-

Fach storé kept a hack lot with
sheds for horses and buggis and
hitehing  racks on the outside,
Then in the store was ecomfortuble
chairg, and outside under tha store
fronts wara long benches for all
who cared to use them, This gave
the village a look of weleome: and
all around the eourt square were
well kept hitching racks nrovided
by the town couneil. To day
there is not 4 horse rack to bosoen
in Liberty, [ hear that they were
not sanitary so were done awny
with, yet we tolerate the lown hiog
and the town cow with theie filth,
[ think in this respect the ol Wiy
was the best, I notice many peo-
ple from the country trading hoere
yel, who traded herve twenty live
or thirty yearsago, and I often
wonder il they nolice the differ-
ence sinee Liberty put on the gire
of w town, SHll we ean't overlook
tlie fuct that we have good scliools,
good streets;, and a great deal bet-
ter buildings thanin the old days,
and Tamong onr  improvements
ig a ten thousand dollar churel
which is good enough for a city.
Now, with our added improve
wentsg, if we will just revive e
good old custmons of yeurs ago, it
will help the town in many ways,
Ereot some sheds, put back the
horse racks, gel some chairs, put
some benches on the outside,
This will be appreciated by every
one who comes to town to (rude.
