"The next day I asked for water,
but did not pay. On the succeeding
days 1 was Ignored systomatically by
the cooks. At my requast our section
chief called a general meeting, to
which 1 made my complaint about the
Impossibility of procuring hot water
without payment, and explained that
a8 nbout threa thousand men three
times daily fetched hot water this
meant about £3 to £4 (315 o §20)
a day for the six cooks. Accordingly,
& unanimous resolution was sent to
the governor, who promptly abolished
the abusa.

Regulating Camp Affairs.

“As a rule the military officinls wers
willing to make any alterntions sug
gested by us, For [nstance, there was
much delay In the delivery of letters
and postal parcels sent to the prison
ers. 1 propased that a fow rellable
prigoners be placed in the censor's of-
fien, open the pareels In hia presence.
and, after his Inspection, close them
up ngain. This plan was agreed to,
and it worked splendidly. Also one
hundred parcels, the addresses of
which had been lost under the old
system, wert on our suggestion ex
posed In the camp and speedily re-
claimed by their owners,

“According to official instructions
our huts had to be serubbed twice
monthly; we decided to do this every
week, each of us In turn. Whether
it was & wealthy banker from the city
or u ponniless waiter from Soho, each
one did his work without grombling.
Only one elderly merchant offered five
shillings to anyone willing to do his
share, 'Not because | do not want
to serub, he explalned, ‘bul because
for three days after doing &0 | cannot
mova without pain In my back' A
young fellow consented to do the Job
for bim for sixpence, Some of the
prisoners racelved neither money nor
parcelp and therefore had to subsist
entirely on the official rations, which,
of course, did nmot include luxuries.

When Quarreis Break Out.

“Bverything that tends to keep the
men buay 18 welcomed, because a cer
tain amount of nervousness and (rrita-
bility {s Inevitable when thousands of
men are suddenly taken from thelr
work and forced to live together at
close quarters.

Seeing the nomber of frst-rate
musicians interned, | wondered how
Londan orchestras could exist st sl
Excellent chotrs and bands bave been
formed, and these give performances,
but never wilthout serions  prepara-
ton, They know thelr avdience would
not tolerate amateuriah efforts. When
the Instruments cannot be obtained
from outside they are made In the
camp, and some nre weird anougly to
arouss the envy of a futurist com-
poser!  The bandsmen are dressed In
full German military uniform, made In
the camp; even the fsbrication of m
‘plckelhaubie’ offers no diMeulty when
pots and pane are at hand, Silver ps
per from chocolate and tobscoo pack-
ing ls never wasted, and plays an (m-
portant part not only {n the making of
uniforms but in the staging of playw.
These also are well rehenrsed before
baing offerad to the public.

"Every performance s announced
by a band marching through the
grounds and playing loudly to attract
attention.
