Made Reputation With Philadelphia
Natlonals During Late '80's an
Pitcher—Covered Much Ter-
ritory Around Second.

The wonderful all-round work on the
diamond last season for the St. Louls
Browns by a young collegian named
George Sieler recalls the name of the
Ereat Charles FPerguson, who was
namad as the beat all-round ball player
the gamo ever had.

Ferguson made hia roputation with
the Philadelphia Natlonals during the
late "80's am hurler and genoral utilfty
player, and he was cut off right in the
height of his playing ability and glory
in 1888,

Here Is some Bistory about the great
Ferguson and & fow records ho made
during his short but brilliant career:
Ferguson was sscured from the Vie
Binla club of Richmond, Va, in 1883,
and began his work for the Philndals
phia Natlonals in the spring of 1884,
That tenm was more or léss of a joke,
but the magnificent work of Farguson
wis & blg factor in making it o con-
tendar for pennant honors In 1586 and
1887, und 1t was during those seasons
Ferguson made national fame.

Here 1s his work for 1887: A per-
centage of 728 In games won, o fleld-,
Ing record of 947 In %6 games at sac:
ond and 4 batting average of 414,

Ferguson could ecatch a4 splendid
Bnme, and before going to Philadelphia
he was known to go behind the bat
one day and pitch the day followlng.
In playing second he could cover a
vast amount of territory, was equally
sure on ground and fly balls and a
strong, quick thrower,

GERMAN MACHINE
GUNS MOW DOWN
RUSSIAN MASSES

Terrific Assaufts of the Czar's
Soldiers in Ten Days
Bloody Battle.

DEAD PILED HIGH ON FIELD

“Magnificent, but Griminal,” Says Teu-
ton Officer, In Describing Ad-
vance Made by Slavs iIn
Face of Cartaln Death.

With Field Marshal von Hinden.
burg's Armies, Near Poitawy, Russia.
—I have come to thege blood-drenched
battlefields too Iate to sce the ter
rific asgaults of the great Russlan of-
fenglve, 8o 1 can only tell the story of
this battle that raged dey after day
by picturing the seenes na I find them
and plecing together Into ons ghastly
mosale the fragments of what I am
told. 1 have talked wilh officers and
men of the CGerman regiments that
held back the Russlan deluge and have
carefully gone over the statements of
the Russian prisoners,

This battlefield consists of an open
glade cut through the Russlan prime-
val forest. It rung almost dus north
and south and warles in width from
400 to 1500 yards. The Russlans
weore intrenched along the eastern
edge of this opening, while the forest
behind offered splendfd opportunities
for conceallng movements of troops
and emplacements of srtillery, The
German lines skirt the western edge
of the glade.

Battie Lasts Ten Days.

The Ruselan fghting at this point
lasted ten days before the omar's
troopd finully gave up thelr attampt to
break through the German lines. On
the first day the Russian firo was spo-
radie, apparently to make cortain the
rangd of the guns. Then for.two days
more the Russian bombardment con-
tioued, but now it was o real “drum
fire" This means that the cannonad-
Ing In 8o heavy that it sounds like the
rattle of & drum,

On the afterncon of the third day
the Russian drum fire was suddenly
lifted from the CGerman trenches and
converted into a “sperrfeuer” (curtain
fire) back of the German Iines to pre
vent the bringing up of reserves, It
was the signal for a Russian attack.
Out of the forest came the storming.
Rusalans stralght for the German
linok, stralght into the curtain of Ger
mun artfllery firs that tore great gaps
in the attacking columns, though these
quickly closed up,

