If we would have cool parlors, dining-room-

kitchens nntl bed moms, during the
Jtot wcntlier we must hare tnosiiito net-
ting or wire fruuzn in nil our windows,
and. If possible nt tin- - doors ulso. Window
blinds i nn not take the nlnce of ncttimr or
(fauzo, because thev excluilo so much of
the cool evening nnd ni'ht nir, nnd ah
though they are very essential nnd need-
tul to shut out tho hot sunshine, and the
heating storm, yet they will not answer
nil our need. Mopii,o netting can be
purchnsed nt a very chenp rate, and the
'"gudo man" can easily make or procure
some frames to lit all the windows, which
can be painted either white or stained a
dark red to match tho sashes of the win-
dows. Then dark blue, pink, green or
white mosquito-nettin- can bo easily
r.trctched and tacked over them by the
skillful lingers of the house-moth- ;
mid after she has nsvil them for one
summer, nothing could persuade her
to go without them nnother season.
They will exclude mosquitoes, flics, moths
nnd all other insects, and will nut exclude
tiie fresh, cool nir. Tin y are very ensilv
taken out and put in ; or they can be so
arranged that the windows can be closed
on dump, cool days. Any woman can

. tack a piece of the netting across tho lower
haif of the window on the outside of the
sash, if that is the only means she can
employ. The wire gauze requires a
workman's handling- and it can be made
into permanent shades which will with
stand all weathers. When wo have tried
the good effects of these shades wc must
also have the doors attended to. A sliglit
framework of pine ran bo mado, and fast-
ened to the outer donr posts by means of
strong hinges nnd a hasp to fasten it with,
and a handle to op.n it by, wc can bid de- -
uauco to nies ana moso,iiitocs twin ny day
and night. Common tools nnd a little in-

genuity are needed to prepare a door,
blind or shade for the outer kitchen piuzza,
which will aihl far beyond its cost to the
comfort of the cook and Itousowifu. Mos-tpiit- o

netting can do duly for the shade
when tho door tVumu is rnady : but coarse
wire ncltlnsf, such as is used for sieves
and tho like, would be far preferable, be'
cause it would last for a long time, while
the cotton netting is usually destroyed in
two years. In nslng the cotton netting,
however, for the windows, it is well to
select the pure white for the parlor pink
for Uie chambers, and green or blue for
the kitchen, pantry and milk.

Will you allow me to contradict, as the
editor of the Trietter Zcitung has done
here, the correspondent at bcyrout, who
writes to the German Gaxit, of Vienna,
concerning the late Lady Ellenborough P

I scarcely know where to begin, biit I
must do it to keep my last promise to her,
I lived for two years" at Damascus while
my husband. Captain Burton, was Consul
there, and in daily intercourse with the
subject of this paragraph. Knowing that
after her death all.sorts of untruths would
appear in the papers, very painful to her
family as, indeed, she was not spared
while" living she wished me to write her
biography, and gavo mo an hour a day
until it was accomplished.

1 was pledged
not to publish this until after her death
and that of certain near relatives ; but I
am in a position to state thattherc is n grain
of truth to a ton of falsehood in the para-
graph from Bcyrout, nnd. inasmuch a Bey-ro-

is only seventy-tw- o miles from
Damascus, the writer must know that us
well as I do. It must have come from a
very common source when such English ns
this is used: "Between - Boyrout and
Damascus sho got pleased with the camel
driver 1" It suggests a discharged lady's
maid. I left Damascus just a year and a
half ago, in tho middle of the night, nud
sho was the last friend to secino out of the
city.
