Lo nearly every cuse, the perpateators have
manngod to conveal themselves trom the
knowledge of the pablie: sarvonnded by
vell of mystery which neither the officers
of the law nor the gast vevengd ol the sur-
viving friends of the morderad victims
hitve been abile to penetiate, they  have
L anann e o elude justice, aml RN TS nl-
together the peoalty theie evimes so viehly
dueserve,

The Faemer's ddvocate, published in Ma-
vion, Willimeson eounty, dated  May 4,
containg & communication which throws
wn e ol wilid rorgnoes aronmld the despe-
radoes who Bave so longe been the terror
Lol Williamszon connty.

Not long sinee o party of  hunters went
ont at night.  In theiv rambles they met
another pavty, who they were horritied w
soe, were earrying sodewd man, The hun-
tors, who hal o eseaped the observation of
l the others, coneealed themselves until the

party with the dead man had passed on,
when they fllowed, Kevping at o sate dis-
tanee hehind for perhaps o mile, when the
whale pavty, dewd o and sl saddenly
disappenrved.  The pivsaers searched but
coubd find no trace nor sign ol the party.
The nest day the hunters retuened to the
searelyaml were rewarded by discovering
aeave, the opening of whichy large enough
to admit the body of aman, appeared in
aclilf of rocks overhanging a small stream
of water,  The explovers procaved lights
amd a veintoreement of thiee or four other
vesidents of the vieinity, amd veturned to
to the eave,  Just hetore they venched it
two men were observed running  away
from it in haste. "Two ot the party enter-
ed the cave and found  themselves ina
lnvge room, enrpeted and turnished and
showing evident sizns ol recent arenpa-
tiom.  The sides ol the room showed
apenings which they lelt assured Tl to
uther rooms. The possibility that they
might be vecupiod wade the searchers foel
uncomibortable, and tiey quekly vaeatad
the place.  The party concluded they had
come upon the rendezvous of a band of
despermdoes, and on their way home, stop-
ped at the house of an old armer amd tolid
theiv story The farmer beeame exeited
Telt the room amd soon returned  with fonr
men, maskad and armed, who made the
party ol explorers kneel and take asolemn
outh never to reverl what they had thae
duy discovered.  Thie writer of the com-
mnnieation says the families of the men
who made the discovery are leaving the
vountry—that others are preparing to lol-
low, and that great exeitement exists on
the borders ol Jackson and Willinmson
eounties in the vicinity ol the cave

A Remarkable Suleide.

A most remarkable aud romatie suicide
of & member o' one of the frst families
has just occorred here. The prevailing
opinion is that the death was necidental,

Society
generally believed that the young man
had won the maiden’s heart, but her good
sense prevailed over her sense ol romancee,
and she necepted the hand of the merchant,
A few days nago they were married.
Among the guests present at the ceremony
was the rejected lover, He was in excel-
lent spivits, and never shone to better ad-
vantage. The guests having departed the
bride retived, and the groom and a few
friends gathered in the supper room to
drink n parting toast. Just as the cham-
pagne cork papped and flew to the ceiling
the young man entered, appronched the

room, nnd without an angry or a warn-
ng word felled him to the floor. The.
friends interfered and prevented an im.
medinte encounter. The groom, much
excited, insisted upon a prompt sattlement,
The house was searched high and low for
weapons, and nothing but un old pair of
rusty foils found. The buttons were
broken Irom these, the men placed in
position, and in & moment more wero en-
gaged in mortal combat. The young man
was the better swordsman, and by a qnick,
sudden pass disarmed his opponent, threw
him on hix back, and was in the net ol
thrusting his foil through the struggling
man's thront, when the door flew open
und the bride, eclad in her night dress,
rushed in, threw herself between the com-
hatants, and begered her husband’s life
from his vival's hands, The young man,
with an oath, threw his 1oil upon the foor
and rushed from the house, The next
morning he was found in his room with a
bullet through his  brain.
