AN INCIDENT IN THE LIFE OF DIS-
RAELL.

Londgn Examinar; Bat there aze gertain
passages in Mr. Disraeli's career which
are not models tor imitation, and which
suggest a branch « t courage in which Mr.
Disracli occasionaily showed himself de—
ficlent—the courage of admitting the
truth. The world ‘has well-nigh torgot-
ten the charge brought a lnti(r. Stans-
feldin 1864 ot belugﬁar VY to the Greeo
conspiracy against the Emperor Napo-
leon; but tew political events have cre-
ated greater excitement for the time.

It'had been stated, without any altempt
at prool, that the conspirator Greco had
addressed letters to Mazaini under an as-
sumed name at Mr. Stansfeld's private
residence, and the Conservatives used this
report for party purposes with unserupu.
lous virulence, It has always been Mr.
Disraeli's boast that he was a party man,
and he sought to damage the governnient
of which Mr. Stansfeld was a member by
an outrageous attack on Mazzini, in that
oxaggernted vein which was freely de-
scribed as ‘‘mountebankish’ till Mr, Dis-
raeli's courage won him the reepeot ot the
nation. Mr, Bright replied, and in the
course of his reply remarked that Mr. -
Disraeli might have shown a little more
tenderness toward principles which he
had himself extolied in his early writings,
The allusion was to a passage in the ‘Re-
volmmnnr‘y Epick,' one of Mr. Disraeli's
earlier writings, of which very few copies
were then in existence:

And blessed be the hand that dares to wave
The regicidal steel which shall redeem
A nation’s sorrow wilh a tyrant's blood.

‘I think, Mr. Bright said, ‘that I have
read that the right honorable gentleman
expressed opinions very much like those
to which he referred,' Mr, '‘Disrgel1 at
once started nr and declared that ‘there
was not the slightest foundation  tor that
statement, and that he Bave it the most
unquaiified con on}? .
ow this was a very courageous thin

to do. But Mr. Disrseli’s conrage cnrrieﬁ
him even Iather, Only filty copies of the
‘Revolutionary Epick’ had been printed,
and the work was extremely rare. Mr.
Disraeli issued a new edition, as the ea-

siest way of disproving My, Bright's alle-
Eations. o hed not thought, Ee said in
is preface. of reprinting so juvenile and

incomplete a production—it~ was written
when Mr. Disraeli was over thirty—but it
had unexpectedly become the subject of
public controversy,and theretore hewisled
the public to know what it really contain-
ed. ‘The corrections,' he stated, *were
purely literary,’ But Mr. Bright's infor-
mant, Mr. W. T. Malleson, happened to
Ppossess one of the few surviving copies of
the original work, and he discovered and
proclaimed the fact that among the liter-
ary corrections Mr, Disraeli had omitted
his fiery panegyrio ot the regicide,
