WEBSTER AND THE CON:=TITUTION,

Mr. Webster enterel upon the
task before him—the constifutional argu-
ment, He undertook to demolish the
structure so  elaborately reared by the
Senator lrom South Carolina, wod so pow-
evinlly supported by the class of gentle-
men who sollowed Mr. Calhoun as a poli-
tical leader He undertook to show that
our politieal system was n government
established by the people of the United
States, and not & mere compact between
the Statez. He aimed to exhibit the Con-
stitution, which delined the powers ot the
government, and to anaibilate the theory
that and one State or any number of
States eould, by o right yeserved when
our political system was organized, arrest
the course ol the government or overturn
it. He at the same time admitted the
right of revolution on the part ot the peo-
ple—a right higher than the Constitntion
ant supreme over all goyeroments, Never

at any period of the world’s history had a

statesman undertaken to pertorm a great-
er task. It iz not ton much to suy that
upon that aebate liupumlml the stability ol
the government, the destiny ol the repub-
lie.
Mr. Webster was profoundly concious
of the importance of the oceasion.  He
rose Lo the tull height of its grandear; he
advanced in his great argument with a
bearing nothing less than majestie, Iiis

hy stated the propositions ol his adversa-
ry, which he meant to combat, with the
most pertect fuirness; and he struck the
shield of the formidable ehampion of the
opposing party as it hung in front ol his
tent with the point of his lance. The
tournament, upon which the eves of the
vust assemblage vepresenting the whole
country were fixed, was to him not a field
for display, but a real field of battle. Not
only did he held in hand the lanee with
which to unhorse the powertul man who
opposed himi in the lists, but the battle-
axe which none but his great arm could
wield was within his reach. with which
he wonld erush all comers, until the field
was yielded to him.

It 18 impossible to overestimate the ser-
vice rendered by Mr. Webster to the
Constitution and to the country. The in-
fluence ot his great argument in behalf of
the supremacy ol the Constitation, and of
the laws of Congress passed in pursnance
ol its authority, is immeasurable, Not
only did it settle the opiniona of men at
that time, but it has ever since given to
the national goyetnment a moral power
which makes it at once irresistible and in-
destruectible. The American flag was
flying over the Senate-chamber when he
dehivered his immoertal speech, and
through the glass dome its folds might be
scen floating in the breeze. While the
effect upon the audience which thronged
every spot within the reach of of his voice
was overwhelming, the words still ring
inour ears, and will be henrd by every
succeeding generation, History and paint-
ing will preserve the scene as one of the
most memorable and impressive which
has securred in the fortunes ot the repub-
lie. Some appropriate spot in the Capi-
tol ot the United States shounld be chosen,
where & monument may be reaved to the
honor ot the great Senator who saved the
Constitution. He was a man

Jewell, according to
report, came it oyer the Russians while

minister to that country. It is said nsa
matter of lact that Gov. Jewell, while
minister in Russia, found out the secret of
the famous Russin lenther. The secret 1s
the result of the use ot bireh bark tar,
with which the skins are dressed in place
of tallow and grease, the Iatter substan-
ces being so largely used as tood nmong
the lower classes. This tar, which is
carefully saved as it exudes from the
wood when burned, was first used as a
substitute tor wheel grease in Russia, as
it is to this day, and then for the filling
and dressing ot skins. By a system or
carelul inquiry, and literally following his
nose during his visits to some of the great
Ltussian tanneries and curriers’ shops, Mr,
Jewell found this compound in a great
kettie ready for use, and thus the mystery
was solved. Itis not expensive, costing
about 810 a barrel, and he immediately
ordered ten barreis and sent them to
various leading lether munulacturers in
this country with instructions; and the
resuit is that genuine Russia leather
goods are now madein America, and
doubtless will soon be sold at nearly 5-
per cent below former prives.—Paterson
(N. J.) Press.
