
UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT.

The case of Osborn . Weston, ounder-upo-

stock noies of the City of Weston, wss
novel in one respect the defense tbat the In-

strument In suit were Itsued without au-
thority of a vote of the taxpayers of the cily,
wm open to the defendant. The fuels in the
case are briefly a follows:

On March 30, 18P9. ths Wetiton and Atchison
R. R. Co. wm organized under the general
laws of Missouri, R. 8. 1853. At a meeting of
the city council of Weston, held on Mty 12,
18-")- a resolution was pased authorizing the
tnnyor to subscribe fSO 000 for the cily to the
capital stock of said railroad company, to be
paid in bonds running ten' years with six per
cent Interest. Soon alter this the mayor made
the subscription so authorized; but no stock
certificates were ever deliytred to the city,
although the mayor voted the stock subscribed
in the name of the city for two successive
elections for directors of said company, anj
the stock so voted controlled both elections.
2s'o authorization to the mayor to vote such
stock, however, appears on the records of the
city.

The stock notes issued In payment of the
subscription were Issued on and prior to April
4, 1861, and were properly authenticated. The
law at that time (33 p. 405, R. S. 1855, as
amended Jan. 4, 1SS0 , required a proposition
fur the issue of bonds, etc, to be first sub-
mitted to tax payers of said city for Informa-
tion. And the charter of the city required
that the legal voters of the city shall first de-

clare,, by vote that the Improvement contem-
plated is necessary for tbe public good. On
t'ie 27 April, 1860, the council provided by
resolution for an election to ascertain the sense
ol the people as to whether the railroml com.
pany was a publio improvement, and on tbe
7th May, 1860 further proceedings were had
looking to the same end. This election was
held and resulted in favor of the proposition
that is to sa? It was decided that the enterprise
was a public improvement; but no election
appears from the records to have been held
authorizing the stock subscription or the issue
of the stock notes under 30, page 405 It. 8.
185"). There were several circumstances re-
lied upon by the plaintiff to prove that sueti an
election was held, notwithstanding the si'.ence
of the record. These were, first, an address
of the mayor delivered to the council at a
regulur meeting on March 28, 1861, in which,
it was claimed, the mayor alluded to the pro-
ceedings in regard to tbe issue of the notes
with approbation.

Second, a mutilation of the city council
records containing the minutes of a meeting
held on April 8, 1878 twelve lines having been
cutlroin the "same with some sharp instrument;
third, t ie delivery of the notes in suit to the
railroad company on April 4, 1861, In payment
ol the subscription of tbe city; fourth, the
loss or destruction by the cily of the bond
register and Its refusal to produce the same at
the trial or account for their loss. Two wit
nesses on tbe part of the defendar t swore tbatJ
iney were members of the council which met
on April 8, 1878, and were present, and that
the council did not pass any resolution author-
izing the issue of tbe notes. Tbe plaintiff was
a holder and owner for value of the notes
before maturity. The Instruments contained
no recitals whatever being bare promissory
notes.

The City of Weston never recognized the
validity or said notes and bond. It never
paid, received or redeemed the same or any of
them, or the coupons attached thereto, and
never levied any tax for the payment thereof.
For some reason the holders thereof did not
for many years present the same for payment
In or about 1865 a suit was brought before
a justice on one of the coupons; the city re-

sisted and ufter some years the suit was dis-

missed, and so the matter rested until this suit
was brought.

These being tbe facts in the case the court
beld:

1. The defense that said instruments were
issued without the authority of a vote of the
tax payers of the city is open to the city.

2. The actof January 16, 1860, does not au-
thorize the city to Issue its negotiable paper,
nor undertake to validate the resolution of
May 12, 1859 or the actions of the mayor there-
under.

3. That the bonds in suit are not tbe valid
obligations of tbe city, and are not binding
upon it, either by their original Intrinsic
force, or by estoppel and the defendant Is
therefore entitled to judgment.

November 27, 1878.
During the present term of Court H. Clay

Dean presented a petition to Judge Dillon, ask-
ing leave to sue the receiver of Burlington and
Southwestern Railway, for personal injuries.

if the former, a jury trial will be ordered, if tbe
latter, court will proceed to determine question
at issue. In tbe case referred to tbe court
made an order n ferring tbe matter to an ex-
aminer for the purpose stated above.

Frit-b- which has oc-
cupied the attention of the court for tbe pad
week was terminated Wednesday by a verdict
for tbe defendant. The controversy arose out
of transactions twenty years old, and tbe evf

dence laid before the Jury, Immense- - In quanti-
ty and contradictory in substance, was belter
calculated to bewilder than to settle their
minds.

including the prison officials, reporters and
others, assembled In the Warden's office at 11
o'clock yesterday morning, and Bergln was the
first man brought in. He was neatly dressed
In black pants and veH and wbite shirt, but
collarless, He nodded to the assembled group,
and then took a seat near the desk, Irom which
Sheriff Malz read the warrant.

The 8heriffsald: "Martin Bergln, the Govern
nor has sent to me, ns the Sheriff of Schu) lkill
countv, your death warrant, which It becomes
my duty to read." He then proceeded with
the reading, at the conclusion of which Ber-
gln said:

"Thank God It's no worse." ne end the
Sheriff shook hands. The latter fithen made
some consolatory remarks, when B. rgln ex-

claimed: "Oh, how can I stand It," passed out
of the office, and returned to bis cell.

After a few minules Kehoe came in. He
was dressed similar to Bergln. but wore a bat
nnd was smoking a cigar. He met the 8heriff
uxt outside thn office door and shaking hands

with him, be said, "Well, Billy, have you got
It again?"

The Sheriff took a seat, laid aside hfs hat.
and said, "John Kehos. the Governor of Penn-
sylvania has sent to me, as the Sheriff of
8chuylkill county, your death warrant, which
It becomes my duty to read to you." Kehoe
nodded assent and the warrant was read, and
upon its conclusion he said : 1 I accept his death
Warrant."

"Well, that's the end of it. I accept his
death warrant."

Sheriff Malz said, "May God have mercy on
you John P hut Kehoe. without heeding this
remark, continued :'It comes from an honest
mm."

Then turning to the reporter who sat near,
he said, I hope you reporters will have noth-
ing more to say ubout nie," Then pointing to
a particular reporter, h said, "And you in
particularyou have told lies enough now, God
knows, and you do not know when God wiil
call on you yourself."

Sheriff Matz then spoke a few words of cau-

tion to the unfortunate man, and all retired.
