Sir: Upon reports contained iu

tho issues ot thc St. Louis Democrat
of the 27th 28th and 29th of last month,
of a massacre of a number of necrroes
ou the Glasgow road, near Marshall,
oaitne county, by a band of Ku-Klu- x,

your Excellency directed me, on the
1st of this month, to proceed to the
scene of the outrages, and to investi-
gate them. I left Jefferson City the
same day, and went to Marshall by-

way of Brownsville and Arrow Rock,
arriving at the designated place on
the evening of the 2d inst. I remain-
ed at Marshall the next day and re-

turned oh thc following via Browns-
ville to Jefferson City. It may suffice
to say, that there is not a particle of
truth in thc reports above mentioned.
I have spoken to farmers residing on
the road leading to Glasgow, two
colored persons and former Union
soldiers, and neither they, or any-Oth-

persons whom I met, knew
that any lawleisact had been commit-
ted in said locality. The only fact,
which might have led to exaggerations
aud misstatements, is the following:

On Saturday, thc 21th of December,
Mr. Cason, the City Marshal, went
out of town to arrest, upon a warrant,
a mulatto named Sam. Smith, a noto-
rious thief, not only known as such
in Saline, but also in the adjoining
counties. Mr. C. met Smith in a
cabin with --two" other negroes, two
auda-hal- f miles from Marshal, but
found it. too. perilous lo "arrest the
man in the cabin. As soon as Smith
had left, Cason followed him and
attempted thc arrest, when Smith
offered resistance and was thereupon
fired at by the officer, who, according
to his own statement, wounded Smith
in the shoulder. Smith escaped, and
according to last reports was seen
since in Pettis county. But this af-
fair took placo ou a road leading to
Finney's Creek in a southwestern
direction, and not on the road from
Marshal to Glasgow.

The citizens of the county are in-

dignant that reports of such an ag-
gravating character as contained iu
the St. Louis Democrat, injurious to
the best interest of their community,
and gotten up by some irresponsible
person, have found way into the
public press; nnd I am bound to say,
from all the information collected,
that thc people of Saline county are
as law abiding ns any of the State,
and that the colored portion thereof
arc as safe and protected in ihcir
rights in the said county, as the
negroes in St. Louis county.

THE TWO UBEAT DASGERS.
Two great, dangers imperil free

institutions' :ndcr thc policy of the
party now in power. Thc spirit of
centralized military government

I do not speak
merely or chiefly of special defalca-
tions, however startling, but of the
general degradation of the standard
of official integrity, until thc offices
in both the civil and military service
seem to be considered the property
of the party, to be dispensed nnd
administered primarily for party ag-

grandizement or personal profit.
WHENCE THEIR ORIGIN.

The dangers grow out of and are
inseparable from the present organi
zationofthe Republican party. Its

HfcSo, from the effect of the
pistol-ba- ll flred into hi abdomen on
the previou eveuing by Edward S.
Stokes. There was little hope for
him ' from the first, for nothing 1

better settled than that shots of that
class prove fatal. A wonnd of that
kind may nearly always be set dowu
a mortal. We are not surprised to
learn that much sympathy is felt in
New York for the unfortunate Prince
of Erie. The fate which be met was
not an unexpected one, nor can it be
sa5 to be wholly undeserved, but hi
killing was brutal and cowardly, and
hi assassin should be treated as a
heinous "mnrderer. Fisk was a bad
man a wicked and dangerous man
in society. He lived by the motto
that every mau had his price, and that
virtue was a misnomer. By his
shrewdness aud tact, and through
unscrupulous means, he massed
wealth only to gratify hi depraved
taste aud desires, lie was a man of
indomitable energy,will and magnet
ism, but was as devoid of principle
as the veriest Cagliostro or Captain
Kidd. His weakness and vanity
distinguished him, and through these
he was lured to his fate. Fisk
stamped his individuality upon the
city of New York, and added much
to its advancement. lie gave the j

cilv commodious ferries, comfort in j

railroad trains, a magnificent regi- -'

moot of holiday soldiers, and the
finest line of steamers that ever
floated. He was kind to those who
came in contact with him, and many
noble aud generous actions are to be
set down to his credit. His impulses
were in many respects good, but for
all that he was the most dangerous
man that New York City held. His
example was demoralizing and his
career a stigma upon the city. Other
men occupying prominent positions
in Mew York to-da- y may be worse.
Other men might have gouc further
with Fisk's opportunities. But that
is no justification. In addition to
beiug a party to the most flagrant
and outrageous fact of thievery evcr
known and countenanced iu the f-

inancial world, he'essayed to array
himself against society. He broke
down evcrv barrier, and scorned
every moral obligation. He did that
openly aud aboveboard, which other
men, showing thc common weakness,
did secretly and under cover. He
paraded his infamy publicly, and
defied moral sentiment. He gloried
in his licentiousness, and never felt
prouder thnu when shocking Ihe
good of thc community with his im-

moral practices, or exciting the envy
of the vile. It is no charity to such
men to say that the grave should hide
their errors and their crimes. It is
a mawkish sentimentality which wc
do not approve of. Men's lives and
acts belong to the world, and it is the
estimation in which they are to be
held when dead that must create the
incentive to noble and worthy life.
It was meant that Fisk should die as
he did, and the example must not be
ferati.' Men wliu irwuia emulate hi in
must be taught that there is a retribu-
tive justice and a compensation for a
misspent life which cannot be evaded.
It generally comes in the shape that
it has come to Fisk.

For this man Stokes there can be
no word of palliation. He was a vile
nan in no sjense as worthy- - as his

victim. He lo6ked upou Fisk as his
uatural rival among the the demi-
monde of the metropolis, and he long
ago sought to disgrace him. There
can be no doubt but that he entered
into a conspiracy with this notorious
woman, Mansfield, to black-ma- il

Fisk, and hold him up to ridicule.
The scheme not working satisfactori-
ly, Stokes nerved himself up to a
tearful pitch, aud presuming upon
the existing popular indignation thc
men who have stolen public treasure
aud debauched Courts iu that city,
murdered him in the basest and most
cowardly of manners. To this act he
was probably iustigutcd by the cor-
rupt and designing woman whose
profession has beeu that of entrapping
vain, weak men. There can be no
case of emotional insanity urged iu
this instance. There is nothing but
the love of a prostitute iuvolvcd.
Stokes was a murderer, aud his life
.should be forfeited. Justice demauds
his blood, and thc citizens of New-Yor-k

should sec that in this instance
justice is vindicated. As for the
woman who created and laid the
foundation for the tragic act, we have
no doubt but that she can be held as
an accessory before the fact.
