The Candidates Combine Against Nim.

The Conspirscy Fails.—The Old Hero
8till the People’s Choice.

The infamous attemipt to ULreak
down Gen. Clark in the cauvass for
the nomiuation only finds a parallel
in the merciless war made by the
Rolline faction upon Wilson. Both
attacks are selfish and unmixed with
any regard for the public good.
Hlowever treacherous and falthless to
his politienl friends Wilson might
have been in the Blanir-Glover con-
test, the fact of his perfidy, substan-
tinted by the certificates of leading
men, would not have found its place
in the public prints had it uot been
that he stowd in soemebody’s way.
Wilson was a strong man in the State
before the recent developments, and
atood in a fair way of winning the
nomimition, and of imperiling soe-
body's prospects for the U. 8. Sennle.
While we condemn the comduct of
which hie has been proven guilty, we
give very little eredit to those con-
cerned in the exposure. It does not
besr the impression of being prompt-
cd by disinterested wmotives. Even
with the charges brought against
Wilson, we can make but littlesdis-
tinction between him aud Rollins in
their claims upon the people.

The war upon Gen. Clark, while of

a different character, is far more
discreditable to those engaged in it.
The old hero had made a reci:rd for
himself that stood out in buld reliel
and challenged the closest serutiny of
hisfriendsamd foes. 1his encmies and
competitors for the same office’
gathered about thut record and
turned over leaf after leaf in hopes of
finding a dark spot that might be
paraded to his injury. DBut the search
was vain. Not a blot or a blur could
be found in his long and eventtul
public life.
The volume contained no act of
perfidy to his political friends, and
not a single instance of a betrayul of
public frust. Nothing could be fead
but a long, unbroken chain of public
duties faithfully performed—o self-
sacrifices made, and hardships en-
dared, in earnest and unflinching
davetion te the public good. “** Aere
is a man,” said his competitors, “who
will be stroug with the pecople, be-
cause he has been the people’s friend.
They love and honor him, aud he wil)
beat us for the nomination, if we do
not concoct some charge to lessen
their attachment. We have ecxam-
ined his record, and that cannot be
assailed. Something must be done.”
Ah! shame to human nature, that
it should it so dishonor itself.

The voico of all history
aml experience condenm such a con-
temptible course. It is directly in
the face of the old mnxim, “Young
men for action and old men for coun-

When Itome, “ the stern conqueror
tof the nations,” was at the zenith of
her power, young men fonght her
battles, and gray hairs and the bent
forms of nge sat in her egenate cham-
bers. Shall it belong to this so-called
age of modern progress to reverse the
hionored maxims and the decreed
wisdom of all ages? Shall men like
Gen. Shiclds and Ciark fight our
battles for us, and when they return
and come before the people for their
suffrages, shall it be sald to them by
the political upstarts of the day,
“Stand back,you are old men; your
day is goue by; you aro not up
with the progressive idens of the age;”

EDITORS REPUBLICAN: Thersisa
communication in the Republican of
the 5th inst., signed
tempting to shew that Gen. John B.
Clark, Sr., of Fayette, Howard coun-
ty, is not eligible to a seat in Con-
gress. In justice to him and a host
of fricnds who have urged his claims
for Congressional honors in this dis-
trict, I make the following answer:
Gzen. Clark, as stated by *Vindex,”
was elected by a large majority te
the Thirty-seventh Congress; but
he was never a member of that Con-
gress; he never oftered or asked to
to take a seat in it, and Congress had
wo power to make him amember. It
has the power of expelling those who
are members, but cunnot make those
members who do not ask it. DBlair's
resolution, therefore, did not aud

could not have that effect.

Gien. Clark served out his time in
the Thirty-sixth Congress ; hedid not
leave his seat therein or violate his
oath to support the Counstitution
while a member of that Congress.

The Fourteenth amendment muost
be coustrued cither to include al!
persons, from & Congressmusn to a
constable, who ever did at any time
take the onth to support the Consti-
tution, or must be confived to those
persons who joinel the rebellion du-
ving their term of office. That the
latter is the proper construction can-
not admit any doubt.  Statutes penal
in their character are never beld to
mean more than a fuir construction
of their words implv.  The coustrue-
tion is always limited, neverextend-
od, etherwise persons might be pun-
ighed for offences they never drenmed
themselves guilty of. Gen. Clark is
therefore not under disability on ac-
connt of the Fourteeuth smendment.

But suppose he had left his seat in
the Thirty-sixth Congress amd viola-
tedd his oath by going into the rebel-
lien. DBefore the Fourteenth nmend-
ment was passed, Gen, Clark was par-
doned by the President 3 and the su-
preme court of the Unised States, in
the ease of Gurland, contrary to the
opinion of “Vindex,” declared that a
pardon did remove “ull disabilities

credit amd capaeity.”  Atthe time the
Fourteenth amendment was passed
Gen. Clark stood ns one who had |
never commitied any offence includel |
therein, and it cannot be construod |
to apply toan innocent mun, but
ounly to one who was at that time
guilty before the law.

Yindex has also misconceived the
object and meéaning of the act passed
at the lnst session of Congress, That |
act is intended to remove, and does |
remove, disabilities trom some per-|
sone, but it imposes disabilitics on
nooune. The act itself declares that
such is the object. It Gen. Clark
was at that time under disability,
that act may not hnve removed it
but i he was not under disability, |
that aet cortainly imposed none.
