The Red River Raft.

Having heard of the “Great Raft”
in the Red river siuce our geography
days, we are all apt to suppuse that
we kunow all ubout it, We are wels
aware that it is amiss of drifti-wouu,
vompletely obstructing navigation a

the peint where it covers the water
with its countless truuks ot forest
wees. We kuow that the river puss-
ef under this muass as if it were a
bridge; and we may remember thae
in 1833, when .he ratt was one hun-
dred wud twenty-four miles long, the
general government began the work
uf removing it, but alter workiuyg at
it for twenty-two years, abundoned
the attempt as impracticable, aud
confined its eflorts to the opening up
of sume of the luterul channels or
buyous. Wemay know all this, but
=till be ignorvant ol one of the most
curious characteristics off this grealt
ralt, which is that it, unlike rafis in
weneral, moves up the river against
the current, tustead of down., This
muvement is very slow, being but a
mile or two in a year. The explana-

ple enouglh, ‘The logs at the lower
end of the raft are continually brok-
enaway aud carried off by - the cur-
rent, wihile the tresh dritt-wood is
brought down nnd added to the up-
per end by floeds and treshets. Thus
the raft, alwavs falling away at one
end, and growing at the otner, grad-
uully mwoves up the river, aud it is
calculated thut it has moved siuce its
torming about four huundred wiles.
Seientific writers huve suggezted the
iden that this vast mass of tinber, af-
ter lying in the old bed of the river
for quite » number of ages, will be-
come n grent coal-bed. But wlen
the Red river country becomes thick-
iy settled this enormous collection of
drift=swood may be ntilized in some
way or other; and thus incalculably
distant generutions wmay be cheated
out vt mwany u'gond conl five.

A Thrilling Seeme om The River
Bank—-Hew a Bey Saved &
‘ml’.

From the Xansas st

A thrilling oeengn::,:'uok place
about nive o’clock vesterday morn-
ing on the bank of the'Missouri river
beneath the bluff west of the rail-
road bridge. Tt wlil be understood
that at this point the road is very
narrow amd is bounded upon the
north by the riverbank and uponthe
sonth by the track of the Missonri
Pacific railroad. The river bank is
covercd by a quantity of manure and
litter hauled there from various por-
tious of the city. The incident was
wituessed by a few laborers who
wereat work above the place of ac-
cident. The son of Mr. T. B. Clark,
aged about fourteen years, was driv-
ing a spring-wagon drawn by ene
horse from near Arneld Station to
West Kunsas. He had crossed the
Uridge and was driving rapidly
around the river road to West Kan-
sas, when thie nine o’clock train from
Atchison enme snddenly around the
corner of the binfl. Before vonng
Clark eouldl jmnp out and hold his
horse thetram came gliding rapid-
Iy toward them, passing not more
thau twenty feet from them. There
were seated in tho wagon Mrs. Clark
and her two ehildren, one a girl of |
ten, the other a ehild of four years,
The harse terrified at the approach-
ing locomotive, backed and rearved, nt
the smme time pushing the wagon
over the embankment into the mnn-
nure, where he became momentarily
checksd by the wheels sinking iuto
the soft debris. It wasa eritical mo-
ment for the family, Had the horse
been able to have backed further he
wonld have undoubtedly precipitated
the whole outfit down into the rush-
ing current below. During this mo-
mentary pause young Clark, with ve-
markable prescnce of mind, pushed
his mother out of the wagzon into the
dirt, and then the child after lLer,
w hile his sister jumped ont herselll
Then he sprang out amd seized the
horse's head just in tiine to hold it
while & switeh engine, which was
closely following the tram, passeld
along the track, A minute later and
the horse, uncontrolled, would have
Lucked down into the river, and all
wuuld have been swept away an the
airrent, Mrs. Clark swooned from
the shock, but by the assistanve ol
some laborers and others atteacted
by the neident, she was soon restor-
«, and the purty started on thei
wuav. 1t is one of the nurrowest ca-
caApes on record.

" The Escurial.

Tha late fire at the Escurial is not
the tirst from which that puslace has
~uffered. The Epoeca of Madrid gives
the following details on the subject :
“On the 21st of Julv, 1577, (he elece-
trie flnid fell on Dotica tower and
the flumes spread to the sacristy. On
ihie Sd of september, 1590, the light-
ainge {ell npan the Bell tower, enter-
ed by the baleouy of the apartment
the King ordinarily occupied, trav-
ersed the choir of the church where
the monks were nt complines,without
ecauring any serious damage. The
7th of June, 1671, a fire broke out,the
canse of which was unknown. In
the ruing were found 1500 quintals
(221 1-2 Ibs cach) of melted lead, and
2000 of bronze,the result of the fusion
uf the bells. The repairs cost nearly
nine million of reals. The 1st of Sep-
tember, 1744, the lightning set fire to
Campagna nnd the four wings of the
building, Besides the damage eansed
1o the palace, there were completely
destroved the furniture of the hos-
pitul, the infirmary, the bakery, the
mill, the cloth fuctory, and 3000
fouegns (112 pounds each) of whent.
The 9th of Ocrober, 1763, an impru-
dent ironing-woman set fire to the
palace. Thenorth wing was burned,
il astore of wax tapers wod torchies
thove it were consunmed,  The res-
torntion ecost 450,000 proala, In 1826,
n conflagration, which lnsted eighteen
hours, tlestroyed the Damas tower,
the bell tower and the orgun.

Fatal Fall of Th-re Miundred Feet
Froma Burning Alr-Ship.
