The beautiful custom of adorning
the houses with evergreen during the
Christinas  holidays, is ascribed to
vuricus causes. Those who have
tuken the Christian view of the mat-
ter refer to those expressions, so fre-
quently met with in the prophetical
writings, where green boughs are
spoken uf as oruaments of the sanc-
tuary and signs of rejoiciu®.
