ry address by Dr. John S. Jloore
dean of the faculty, was in order. The
address was very brief but replete
with valuable suggestions.

The presentation speeches were
made by Dr. Montgomery iu a very
pleasing manner.

Trof. A. P. Lankford, formerly of
Lafayette county, delivered the val-

edictory address.
After congratulating the class upoa

their success, he aaid: The words of
consecration and ordination to which
you have just listened, absolves the
relation heretofore existing between
us, of master and pupil, and we ex
tend to you the right baud of fellow
ship as our worthy We
receive you with open arms into the
great brotherhood of medicine, tor
vou have given us evideuce that you
aro worthy to wear the toga virtli of
our order. Aficr a young man's pre-

liminary education has been finished,
there are two great epochs or turning
points in his history. Tho first is the
choice ofa vocation or profession, aud
the second is tho time of assuming
thedutics thereof after the ordinary
period of training has been complet
ed. Y'ours is one that offers every
incentive for exertion. The vital
questiou with each of you now is
"How can I succeed?" Success is the
god upon whose altar you are now
ready to place yoiif6acriuce. Success
will be the test of your ability. The
way to success is not eazy. The
speaker then proceeded to show some
of the means by which others havo
attained eminence in the profession.

The discussion occupied a full hour
in delivery aud was frequently ap
plauded.

It is but fair to say that the matter
of Dr. Lankford's address did not re-

the public iu the capacity in which he
figured last uight, it would be prof-

itable for him to cultivate art in the
manner to add to the excellence of the
matter of his discourses.

A Wonderful Clock.
A German of Cincinnati baa In-

vented a clock which, though much
smaller than the celebrated one ef
Strasburg, is, from its description,
much nioro complicated. It is now...... . . .on exhibition in tne winuow oi a
jewelry store, and attracts much at
tention. Tho inventor calls it "Die
Labensuhr"--cloc- k of life., The
elaborateness of it mechanism may
bo imagined from tlte following de-

scription of the wonder:
We see, in a glass case, a three--

stery, stcepla-slinpe- d clock, four feet
wideat.tho first story, and nine feet
high. The movement, is placed in
tho first story, .ou four delicate col-

umns, within which swings the ar

pendulum, which hi in the insig
nificant form of a beehive. Behind
the pendulum there is a picture repre
senting mature manhood a country
man behind his plough. The four
corners are carved, and represent tire
periods of life infancy, youth, man-hood"-a-

age. The spaces to the
right and left of the clock are orna
mented with two rep-

resenting the spring-tim- e of life
(children playing in a garden), and
the autumn or end of life (grave-dig- -

ers in a cemetery).
The second consists of two tower

like pieces, on the doors of which
there are two pictures that represent
boyhood and early ninnhood. In the
one a boy is just pushing his little
hark away from the shore. He stands
upright in the boat, and points to
the distance; he is about. to begin
life "to paddle his own canoe." In
the other a young man, who has al-

ready mado some progress in the
journey of lite, enters a room m
which thero is an hour-glas- s, that
reminds him of the flcotness of time.
On the other story arc three guar
dian angels.

A majestic tower crowns, as third
story, the ingenious structure. A
cock, as n symbol of watchfulness,
stands on the top, directly over the
portal, which opens the to(wer in
front. On this portal there is a
painting which represents tho per--
ishablencss of earthly things. The
entire structure is, in appearance,
very like a Gothic castle.

yiavr, let us see if we can describe
tho mechanical action of the clock.
When it marks the first quarter, the
door of tho left piece of the second
storv opens, aud we sec a child issue
from the background, come forward
to a little bell, give it one blow,
and then disappear. At tho second
quarter a youth appears, strikes
the bell twice, r.iul disappears;
at the third tl.crc conies a man
in his prime; at tho fourth
we have a tottering old man, leaning
ou a staff, who strikes the bell four
times. Each time the door closes of
itself. When the hours are full,
door of the right piece of the second
story opens, and Heath, as a skeleton.
scythe in hand, appears, and marks
the hour by striking a bell. But it is
at the twelfth hour that we have the
grand spectacle iu the representation
of the day of judgment. Then, when
dcatli has struck three blows on the
little bell, the clock on top of the tow-

er suddenly flaps his wings, and crows
iu a shrill tone ; and, after Death has
marked the twelfth hour with his
hammer, he crows again twice. Im-

mediately three angels, who stand as
guardians in a central position, raise
their trumpets with their right hauds
(iu the left they hold swords), and
blow a blast toward each of the four
quarters of the earth. At the last
blast the door of the tower opens, and
the resurrected children of earth ap-

pear, while the destroying augel
sinks out of sight.

The multitudo stand for a moment
full of awe and wonder, when, sud-

denly, Christ, iu all his majesty, de-

scends, surrounded by angels. On
his left there is an augel who holds
the scales of justice, on his right an-

other carries the book of life, which
opens to show the alpha and omega
the beginning and the end. Christ
waves his hand, and instantly tne
good among the resurrected are sepa-

rated from tho wicked, the former
going to the right, and the latter to
left. Tho archangel Michael salutes
the good, while, on the other side,
stands the devil, radiant with fiendish
delight he can hardlv wait for the
final sentence of those who fall to bim,
but; iri cTjedienee to the command of
the central figure, he withdraws.
Tho figure of Christ raises his hand
again, with threatening mien, and
the accursed sink down to the realms
of his satahic majesty. Then Christ
blesses the chosen few, Wild draw
near to him. Finally, we hear a
cheerful chime of bells, during which
Christ rise., surrounded by his angels,
until he disappears, and the portal
closes.

We look with amazement on this
exhibition of tho mechanic's iugeuui- -

ly, a complete drama is here represen-
ted, without the aid ofa human hand.
And what excites our admiration still
more is the perfection of all the move
ments; they are steady, calm and
noiseless, with the exception of the
threatening gestures of the figures of
Christ aud the movements ofLucifer,
who darts across the scone with light- -
nfng rapidity. Of course, the pecu-

liar action of these two figures is
on the part of the artist,

and adds greatly to.the effect.
