The above subject has been dlscued and
renliKciiMed by our people aud tho press for
the last six or seven vr. Kvcrybody con,
cedes tbat it is one of tho necessities of the
times. The farmers feel its Importance, from
the fact that irom year to year they are
ending thousands of dollars away to enrich

other communities. They also reel Mie great
Inronvciileuco of getting repair parts for
machinery that Is made hundreds ol miles
way, especially as Iheso repairs are sen'

erally needed Iu the farmer's busiest time,
when he cannot afford 'to wait. As this is
also the manufacturer's busy time, he can
nut always furnish these supplies in a hurry.
aud the delay of freighting added, causes
lassofvnluahlo time to tho farmer, which
entails considerable loss ol money. The
citltens of Lexington are all In favor of the
establishment of ttgtlciiltural works. They
know that tho employment of one hundred
skilled workmen In this town would Increase
the population at least live hundred, .aud
would be an addition or the most valiia,
bin character of citizen's.

Burning ot Lovell'a Thresher.

George and Henry-Lovc- ll are farmers,
living a lew miles south of Lexington. They
are sober and Industrious men, trying to ad
vance themselves lu the world by all honest
cudcaviirs..Tliry recently purchased a brand
new Masslllon threshing machine, with
which they expected in uiuke quite a snug
Itttle sum of money this season, threshing
their shnie of tho abundant wheat crop.

Their hopes were doomed to be blasted, as
far that thresher was concerned. On
Tuesday, the Mb of August, about 8 o'clock

P.M.. Mr. W. C. Sliolton, who was feeding
the iieu'litiio at Hie time, heard somo one
exclaim, lire! tire! On looking down on
the left side or tho machine ho saw that ll
was afire, just below the cylinder Journal.
There wero eighteen men about the machine
at the time; It had been running ten min-

utes after a rest of a half hour. Those who
wero standing nrnr seized upon tho most
convenient missiles to Ughl lire with, which
happened to be bundles ol the dryest straw
seen In Lafayette county for years ; these
they piled on tho little flame, hoping to
smother It out, but it was liko a inolller-ln-law'- a

tongue, nothing eould'stop it; the
more they piled the more It burned. Then
they lushed for KcrdolrTs sacks, which
wero lying nrouml, and began to slather II
with sacks, but the sacks only shared the
fate of the straw. Somo wero In the mean
time getting the horses out of tho way, and
then the horse-powe- lly the Hunt this
was done the thresher Was all ablaze, ami
the lire cominiiuiealiiig ilseirtolhe stuck..
There were two large slacks or ricks be
longing to Mr. Wesley Smith, supposed to
c intaln from 210 to 2.'K) bushels of wheat.
There were 2(H) bushels of threshed wheal
lu sacks and about 20!) bushels of oats I'll

slack belonging to the same I crson. and a
mall stack of seventy or seventy-lir- e bush

els of wheat belonging to Mr. Hidings, i

ncighbo". all in tho same slack yard. A
very few minutes served to have the w hole
mass In one fierce blaze, near which no liv
ing thing could stand, ami a very short time
more, to see what lunl been machine, rleks,
stack, sacks and wheat one mass of black
smouldering ashes. No omi can be blamed
for the accident ; no one can give a plausible

tiess as to its cause, so we are deprived ol
the pleasure of adding amoral to this tale
of flame. All we can. say Is that we ale
sorry for the gentlemen who have lost their
properly, and that we hope the neighbors
will try to help the Messr.s. Lovell out by
giving them as much wheat as they can pos
sibly thresh on their new machine, which
will bo on in a few days.

Another Thresher Burned.
Several tforc on t'lre.

While Messrs. Koslcr and Mi tser were
threshing lhe wheat crop of Mr. George
ilhodes iu the eastern end of Davis town-
ship on Friday, August 22d, their thresher
took lire from Irielion and was soon envel-
oped iu flames. Every effort was made to
siure property, and the horses, linrsc-pow-

Tho thresher
and about 2(mj bushels of wheat In stack were
cousiiiii- - il by the-- tire. These accidents are ol
alarming Irnpieiicy and should leach our
farmers lo take ample precaution against
them. One fruillul source of tire from Irie-
lion of journals is the use of lubricating oil
produced Irom petroleum. No oil is tit to
put on a journal or a lower
grade than a No. 1 lard oil, and no farmer
should allow a thresher to use a poorer oil
and thereby endanger his crop and premises.

I'mbarger and Smelzcr's thresher took
lire a few days ago, but was saved. So also
did the thresher of Gus. Carter; and we
have heard that Page's thresher and a
thresher running oil Davis Creek, III Frve
doin township, were afire last week. Have
a care, gentlemen, and if necessary, wait
until il rains. . The straw is as dry as tinder,
and we do not wish to have to record the loss
of lire or limb In etnncclioii with the losses
of threshers and crops.
