Of the art of simulating disease,
with a view to eseapo some irksome
duty, which is familinvly Enown as
“malingering,” many curions exam-
ples ave related, The prinecipal qual-
ities necossary in a good simulutor
are acule powers of observation, a
talent for mimiery, sone kuowledge
of human nnture, nd n great tenadity
of purpose. The last-numed quality
is usually the only one to which the
cemimon_type of malingerer can lay
cluim. To nssume a simple role, such
as inability to hear, or articulate, or
move o limb, and doggedly to stick
to it, often ln the fuce of the plafuest
exposure of the frand, is all that he
cousiders necessary. Dut the hizher
cluss ol practitioners take a much
more enlightencd and nmbitious view
of the requigites of their art. Some
of them evinee a power of observing
the minater manitesiations of disease
which would not diseredit & practi-
tivner of the healing art, jomed toa
faculty of imitation which would en-
able them st least to earn a livelihood
in some depavtments of histrionie art.
Asn rule; over-acting is the common
@sthetie vice of simulutors, The sham
paralytic, though he shows no difli-
culty in protrading his tongue, will
turn it a trifle too much 1o one side
the spurious lunatic will be much too
inconsequentinl in his ideas and ac-
tions; the counterfeit deal~mute fails
not ouly to recognize the lowdest
sounds, but even the vibrations of the
sound-wave produced by striking a
fresonant body on which he may be
standing, to which a veal deaf-mute is
never insensible. But some are able
to render the characteristic symploms
of particular maladics with remark-
able fidelity.

A soldier counterfeiting
blinduess was placed on the steep
bauk of a river, and ordered to moreh
forward, which he unhesitatingly
did, and fell julo the stream.. The
medical writer who relates this case
queries whether the cheat would have

of a river been befare him, No douh
these may be ealled exceptional in-
[ stances of forlllud., as the greatl ma.
jority of crers are made of
more common-placs atufl. A mere
hint from a navy surgoon that s
equivoenl complalnt would be bene-
fMlited by transferedge (o an African
climnte, or the applieation of the nct-
unl cnutery, hns been the menns of
cMecting o miraculonsly rapid cure.
A French physiclan, after wateling
a spurious epileptic it for some time,
put his hand on the heart of the chent,
and turning to the attendauts, said:
“[t is nll over with him; earry him
to the dead-house.” lnmediste re-
suscitation was the result, aud the
man never hadianother attack.

The dlﬂ!cullﬁn and discomforts to
be endured in this department of art
in attaining the desired olject, vo
donbt enhance the enjovment of it in
those few cases in which success nt
Inst crowus their lnbors. A convict
scntenced Lo severt years' penal servi-
tudi kept his right Knee bent so na
not to touch the ground with his foos
during all that period, and, on ne-
ecount of his infirmity, wasexempled
fromn the usual kinds of conviet lubor,
and employed at work which he could
do in asitting posture.  When being
dischnrged at the expiration of his
period of involuntary service, he
coolly observed to an official: “1 will
try to put down my leg; it may be of
use to me now.” e war ns good as
his word, threw away his crutch, aud
walked off with a firm step!

It is, however, a rare thing nown-
days for a elimeal artist to attain hie
end and enjoy the full irnition of his
Inbors, In most cascs he has no other
reward than the pleasure received
frond the exercise of Lis art.

Tweo French
sailors taken prisoners by the English
in the wars of the First Napoleon sue-
cessfully feigned insanity for six
months, and at the end of that period
got the reward of their clever deeep-
tion by recovering their liberty 3 bui
it was at the expense of their reason,
which was really gone.  The means
adopted to simulate one discase have
sometimes produced another of a)
more serions himl.  Soldiers have soli
persistently kept up a state of irri-
tation in a factitious sore as Lo Lring
on a disense which required amputa-
tion of the limb. The historian RRo-
bertson mieutioss: a  ecase  which,
whether true or not, iz, at all events,
physiologically possible.  Ile says
that Pope Julius H1. feigued sickness
to avoid holdiug a consistory, and in
order to give the greater culor of
prohability to his illness, he not only
coufined himsell to his apartmeut,
but changed his diet and usunl mode
of lite. DBy perzisting in this plan,
however, he contracted a veul dizsease,
from which he died in a few days,

A
picce of news which does not please
the exe of the operator Lias to be sub-
wmitted to his cluef, who may, per-
hape, demand the signature of the
Minister of the Interior hefore lie
could send ir,  As this would requird
two or three hours, and perhaps an
entire day, the telegraph is wot ex-
actly trustworthy for the transmis-
sion of political news, when one is
pressed for time, In consequense
the telegraph is given up to the offi-
cinl and semi-olicial press, In the
present ease The Liberte lhins sur-
wonuted the difieulty hy employing
carrier-pizeons, A cage of birds is
taken to Versuilles by treain every
morning. The reporter writes in
very fine characters unon tissue
paper, and every half hour sends his
notes ont to an essistant ia the yard
of the Triavon, who attaehes them 1o
the bird and starts him ofl at onrce,
