Icelaaid'a CeaUeartalal.
Iceland has altogether the start of

America. We propose to celebrate
our nation's centennial in 1876; but
meanwhile, from'' the land of snow
and ice, volcanoes aud geysers, comes
the intelligence that the Icelanders
propose to celebrate their millennial
iu 1874. In 874, litgolf, a Norwegian
chief, planted a Eiunll colony ou that
isiauu, which nau been discovered a
few years before. Iu about half a
century many thousands of hardy
settlers had established themselves
ou this cold and barren isle. At one
time the population numbered no less
than 100,000; but the inhabitants have
suffered greatly from fumlncs, epi
demics ano volcanic casaultiss, aud
the number is now reduced to ab.out
60,000. Iceland contains an area of
40,000 square miles, of which the gla-
ciers cover a surface of upward of
4,000 square miles; ami there are
thirty known volcanoes, of which
eight have been aetiVl' within a cen-
tner

No grain orauy kind can be raised
iu Iceland but vegetables can be cul-
tivated, and fish and birds are abun-
dant. Forests formerly abounded,
but now the island is almost desti-
tute of trees, and the want of fuel is
severely felt. The islanders are of
the Scandinavian race, and are by no.
means lacking in iutcllecual capac-
ity. Although there are but lew ed-

ucational institutions, domestic ed-

ucation iu universal, aud the people
are intelligent. Many of the most
valuable works of English Iitui ature
have boeen translated into tho native
tongue, and are road and appreciated
by tho common people. All the in-

habitants believe tho doctrines ofthe
Reformation iu their primitive sim
plicity, and the tn:ijor:ty of thetn are
Lutherans iu profession.

The following is a sketch of Wash-

ington City seen by British eye iu
1804: "Wo have hoard from Wash-
ington from Mr. Merry, who was
appointed to that mission. Mr.
Merry is in every respect disgusted
with his situation. His account of
Ihe capital, of the manners of the
people, their system of equality, &c,
is enough to sicken tho most enthus-
iastic admirer of tho republic.
After a long, wretched voyage, when
they arrived they found no house
provided for them, and nouo to be
had. After a month's misery and
extravagance alau hotel, ho succeed-
ed iu prucuriug two houses with baro
walls and without water or bells,
which at au enormous expense, wero
thrown iuto one. Over a spaoo of
wild country moro than six miles
square are dispersed about seven
hundred houseR, the communication
brtwceu inbst of them being in the
winter totally impracticable, and at
all times daugerous only iu one di-

rection is there even a road made.
As to pavement, they will begiu-t- o

think of it iu the next cuutury.
There is the greatest difficulty lu
procuring tho niecrest necessities,
the ouly market being . a lew - carts
with provisions, which couio very ir-

regularly from the country."
