The Oldest Bible.

Me. Eptror—The Register, of Thursday,
spenks of an old Bible in the posaession ol a
entleman of our city. Herewith I send for
your inspection a family relic in the way ol
an old Bible, that antedates the one noticed
by that paper.

The closing words on the frontispiece are:
“Imprinted at London, by the Deputics of
Curistopher Barker, Printer to the Queenvs
Majestie, 1859. Cwmm gratia & Privilegio ™

‘I'his, yon sre aware, was immediately af-
ter the persecntion of the Proleslanis and
destruction of the Bible by Mary, and fii-
teen years before King James® trunsintion.
Elizabeth having succeeded Mary, repealed
the cruel laws of ber sister, and again the
Bible went out among the people. And du-
ring the reign of this savereign two hun-
dred and sixteen editions ol the Bible were
issued from the Foglish press. A copy of
one of these editions 5 the Bible herein allu-
ded to. 1t bears the marks of age upon 1t
face. Published durlbg the reign of Eliza-
beth it has seen (he reins of government
pass from the House of Tudor to that of
Stuart, then to the Commonweanlth of Crom-
well, back to the House of Stuart, trom that
to the House of Orange, again to the House
of Stuart, and lastly to the house of Bruns-
wiek, and it has survived thirteen changes
upon the throne of England,

lu 1t you will find a part of a family record
80 obliterated Ly time as to be ahnost illegi-
ble; the first record is “1G42—Febroury,
Joan Covie Baptized.” Another, “16i—
February—;" the remainder is,too indistinet

New Yonrk, Nov. 11, 1575.

Will my dear readers of the Intelli-
gencer have the patience to wade through
o stupid letter from this city, which
their too-persuasive editor has won from
the pen of such a complete novice in the
world of letters as the humble writer ?
New York is bright and beautiful just
now. The world of fashion, wealth aud
beauty has returned Irom the annual
journey to the various watering pluces,
and Broadway is again thronged with
impatient fair ones, flitting trom shop
to shop, to seize the latest novelties,
hoping thus to add fresh lustre to their
charms, Splendid equipages arcto be
seen, drawn by two and sometimes four
magnificent horses, with the family cont
of arms emblasoned on the door—demo-
cratic America imitating European aris-
tocracy. Then less pretentious vehicles
attract the eye; the great lumbering
stages,or even the plebian dray, ruttling
unconcernedly along among their more
favored brethren, all rushing madly on
—everybody in a hurry, man and beast,
which once caused a quiet country girl
to ingunire *“is there a fire?” Some of
your readers may be interested in hear-
ing a little of the Metropolitan Museumn
of Art. It is situated on Fourteenth
street, between Sixth and Seventh av-
enues. The building was once a private
house and has been altered as nearly as
possible to meet the requirements of a
myuseum ; still, at best, it is unhtted for
the purpose, and the friends of Art are
glad to kuow that the elegant building
in course of erection for’ the museum is
nearly completed, where its treasures
will soon find a more fitting abiding
place. A small fee is expected at the
door, except on Monday and Thursday,
when it is open to the public,and misere,
you should see the elegant carringes
which, on those days, are drawn up be-
fore the entrance, while their well-idress-
edl owners are content to be elbowed
about by the erowd and annoyed by its
noise and langhter for the mere pleasure
of saving an insignificant fee. Truly
the rich are glad to economize where
their more impecunious neighbors are
only too willing to parade their liberal-
ity and their contempt for the almighty
dollar. On pay days the number which
l're_qneul. the museum is limited, and
then it is a vleasure to loiter among its
treasures. Our wandering footsteps led
us to n dim, quiet room containing some
rare old confessiopals from Ghent,
brought to America by Captain Alden.
These are very fine specimens of the
Flemish wood earving of the sixteenth
century, and were tuken bodily from a
venerable, old cathedral there, to be set
up in our own modern new. metropolis.
But as they have o room set apuart espe-
cially for them, it is not so utterly incon-
gruous as one might imagine. The
carving is exquisite, and was done by
master hands. The most delicate flow-
ers, wheat, bulrushes and viges gre
twined around the mussive onken pillars,
from among which a little angel here
and there shows ajovely [30s. Looking
up we see g heatific St. Peter, with his
emblematic keys, a shrivep Monk or a
amiling eheryh fage hending profruling-
ly downupon us. As I looked at thoesc
confesslonals I thought what tragedies,
what romances they might uniuld could
the gift of speech be given but for a
orief time. The memories of centuries
elyster around them: the young inno-
cent maiden ang tije old hurdenea sinney
alike knelt here, and poured ount their
trials, temptations and sins, and sought,
from the hand of an earthly priest, the
absolution (God alone ecan give. This
musegm coptajps, alsy, e vepy viylua-
Llg Cesnola caollection of antiguities,
which has many charms for he seholar |
and antiguarian, but as I have no asw
tor old marble heads with the nose bro-
ken off, fragments of arms, legs torsos
or mutilated sphinxes, T was glul to
furn away o jje piore congeninl atmos-
phere of the picture gallery.
