The penitentiary has reverted to

will necessitate the convening of the
Jeuisisture, though it may so resull.

The entire vote of the siate, on the
new constitution, has been officially
reported exeept from two counties—
Donglass and Atchison. Oue hLun-
dred aud twelve counties cast 90,-
600 votes for Itz adoption, aud 14,362
acginst it. Not a siugle county gave
an advarse majovity. While the vote
is light, the msjority for the iustro-
ment is 76,238 ; and the slight nega-
tive vote indicates that the small to-
tal vote is to be ascribed to the fact
tiat the people considered its adop-
tion a foregone couclusion.

The Chicazo Tribune correspond-
ent, who implicated D. A. Jauuary,
of St. Liouis, in the whisky ring, has
macde haste to set the gentleman right.

HENRY WILSON. t

The VicesPresident is Deand.

The startling intelligence reached
us Tuesday last that Vice-Presideut
Wilson huad breathed his last at the
cupitol of the nation, on the previous
morning, at 7: 30 o’clock. He had
rested well during the might, and st
7 a. m. expressed himself as feeling
vrighterand better. Hesatup in bed,
took some medicine, laid dowu on
his left side across the pillow and in
a few moments quietly expired.
This was a great snrprise, as he was
wenerally thought to be improving,
and had only the day before made ar-
rangements for a ride which his
physician had advised. About mid-
night, before his death, ‘“he got up
and walked around the room, then
took up a little book of poems, enti-
tled *The Changed Cross,” with the
motto ‘Not as I wiil but as thou wilt,’
and read three verses, one of which

is as follows:

“'Help us, O Lord, with patient love,

To bear each other's fanlts;

‘To suffer with true mﬁeknm

IHelp us each other’s joys and griefs to shar?‘
But let us turn to thee alone in weakness.’

Other verses had been marked in
the book, among them the following:

o i o sfmmees et

He who can give Thy soul relief,

Enows that thon art submissive still.

This volume belonged to his wife
and contained a photograph of her
and their "son, both deceased. He
treasured it beyond value,and always
made it his companpion. From it he
seemed to derive much comfort.
After reading three verses he spoke
with gratitude of the kinduness of his
friends during hie sickness, and of
the wide-spread sympathy in his be-
half. He then returned to bed in a
happy mood and slept. AL 3 o'clock
he awoke, complainieg of pain in the
stomach. Oune of his attendants rub-
bed it, and, being Lhus relieved, he
again fell asleep.”

Ile was a man of whom much good
can besaid. While not very brilliant,
his indomitable energy and plock,
and his sterling istegrity raised him
from the poor farm hand and shoe-
maker to the second highest office in
the gift of the American people. His
life is a lesson to our growing youth,
and should be studied by thcm. No
man of his position ever sprang from
more lowly origin, or worked him-
self up through more difficulties.

He was born at Farmingham, N.
H., on the 16th day of February,1812.
At an early age he was apprenticed
to a farmer, near his native place,
with whom he remained eleyen yenrs,
going to school atirregular intervais,
not more than twelve months in all.
Having a tasta for reading, he ob-
tained books in the neighborhood,and
during the timeread probablya thou-
aand volnmaes of historical and bio-
graphical works, At the expiration
of the term of his apprenticeship he
walked to Natick,Massachusetts,with
all his earthly possessions strapped
in a bundle, on his back. Ie there
hired out to a shoemaker,and learned
the trade by which he accumnulated
some little moeney, which he expend-
ed iu attending the academies at
Stafford, Woltsborough and Concord.
He then resumed his labor at the
bench, and continued so employed
until some time in 1838, 1In 1840 we
find him a strong Whig, stump-
ing his section for Gen. Harrison.
A member of the stute legislalure
zlmost the entire period from 1841 to
1852, during which time heo filled
many important trusts for his party
aud section. In 1848 he purchased
the Boslon Republican, and edited it
fer iwo years. In 1855 he was elect-
ed to the United States senale, and
continued to represent his stale in
that body until 1872, when he was
elected vice-president of the United
States.

