
Machine for Mining Coal.

The coal mining machine, invented by

Mr. F. T. Chew, has been considerably

improved by that gentleman. A lull

description of it can be found in our

issue of January 22nd, but since
that time, by Mr. Chew's invitation, we

made a critical inspection of the ma-

chine, and must say that it looks entire-

ly practicable. The improvement con-

sists in so arranging the cutters that as

they pass through the clay, shale or
coal, the refuse dirt, will be conveyed into

a box, which will carry it around until it
reaches a point farthest from the work,
where, by the action of a piston, it will

be pushed cut and form a little ridge be-

tween the circular cutter and the frame
of the machine, thereby avoiding the
wedging process that would have ob-

tained with the old apparatus, and sav-

ing a very large percentage of power.
Before this examination we were some-

what skeptical in regard to one or two
points. First, we thought the machine
so cumbersome that it could only be
worked in thick coal veins. This we
find is not the case, as the machine will
be only some twenty inches high, and

six feet long; and its inventor even
claims that it will be better in thin veins
than in thick ones for reasons which are
easily explained to practical miners.
Second, the cutting part, acting on the
principle of a circular saw.with the teeth

in the shape of knives three inches wide,
and propelled by a movable mechanism,
our idea was that the resistance at the
extremity would be so great that it
would crowd the machine off its track or
force the track out of position. We are
thoroughly convinced that these objec-

tions will not hold good. To try the
power of the machine as represented in

a model only a few inches long, we

placed our hand firmly on the counter
and resisted with all our strength the
advance of the machine with a small
piece of wood, and the inventor with two
fingers lightly applied to the crank,
which he was using for power, pushed
our hand gradually back, and the knives,
entirely unadapted to cutting, being
mere brass, gradually cut the end off the
stick. The gentleman claims that he
will have power to spare, and that he
can develop enough power on his cut
ters to go through rock, not to speak of
clay or shale. Sir Joshua Reynolds says,
"invention is little more than a new
combination of those images which have
been previously gathered and deposited
in the memory; nothing can come of
nothing ; he who has laid up no materials
can produce no combinations." While
in Mr. Chew's machine there is not a
single new principle of mechanics, still
bis combination of known principles
must have cost him many sleepless
nights of study, and many a long day's

' serious reflection before he developed it
to its present perfect state. We honor a
