This comes with very poor
grace from a defender of the republican
party, which has a notorious history for
peculation and favoritism not contined
to tlns country, but appreciated and
commented on by the leading minds and
newspapers of the world. We under-
stand the animus which provokes this
charge to be a petty desire to make a
political point upon the demoeratic man-
agement of public aftairs in this county,
and the following language demon-
strates it:

**We thought we knew the partiganism of the
present judges well enough to know that they
would pay the Intelligencer ten dollars s loe
out of thepeople’s money, rather thun pay this
paper ten cents, and we thought we would take
measures to demonstrate the matter to the pnb-
lic. "’

The writer himsell does not believe
the first part of this sentence, but the
second part of it shows what he would
like to do, even at the cost of erealing
the conditton of things set furth for the
purpose. He continues:

“*One yesr ago, withouat letling any vue EDow
except the boginess manager of tbe Intelligen-
eer, that the public printing would be let, 1be
county court procecded lo muke a coatract with
that paper to do the public printing. They gave
no opportunity for competition, in order that
they might reward their polltical friend.’*

No one now in this office having been
employed in it at the time mentioned,
we have taken the pains to ask Messrs.
Steele aud Quarles as to its truth. Both
these gentlemen say that they individu-
ally notilied Mr. Turner that the con-
tract would be let, so that it isa ques-
tion of veracity between the Register
and these gentlemen,which we leave for
the people of Lufayette county to de-
cide.

*“*The year for which the above named sur-
replitionaly made contract having expired, we
prepared a bid snd went before the judges and
asked the privilege of presenting Lhe bid and
baving it eonshlered.”’

The contract was made to hold good
until annulled, not for a year, and we
have only to say that it wag made by
Judges Vickars and Weedia, to dispose
of the charge of its having been made
surreptitiously, even if the testimony ot
Messrs Steele and Quarles were lacking.

We have explained to the people be-
fore how this contract came to be made,
and think that nothing coming from the
Register can convince them that either
of the courts concerned would have
taken any action detrimental to the peo-
ple’s interest. Previous to this contract,

during the year amounts to more than
the publication ot the receipts and expen-
ditures, was generally published in all
three of the county papers, then exist-
ing, and was charged for at the rate of
from 10 to 20 cents per line. The In-
telligencer prdposed to do the county
printing at 5 cents per line,providing it
received it all, and the contract wus
awarded it, thereby saving to the coun-
ty from 25 to 55 cents per line on its
printing. Now the Register comes in
and undertakes to uuderbid us when it
never refused to take a big price when
it had the opportunity. On the same
hypothesis we would have the right to
claim that it robs the city of every cent.
which it collects for printing, as this
paper publishes all the important ordi-
nances, and the council proceedings
more fully than does the Register, not
tor “TWO (2) cents per line,” but for
nothing. The law reguires th:at certain
public matters shall be published, :und it
is contemplated that a fair price shall
be paid for it, and though the bids of
the Register and Intelligencer for the
city printing were so nearly alike as to
make it difficult for the committee to de-
cide which should have it, when it was
given to the Register we did not speak

political capital out of it, but published
the city's ordinances and notices without
pay, and did no growling. In the course
of our contract with the county we have
been called on to print & great many no-
tices,tables, &e., for which we did not re-
ceive any pay, notably a large table of
the status of the county debt on Decem-
ber 18th. For & similar, but not nearly
so exteusive a service, March 26th, 1874,
the Register collected $15. The Regis-
ter ventures to assail the present court;
