positions. There is much to be said in support
of this method. That this or some similar plan
should be practised, is indispensably necessary

and obvious to every reflective mind. And it
does seem to us that the greatest defect
this method is not so much iu the convention
itself, as in the manner in which the delegates
are elected. While the right to select our own

rulers is one very dear to the American people,
it is yet one in which the great mass ol the peo
pie have but little to say or to do. In a couutv
like ours, where a nomination is equivalent to
an election, the people in order to wield an
fluence in tbe selection of those who are to havu
the offices ot tbe county, especially, must make
known in some way their wishes through the
delegates who represent them In the
conTentiou. Uow then is this to be done?
If vou select faithlul and honest men, many of
yau argue that this is sullicient, and that you are
willing to entrust the matter entirely with them
By this course. It is true, you often get good
men, but what have you done in their selection?
The fortunate aspirant does not feel himself in
debted to you for his selection, but simply to

tbe few of each township who take an interest in
these matters. You know this to be truo. To
day the position of every township is almost to a
certainty determined in tbe approaching con-

vention. And bow is this to be done? Is it the
result of the information gained by a thorough
canvass of the county by the numerous aspi
rants to the oflice? Ask those politiciaus who have
already made the figures, to assign their reasons
for the conclusions given, and what do they do?
They begin to tell you at once of the preference
of some half a dozen men of each township.
Aad because it is true that the course of theae
men is a fair index to the position of the town-

ship in conveutiou assembled, is no argument
against them as honest and upright men; but
only shows that they appreciate Hie responsibili-
ties resting upon them as citizens of a govern-
ment in which tbe people select their own rulers
and make their own laws; and shows a want of
interest upon the part of the great mass of the
people. And by thus acting they do themselves
an injury, and the oilice seeker a wrong. They
injure themselves in tbatlhcy by thus acting
do not place the otlice-hold- under obligations
to them for the position he occupies; they do
the aspirants a wrong, in that the will of the
majority has not been consulted or expressed.
Aud the only way under this method the wish of
the majority can be even approximated, is l'or
the people to attend the primary meetings, ami
make known their wishes in regard t every
office, and to do this in suuli a way that the dele-

gates will respect their desires. Uy so doing
the will of the majority will be approximated,
aud the otlice-hold- will lie placed under obli-

gations to the people. As at present done, the
fortunes ot every aspirant is sacriliced to pro
mote tbe cause of him who lias gained the favor
Ol Wie fete; and they will ask and receive
struetions for him who it denominated "our
man," and are left free in the convention to
make whatever trade they can with the repre-

sentatives of other portions of the county. The
tendency of this is obvious. The aspirauls do nut
seek to gain the favor of the mass, but bring all
their powers to bear upon these ruling spirits;
and thesa keinir irained the work is done. Men
of the county, ye men of the tail, turn out to tin

nrlmarv meetings: assert your authority, and
assert it in such a way that he who gains the
position of honor may feeland know he is placed
there by the people, and is their servant. Let
this be done and the result will be satisfactory
to all concerned. Vouch.
