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HENDRICKS,

The Next Vice-President Respond-
ing to a Serenade.

He is Satisfied with the Resuit of
Tuesday’s Work—And Pays a
splecdid Compliment (o
Governor Tilden.

On Thursday evening Governor Hen-
dricks was serenaded at his home in In-
dianapolis by a large uumber of ciizens,
when he spoke as follows:

GOVERNOR HENDRICK'S SPEECTI.

My Frrrow-CiTizess—1 am very
much obliged to you lor the honor ol
this ¢all. This is a very 1nteresting oc-
casion in the state of Indiana. We have
just closed whatl regard as the greatest
controversy almost ever had in the
world. Considering the number ol per-
sons interested within our own state in
this contest; considering the interest
that is felt in every state in the
Uuion as to the result of the vote; con-
sidering the number of men that have
participated actively in the field, and
considering the grandeur of the result
itselt, I consider it unsurpassed in the
political strifes and contests of the world.

Applanse.] And 1 am very much grat-
iied indeed at the result. The effect of
this result is not confined to our state
election alone. It is to-day felt in every
State of this Union. 1 hardly think you
ean conceive of the interest that has
been expressed and felt elsewhere, and
how sensitively the result of Tuesday’s
elgction was anticipated and realized in
other states, and as Indiana to day has
decided, so 1 believe other states will fol-
low, which otherwise would not have
zone with the democratic party in No-
vember. [Applause.] I am very proud
of the result. You have re-elected a
corpse of state officers whom I can say
are worthy of your support. [Ap-
plause ] Your secretary of state, your
treasurer, your auditor your attorney-
general are well known to me. Ior
nearly two years I have been in daily
association with them in the adminis-
tration of the affairs of the state of
Indiana; and personally, as a citizen
and as & democrat, I can express my
great gratification at their re-election.

Mr. Williams has
that sort of information that will be a
benefit to the state of Indiana, and I am
glad to recognize In an honest man my
own successor.

There have been some things connect
ed with this contest disagreeable indeed.
On our side we have not made it person-
al. I don’t know of a single instancs
that the democratic speakers ol the state
or the democratic people of the state of
Indiana haveattacked the personal char-
acter ol any gentleman upon the other
side. We have questioned their politi-
cal records. We have questioned the
records and virtue of the republican
party as a party. We have questioned
the administration of public affairs un-
der that party.

I disre-
garded It, because 1 trusted to the judg-
ment and to the virtue of the people of
the state of Indiana. [l.-\.ppi:mse.]

There are some things that 1 have re-
gretied to see. I have regretted to sce
the course pursued by a portion of the
public press. The press of the country
ought to be devoted to the elevation of
the politics and the political morals of
the country. When it descends to de-
bauch public sentiments; when it de-
scends to misrepresent public men or
private men, its influence is evil, and
only evil.

I have felt somewhat keenly oceasion-

ault of the editors themselves than ot
the party they represent, [Applause ]

I have been myselt personally abuvsed
in the columns of newspapers by editors
whom I like—by editors whom 1 know
respected and liked me. And why? Not
because they liked the diriy work, but
becausza they represented a political
party that can only live upon the worst

assions of human nature. [Applause.]

have felt for very muny vears thut
this republican party has no fite except
as it feeds upon bad passions and bad
sentiments. I know of no higher duty
devolving upon you and me as citizens
ol this great country than to promote
harmony and love between every section
of our country.
