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NEGRO EDUCATION IN

Thhe Work of Republican and of
Democratic Administrations
Contrasted.

A few plain, official facts will put ev-
erybody right on this subject that wants
o be put right. In 1871, when the Te-
publicans were in E.vwer. the number of
white pupils enrolled was 42,914 ; black
pupils enrolled. 6,654, or about one to
seven. See Commissioner Lewis's re-
port for 1871. Not a cent of money was
paid to the teachers during this year.
See Commissioner Qrr'sreport for 1872.
School funds to the amount of $492,000
were diverted by the radieals to other
uses, and the first democratic legislature
passed an act providing for the indebted-
ness to the teachers of 187l In 1872
there were no public schools, un.sc-.ioum
o! the misapplication of school funds by
radicals in former years. This is the
scliool record ol the republican party in
as few words aus we can present ik

Now for the demoeratic record. In
1873, when the democrats first got full
control of the sltate government, the
number of enrolled white pupils was
63,922 : of blaek pupils, 19,756, or about
one to three. The state paid in this
year 200,000 towards the support of
publie schools, which sum. was divided
strictly per eapita between the two class-
es ol schools.

In 1574, there were 93,167 white pu-
pils enrolled, and 42,374 black pupils.
Amount paid by the state, $395,000, the
bluck peeple receiving their {ull share
of that sum.

In 1875, the number of white pupils
enrolled was 105,9995 of black pupils,
50,559, Amount paid by the state,$291=
319 ; amount paid by the state and by
towns in the state for public school pur-
poses, 246,319,

This is the record. Last year 50,319
black pupils were educated by the state,
against 6,654 in 1871, when the republi-
cans were in power. Nearly one-third
of the aimount expended last year went
to the sapport ot schools for colored
children, and we need scarcely state,
even for the information of people in
distant northern states, that almost the
entire sum came from the pockets ol
white people. The school attendance
is now proportioned to tle population,
and an intelligent colored man cannot
be found in the state who will allege
any unfairness in the application of the
moneys appropriated for public school
purposes. In addition to the sums al-
ready named, the state has annually
given a colored university $8,000, al-
though she has not given a single cent
to any white college. Let these facts,
plainiy and briefly stated, suffice. They
cannot be, m any respect, refuted. They
are official facts, that stand unqualified
and unchallenged.

HENRY M. STANLEY DENOUNCED.

[From the Pall Mall Gazette.]

It is satisfactory to learn that the at-
tention' of the government has been
called to Mr. Stanley’s proceedings in
Central Africa, and that steps will be
taken to repudiate the apparent respon-
sibility which that **pioneer of eciviliza-
tion™ has in a wholly unauthorized man-
per contrived to fix upon this country.
A memorial has been addressed to Lord
Derby on this subject by the comuniteees
of the Aborigines Protection and Anti-
Slavery Societies, and the officiul an-
swer to it has just been published. It
states that **his Lordship has read with
great regrel reportsof the circumstances
which seem to have taken place in con-
nection with Mr. Stanley’s explorations,
and which have created such a paintal
impression throughout the country.”
Mr. Stanley not being a British subject,
her Majesty’'s government have no ao-
thority “over him; but -*his Lordship
cannot but hope, looking to the charac-
ter which Mr. Stanley has won in this
country by his expedition in search of
De. Livingstone, that he may eventually
be uble to afford some explanation or
justification of his proceedings which is
not apparent Irom the reports which
bave been as yet received.’”” As regurds
this charitable hope of the foreign sec-
retary, the only- comment which sug-
gests itsell is that Mr. Stanley has, up
to the present, heen the reporter of his
own proceedings ; and if he is to be jud-
gued out of his own mounth, the appear-
ance of any snbsequent explanation or
justification of his proceedingsis in the
last degree improbable, andthat tor the
simple reason that he obviously sees
nothing in them which requires to be
explained or justified. Considering,
however, the manner in which hisdoings
are regarded inthis country, it is aswell
that Mr. Stanley’s audacious assumption
of an English mission should be at ouce
put u stop to. and we are glad to learn
that **Lord Derby will cause her Majes-
ty’s consuls on the east coast of Africa
to be instrocted to intimate to him, if
any means of communication with him
shoWid be open to them, that he has no
authority to hoist the English flag.”

THE PISTOL IN PLATTE.

An Editor Shot by a Connty Treas-
Wrer,

GEORGIA.

[Speiul to St. Louis Times.]

