there is but one justification for taking
the taxes on railroads out of the hands
ol 'the counties, that is. that the whole
stale built the railroads, and that it is
consequently unjust lor counties in
which the roads were located, anil which
w eie benefited thereby, to ueriva all the
benefit o: the taxes upon such roads.
To illustrate : 'The state debt is, s.tv.
Sl7.U'i.iiiiH.', created by the building of
certain subsidized railroads ; Lafayette
county's assessed valuation is, say,
.7,iPo.noo. I'ettis county' the same.
l.afavette county having been better set- -

tied and improved tor many years than
I'ettis. has paid a much greater amount
in taxes on this debt, which has been
largely reduced, though she has not au
inch ol this s .tisidiised road witiiiu her
borders, while I'ettis has. say. thirty-liv- e

miles of the road, machine shops
aa l a large amount of rolliu stock
llefides the advantage ol the location
ot the road to I'ettis county which lo-

cation vva au injury to Lafayette under
the present apportionment of taxes.
I'ettis can collect mote taxes from the
railroad than she pays to the state upon
the debt : Lafayette cannot collect a cent
and is compelled to drain from her peo-

ple .'SI7,Uii or more per annum to
pay interest and principal on a debt
which was created to her prejudice.
Wo iike iMr. Xesbit's bill best in this,
that it only applies to the subsidized
roads. There is no reason why it should
apply to any other. Mr. McClelland's
bill applies to all railroad property in
the state. The railroads built by countiej
within their own borders, or by individ-
uals, should pay taxes on their proper-
ty where it is located. There is but one
thing with a seeming of justice that the
