been intrusted to republican hands, antl
that it is republican secretaries and re-

publican officials that have manufactured
the deficiencies that a democratic house
has been forced to confront.

lieved at the time that these appropria-
tions were made, and do still believe,
that it is susceptible of prool that tho
appropriations as mado.notwithstanding
the heavy reductions, were more than
sufficient, with proper administration of
the several departments, to;have provi-

ded lor all the necessities of the govern-
ment. Now, however, we are charged
with any laxity ol administration that
may.during the last eighteen years.have
