Whence did thev derive the name?
There are tour views: 1st. That Paul
and Barnabas called them so. 2d. T hat
the name was divinely given.. 3rd
That they called tlmmselves so. 4th
That their enemies gave them thi name,
some suppose through ridicule .others, as

a nit re distinctive title.
I. The viow that the name was given

by Paul nnd Harnnbas is supported by
what we regard as an inaccurato trans
lation oi the word chremutisni. (Acts
XI, at)), making the passage read some

what as lollows: "Aud it came to pas
that thoy (Paul and Barnabas)assembled
a whole year with the church, and
taught much people, and that tuey
first at Ar.tioch called the disciples
Christians."

Our English version, following the
Genevan, disregards the punctuation ot

the original, and puts a period uTter

much people," where the Greek has
only a comma, and the English should

have at most a semicolon ; which together
with the lact that ckreviulisai is in the

active voice, has induced some to give
it the same subjects as the other two in-

finitives, and to translate it culled in

stead ol were railed. But now for the
meaning ol the word chrematizein, ren
dered "were called" in" the authorized
version. Formed from tno word chrema.
a matter, a business; it means, first, to

Ant. 13. 11, 8, Aristobulus was called a
Philhellenic; Plut. Anton. 64, Cleopatra
ton called the young Isis.

other passage (except one mentioned
presently)!!! the New Testament. in which

the word is used in the active voice,

"She shall be called an adulteress.''
(Bom. vii. 3), strongly confirms the cor-

rectness of the translation In the author-Ize- d

version ot the passage uuder con-

sideration.
In lleb. xii. 25, we find the verb used

in the active voice in its primary signif-

icationto warn bv Divine authority, to

declare the diviue will. The opinion
that the name Christian was given to the
disciples by Paul and Barnabas, seems
therefore, to be utterlv untenable on

lexical grounds.
2. The view that the name was di

vinely given evidently originated from
the fact, that in six out ot nine passages
in which ehrematitein occurs, it is con
nected with ' God'' or "the Holy Ghost;
but used outside of this connection, no

such idea is by any means necessarily
implied In it, as we regard is the case
here.

3. Malala9, a writer of the middle
ages, gives as a tradition that, ''at that
time they were called Christians, during
the ministration ot this same Euodins
who also irave them this name; for be
fore this they had been called Nazarene
and Galileans. buodias. be tells us
"succeeded St. Peter as bishop of
Antiocb." There is also another tra
dition contained in the following pas
sage from William of Tyre: "In thi
city (Antiocb) was held the first con.
vention ot the faithful, in which th

before this, those who had followed th
doctrines of Christ, hail been called
Nazarenes. But afterward, . since th
name had been derived Irom Christ, by

the authority of that synod, the iaithful
have all been called Christians." But
to these traditions we give ns little ere
dence as to numberless others handed
down through the old chroniclers

If tbe name bad boen given by the
Christians themselves, we would surely
have found the term used in the Acts ol
the Apostles and in the letters to th

I churches. But they invariably address
the followers ol Christ as "saints

disciples," "brethren," "beloved
and in the only other two instances
which the word Christian occurs, there
Is an implication at least, that the term
is used by those without tbe church

depttrt.

4. The name could not have been
given by the Jews, since thoy would
thus have yielded tbe rery ground
ot their hatred and opposition to Jesus,
namely, that he was a pretender, and
not the "anointed" of God. It must,
therefore, have beon given to them by
the Gentiles, iu Antiocb.

Now, it is true that the Antiochones
were notorious tor tne invention and

baving on one occasion brought down
npon themselves the destruction of their
city, by scoffing at and Insulting irom
the battlements the commander ol the
Roman army, which lay encamped
around their wall. It is true, also, that
Tacitus, in giving an account of Nero's
persecution' ol the Christians, says.
'Quo vulgus Christianos

appellabat," of whioh the correct trans-
lation seems to be," who were commonly
called Christians," and not "whom the
vulgar palled Christians", ' But, beyond

there appears no good reason lor be-

lieving that the name was given
through ridicule, or was used only by
the vuigar.

Ou the other hand, what more natural
than that the name xhould have been
given them by the Gentiles who had now
recognized the fact.lhat the earnest saints
were no "sect of the Nazarenes;" that
the sum and substance of their preach
ing was Christ aud Christ only.

And thus,from Antioch.the Rome ot
the east, there goes forth the fact that,
even in the eyes of the world, the church
was no longer a Jewish sect, but a so
ciety with a glorious mission and a des
tiny of its own. "Christ has triumphed,
and now Christianity has been launched
into the whirlpool ot the Greek and
Kouiau world, whence tt will never
again

There is no greater lallacy than the
opinion ot many, particularly the young
strong and vigorous, that winter espe
cially a sharp, frosty one, with plenty of
snow is the most healthy season ot the
year. Very lew persons seem to realize
tho lact that cold is tbo condition of
death, and that in both warm and cold
climates it is our unconscious effort to
maintain our bodily heat at a tempera
ture of ninety-eigh- t degrees that wears
us out. lo this temperature, called
blood-bea- t, every cubio inch ot oxygon
that serves to vitalize our blood must be
raised by our own bodily heat, or lite
ceases. Since in coid weather the main- -
tanunce of a sufficiency ot heat elevated
by bodilv temperature becomes verv of
ten too great lor our strength.the advent
ol a severe winter is really more to be
dreadudthan the visitation of a pestilence.
The saying, 'heat is life cold is death,'
has :i striking ii and confirma-

Prices for larm products are so low
that the farmer only makes enough to
live on. The 300,000 land owners are
out in the cold. 'I hey cannot collect
their rents nor sell their land, antl many

rich are actually suf
fering Irom poverty.

"What makes provisions so low?"
"The splendid crops made on this

side. tact is, tbe United States
having no large army to take away
the laboring men, is making more pro
visions than the whole world can eat

many

We find in ihe Boston Medicsl ami

Surgical Journal a valuable contribu-
tion lo the history of the recent epi-

demic o'f yellow fever. It appear
thnt several physicians from Iudiana
and Ohio went to Memphis, relying
Implicitly 011 the theory that vellow
fever always attacked its victims at
night end while asleep, and that a
pmper .altitude and quinine wero
powerful prophylactics; they slept In
third or fourth story rooms, took 30
or 80 grains of quinine daily, did not
go out after nightfall, aud fell Tutiin
to tneir misplaced confidence. Th
certaiuty to which the unaccliroated
were attacked was appalling. Of 28
physicians who'bad not had th fever,
only oue escaped. Of a delegation of
11 nurses from Cincinnati, bnt one
was alive at the end of the epidemic,
and be wa the only one of the

bad th fever. On , the
n her hand, of four uhysiclaii and
51 nurses from Charleston, all of
whom had suffered from the fever in
previous epidemics, not oue was at-
tacked in Memphis. ,
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