In the meantimo the German troops
rushed out of thelr dugouts into the
water-fllied and shelltorn trenches, Al
moat ln o momeut the machine guns
were jerked out of the hombproof
protection, and after being hastlly
mounted on the wreckage of the
breastworks, began to sputter thelr
fearful greeting to the Russinns,
Between the machine guns rattied
the Infantry fire. Thers was no time
for giving commands and thers waa
oo need of umy. Thele were no vol-
leys, Nach German soldler fired as
fust as be could, The gaps in the Rus-
sian Une widened, and then the Rup-
sians would halt and fire toward the
Gorman trenches, but It was hard to
alm, and the bullets scarcely checked
the withering craosh of machine gun
and rifle fire,

Btopped at Barbed Wire,
The Rupsinn wave reached the
barbed wire entanglements before the

German breastworks, bot ¢ame no far-
ther. Torn, boaten and shattared into
a thousand fragments, the remnanta of
the Rusdian host best a refreat. How
many reached the protection of their
tranches under the unceaxing German
fire no one can tell, but the ground be-
tween the German and Russlan lmes
wag covered witlh dead avd dying,
Thore wea no further attack that
night,

Toward morning the thunder of the
cannon quleted and the crles of the
wounded were almost stilled by day-
break.

The great hattlafeld was aaleep only
for an hour when the action of the
fourth day begun with another tersific
drum fire, which lasted untll long past
noon;

Again the Russian wave broke from
the forests, but it had Hardly got out
of the woopds before the German
artillery opened fire. Agaln shells
toro opén the ranks; again the ma-
chine guns piled up the dead. The tagk
was more terrible than on the day be-
fore, as the Russians had to storm

rades.

Again the night was freezing cold,
again the hours were hideous with the
cries of the dying men out there on
the battleflold and sgain the darkness
was filied with the thunder of eannon.
To prevent a night wttuck, the Gar-
mans kept up & dlscharge of {lluminat-
ing rockets and a blue-greenish glare
added to the ghastliness of the feld of
death. But no Russians dared to ad.
vance,

At daybreak the Russinng opensd
with a third drum fire, This time it
was more terrible than on the previ-
ous occaslons, for it was dirested not
only on the German trenches, but deep
into the lines behind them, to hald
back the reserves and provent the
bringing up of relie! to the half-frogen
German soldiers, who, bundled up,
were standing In the water-filled dug-
outs walting for the attack which they
knew was fnevitable. At eight o'elock
the attack came and this time It wes
more succeasful,

Degplte the artillery, despite the ma-
chine guns and despite the Infantry
fire, the apparently inexhaustible regi-

dend, over the barbed-wirs barriera be-
fore the German line, over the first

dlers, who wers half frozen in the mud
of thelr shattered shelters, A terrific
hand-to-hand conflict followed. Hand
grenades tore down scores of defend-
ers and assallants alike, The men
fought like manines with spades, bay-
onets, knives snd olubbed guns,
Within 100 Feet of Victory.

But the Russians won at a fesrful
price for so alight a gain. It might
have been worth more had the Rus-
sian deluge swept farther, but It did
not. The Russinns stopped within =
hundred feet of victory. It may have
been lack of discipline, lack of oMears
or lack of reserves; no one knows.

The Russlans seemed helpless In
the German trench; instead of wwesp-
Ing on into the second lines they tried
to lutrench themselves in the wreckad
German first line. Immedistely Gor
man artillery hurled shells of the
heaviest ealiber Iato these lines, and
tore them into fragments,

Then came the German reserves, and
by nightfail the Russinns hud ‘agaln
been driven out, 800 of them being
taken prisoners,

Four days of almost absolute gquiet
followed, with only oceasional artillery
firo and now and then s spultering tn.
fantry vollay across the glade with its
burden of death when the scout posts
on either sido thought they saw (ke
enemy. ‘The weather turned wwm
again and the fleld of battlo was an
almost impassable swamp,

Attack Without Drum Flre.
On the eighth day reporta pesched
the German lines that the Rusdians in-.
tended to make & surprise attack that
night without any drum fire. The Ger-
man  artillery therefore ghellad the
Russian woods at a terifle rate at
hourly Intervals through the night, All
the troops remained on duty without a