He was always a stroug freesoiler,
and advanced many of the measures
of that party. Though a strong par-
tizan, he was willing to ascribe fair
motives and pure designs to those
vpposing him, He was long favora-
biy known to the conulry as the
chairman of the senate commitéee on
military affairs. His course, for
some years, was tpo conservative for
his radicalallies. On the tour which
he made through the southern states
he was everywhere received with
marks of respee! and esteem, and his
intercourse with the thinking men of
the south convinced him of their fe-
alty to the government, and their
good iuntention to the negroes. Ue
was the firat and Joudest advocale
within its ranks for the purification
of the republican party, apd this
brought upon him the curses of the
henchmen of the administration.

He was far abead of his party and
of his state in comprehending the po-
litical necessities of the times. In
reviewing his character, we see the
strong, self-reliant man ; earpest in
the advocacy of his views ; fair Lo his
oppoucnts; pure in his public aud
private life. While differing from
him in many of his political ideas,
we would not wish to mar the pic-
ture. OF Henry Wilson it may be
said that whatever may have been
his faults, his virtues far outweighed
them.

On last Monday the jury in the
McDonald case, in St. Louis, after
hearing lengthy and able arzuments
on both sides retired, and after an
absence of three hours returned a
verdict of guilty omn ajl the couuts in
the charge. By request of Judge
Krom, the jury was polled, and each
jurymaun replied afirmatively to the
question as Lo whether or not that
was his verdiet. The court then re-
quired that the prisoner’s bond be
raised from %15,000 to $50,000. Judge
Krum said that the amount could not
be raised at that lime, and the pris-
oner was sccordingly giveu in charge
to the marshal. A Globe reporter
vigited him in prison the next moru-
ing, aud in an juterview gave the
Col. an opportunity Lo fudulge iv
some mock heroics, a la Joyce.
Judge Trest will sentence the prison-
er at the econclusion of the other
whisky fraud trials which are now
on his dockei. The maximum im-
prisonment is three ysars on each
«cnnt, and the minimnm &ix months.

The aunnual report of Gen. Sher-
man, after stating the geographical
liwits of the variouscommmands, says :
The aggregate streugih of the line of
the army, according to the last re-
ports received, is 1,854 officers and
24,031 enlisted men, made up as fol-
lows: Five regiments of artillery,
270 officers aud 2,504 men j teu regi-
ments of cavalry, 427 officers and
7,206 men ; twenty-five regiments of
infantry, 848 officers and 11,000 men;
available recruits, hospital stewards,
ordnance sergeants, &e., 3,321. Dur-
ing the past winter the troops in the
depurtments of Missoyri and Texas
were employed in arduous and severe
campmgns against the Kiowa, Chey-
enne and Commanche Indians on the
vorder of the Staked Plaius, that
have for years been engaged in dep-
redations on Texas and Kansas froun-
tiers, resulting in Ltheir disarmament
and subjection to authority. If mil-
itary commanders can have the con-
trol over the supplies needed by
these ludians, as they now have over
their persous, I am convinced, by a
recent visil, that a condition of peace
can be maintaived. The Sioux Indiana
have recently made an incurslon in
Northern Nebraska, moatly to steal
cattle and horses from farms along
the Union Pucifie railroad and north
of it. Gen Crook is of the opwnion
that the whole army, acting defen-
sively, cannot prevent these incur-
sions, and suggests that troop be
slationed in the midst of the Iudians,
so a8 to wateh and prevent them
from leaving ou the pretense of
hunting., 'This j8 impracticable, un-
less the army can have the supervision
of the necessary supplicsof the tribes
within the reservation, which is now
not tne case. ‘The reports of several
commissioners which have been un-
der military escort, and rgcently
been engaged in exploring the coun-
try and in negotiating with these
Iudians will throw much light on the
subjeet. (ienerally speaking the
damage to life sud property by the
[undians is believed to be less during
the past year than inany former yoar,
and the prospect that as the coun-
tey settles up it will Le less and loss
each year, until sll the luidlans are
estublished on s small reservatiouns,
but until théy acquive habils of in-
dustry in farming or in stock raising
i they would need fuod from the gen-
! eral government, becsuse the game
.on which they hitherto subsisted
has diminisked very rapidly