A serious shooting affray occurred at
Platte City several days ago, between
Mr. R. T. Darnall, county treasurer,and
Tom Tourston, publisher of the Advo-
cate. ‘l'hurston been in Platte City
about two months, and during the time
has filled his paper with the most vio-
lent personal abuse of many of our lead-
ing citizens. He has also gone up snd
down the streets, armed with shot-guns
and pistols, threatening the lives of va-
rious purties. On & recent occasion he
called Hon, R, T. Darnall a liar, where-
upon Darnall choked him antil Thurston
begged for mercy. In last Friday's is-
sue of the Advocate, Thurston publish-
ed a very abusive article about Darnall.
Last Saturday Darnall met Thurston,
and the latteranade demonstrations to-
ward drawing a pistol, whereupon Dar-
nall grabbed him, threw him apon the
pavement, and whipped him until he
begzed for merey. Thurston then drew
2 pistol which was taken from him by a
bystander. Darnall was moving away,
when Thurston drew another pistol aud
fired on him. Darnall then drew his
pistol and fived five shots, Thurston fir-
ing two and running. Darnall overtook
Thurston, knocked him down and took
his pistol from him. Afterwards it was
found that Thurston was shot through
the face, but is not supposed to be fatal-
ly wounded. Darnall wasunhurt. The
sentiment of the community is entirely
with Darpall, except that portion which
imported Thurston here uand made him
do their bidding.

The arrangements for a conference of
the leading powers of Europe to settle
the differences between Turkey and her
Clristian provinces, are proceeding am-
icably.

The
commissioners expect to clear $1,560,-
000 at least,and a dividend among stock-
holders is talked of. The stipulation at-
tached to the government appropriation
of $1,500,000 was that the money should
be refunded before a dividend was de-
clared. The government will therefore
absorb the entire net gain.

A secret agent of Parisian police, won-
dering what attraction the sewers offer-
ed to so many gamins, followed some
and found - them fishing for rats with
very strong, wire lines..

There was a time, but a few years
uzo, when the bulk of emigration from
Europe was from Ireland. DBut such is
not the case of late years. Emigration
from Ireland has decreased, while that
trom Germany, Sweden and Russia has
increased. The report of the atrival of
immigrants last month is remarkable for
the fact that England holds the second
place in point of numbers. Only Ger-
many sent more of her children to these
shores in that month than came from the
original fatherland of the American peo-
ple—[5t. Lounis Dispatch. :
‘There are four states in each of which
the United States Senators are to be
elected this winter : Colorado,Louisiana,
Tennessee and West Virginia. Colorado
elects for the first time. In Louisiana,
1 successor to Mr West is to be choseu
and 2 vacancy to be filled. In Tennes-
see, Mr. Cooper’s term expires. and Mr.
Key holds by appointment of the gov-
ernor, thus necessitating an election of
one senator for six years and another
lor the unexpired term of the lute
Andrew Johnson ; while in West Vir-
ginia, the term of Mr. Davis expires
and the vacancy occasioned by Mr.
Caperton's death is to be filled.

Shipmenta of agricultural products
frow this country to Euglaud sppear
to be constautly on the incresse. Cal-
tle and borses are entering largely
into the articles of export. Thurs-
\lay of last week ten heifers, valued
ut $23,000, were sent from New York
to Liverpool on one steamer.
Twelve horges, aboard the same ves-
-el aud for the same destination, were
valued at $4,700. One of the advan-
1ages of this trade, when the mouth
of the Mississippi is opened, will be
the shipping of all such commodities
trom St. Louis to Europe direct, in
place of via New York and *“Rob-
in Hood’s barn.”

A sight even more wonderful than
the famous total eclipse of the sun in
1869, which was visibfa in Gentry county,
'was witnessed there on Tuesday. A
heavy fog skirted the horizon ail the
morning and the day seemed an unusu-
ally dark and dreary one. About 11
o'clock the darkness became almost
total and remnined so for fuliy five
minutes, School was dismissed, stores
and residences were lighted up, and it
seemed as though sable night had
thrown her mantle over us in earnest.
The darkness was followed Ly one of
the heaviest ruin and hail storms of the
season.

California farmers are directing more
attention and effort to irrigation, anua
relying less on the uncertain rainfall, as
a meuns of watering their crops. The
rainfalls are not to be implicitly relied
on, and when they come, they are some-
times deficient in quantity. But the
mountain lakes and streams offer a sup-
ply of water amply sufficient lor irriga-
tivn purposes, and their height above
the tillable plains where the crops are
grown offers a cheap and easy method
of deluging the fields at the times when
moisture is needed. It is said that one
good soaking of a wheat field where the
plants are about six inches high is all
that is required to insure n yield of
thirty bushels to tue acre, which is ten
or ]T':l\vcl\'u bushels ever the averrge
yield.

The entry of the Turkish fleet into the
Black Sex, to be followed by the forliti-
cation of the coast at Sinope and Trebi-
zond, shows that the Porte does not re-
gard the armistice with very great hope-
tulness as leading to permanent peace.
