'Elsewhere we print a number of

extracts showing the spirit of the
democratic press of this state in
reference to the scnatorship. The
diversity of sentiment between the
principal candidates is obvious.
Governor Phelps has some staunch
advocate, and Mr. Glover has zeal-o- ur

champions, aud
Hardin has some' warm friends.
But both iu spirit and number, Col.
George G. Vest's supporters largely
preponderate. The support of Gov-
ernor Phelps Is largely due to bis
acknowledged ability, his longstand-
ing iu the party aud his present con-

spicuous position. The snpport of
Mr. Hardiu is due to local aud geo-

graphical reasons and the high per-
sonal esteem iu which he is held by
all who know him. The support ot
Mr. Glover is largely due, not so
much to his own merits as to the ex
traordinary zeal and energy with
which so old and influential a jour-
nal as the Republican has champion-
ed his cause. Aud the support of
Col. Vest seems clearly the result of
a strong hold upon the masses of the
people, aud the more vigorous, de
voted and active members of the
democratic party. There is no
doubt about one thing. The real
heart of the democracy of the state is
for Vest. If Glover should succeed It
will be the success of an influential
newspaper. If Phelps succeeds it
will be the success or the great op-

portunities and iuflueuce of the ex
ecutive. If Hardiu succeeds It will
be the success of lucky coincidences.
But if Vest succeeds it will be the
success of brilliancy and democracy
alone. For it is very obvious that
Col. Vest has made the cauvass with-
out aid or auxiliaries, with all the
odds and most influential elements
opposed to him. If be, nevertheless,
is to-d-ay the foremost of all the can-
didates, he owes it to three simple
facte: First The people believe him
to be honest. Second They believe
him to be able. Third They be
lieve him to be most thoronghly aud
reliably democratic. And this last
may be the most powerful of the
three elements.

As to the chances of success, onr
readers can make up their minds
themselves wheu they know the
facts. All we can do is to give these.
We prefer to publish a real news
paper to the mere blind puffery of
candidates. We prefer telling the
truth to bolsteriug up anybody's
chances by falsehood.

We may be deceived, but we sin
cerely believe the following to be a
close approach to the truth. It cer-
tainly is based upon the most reliable
information from all parts of the
state and all factious. The demo-
cratic cancus will probably be com-
posed of oue hundred and thirty
members. Sixty-si- x votes, there-
fore, will be a majority aud euough
to noiuiuate. Ou the first ballot
there will be about ten or twelve
complimentary votes tor well for
Mr. Illusion. Mr. Hardin will prob-
ably receive five vote. Mr. Phelps
will probably receive twenty. Mr.
tilover will probably receive thiriy- -
nve. jut. v.t will receive the bal-
ance, about sixty votes, or six less
thin a majority. Of course, if the

This
is the hope of all, and the real critical
poiut. If Mr. Glover can unite the
entire vote of Mr. Phelps aud nearly
all the others, except those of Mr.
Vest, he will be elected. But this
seems to be very improbable. Mr.
Phelps may not be able, eveu if will-
ing, to transfer all his votes. If only
six go over the Vest column the con-
test is decided. If the same coali-
tion can be effected upon Mr. Phelps
he will be elected. But this seems
even more difficult. So that the sit-
uation may be summed up as follows:

1. The fight is between Vest aud
Glover, with the former iu the lead
ou the first ballot.

2. Vest can only be beaten by a
combination of all the candidates and
votes against him.

3. This combination could not be
effected upon Glover, but only upou
some new man.

4. So that even if a combination
should be formed and succeed to de-
feat Mr. Vest, Mr. Glover will not be
elected.

5. But in the meanwhile Mr. Vest
has the largest force, the largest vote,
the largest prospect of success. He
does not need to combine. The pro-
babilities always are that the roan
who has bis sixty votes on the first
ballot as against seventy divided aud
scattered among four or five candi-
dates will get the necessary six votes
ou the next ballot. So, while there
is nothing certain abont an election,
all probabilities point to the success
of Vest. All of which is not intend-

"BLIND MAN ELOQUENT"
m

How ha Became Chaplain of United
States Congreti. when onlr

Twenty-thre- e Tears.
Old.

From the Marshall Democrat.
The celebrated blind preacher,

Doctor W. H. Milburu, who has
been lecturing iu Europe for sev-
eral year, relate? the following in.

i tent iu his facetious book "Ten
Yetrs of Preacher-Life.- "

"We left Cincinnati ou the steamer
Hiberuia, early on Friday morning,
tiiecaptaiu promising to laud us at
Wheeling by Saturday uight. The
boat was very much crowded, aud
amoiisr the uassenpvra on o
erable number of congressmen, mein--
uei--a oi uocu uouses, ou their way to
I lie caoital. to takn thoir uat, a
several of them were men known to
tame, whose names I had been famil-
iar with for years, I took gre: tinterest in observing ttiam ...i ;.
teniug to their conversation's: wheu.
a is uueu meir manner iu such en-
vironment, tliev fftlbprl fnr thn ..
etlt of the compauy. I cannot say
now mucu i was shocked nor howindignant I became at (tiannvnftiii,
that not a few of these reDreseiita- -
livcs of the sovereign people of theUuited States, swore outrageously,
aud played cards day and night, and
drauk villanous whisky, to excess.
I expressed my surprise and chagrin
to my friend; but the only comfort
that I received was that, the fashion
in which many of our politicians
acted. The river was low fogs
came on. Sunday morning arrived,
we were yet eight miles below
Wheeling aud there was uo place
where we could laud to spend the
babbath. At breakfast time a com-
mittee of the passengers waited upon
me to know if I eould preach for
them. .Never did 1 say yes more
gladly; for never bad 1 been so aux-io-us

to speak my mind. A congre-
gation of nearly three huudred per-
sons assembled at half past 10 o'clock,
and I took my stand between the
ladies' aud geutlemtiis' cabins. Seated
iu the places of honor, upou my
right baud, aud upou ray kit hand,
were most of my late oojects of in-
terest the members of congress. 1
had never before spoken under such
circumstance, but nevertheless
preached as well as 1 could, which is
not saying much. At the close of

the c!i- -' .n-s- proper, I could not
resist impulse to speak a straight
forvar word to the men ou my
rihl a: d left; turning to tliam.llien --

fore, I said Eoimtiiing to the follow-
ing effect: "I understand that you
are members of congress of the
United States, aud as such you are,
or should be, the representatives uot
only of the political opiuious, but
also of the intellectual, moral and
roligieus couditiou of the people of
this couutry. As I have rarely seen
meuofyour class, I felt on coming
aboard of this boat, a natural i merest
to hear your conversation aud ob-

serve your habit. If I am to judge
the uatiou by you, 1 can come to no
other conclusion thau that it is com-

posed of profane swearers, card
players aud drunkards. Suppose there
should be au intelligent foreigner ou
this boat, traveling through this
couutry with the iuicut of forming a
well considered and unbiased opin-
ion as to the .practical working of
our free institutions seeing you aiid
learning your, position, what would
be his conclusions? iuevitably, that
our experiment is a failure, aud our
oountry hastening to destruction.
Consider the iuflueuce of your ex-

ample upon the young meu of. the
uatiou what a school of vice you are
establishing! If you insist upon the
right of ruiuiug yourselves, do not
by your example corrupt aud de-

bauch those who are the hope of the
land. I must tell you, that as an
American citizen I feel disgraced by
your behavior; as a preacher of, the
gospel, I am commissioned to tell
you, that unless you renounce your,
evil courses, repent of your sius, and
believe upou the Lord Jesos Christ
with your bearts,uuto righteousness,
will certaiulybe damned."

At the close of the services, I re
tired to my state-roo-m to
my impromptu address, . word by
word, and whether if I were called to
a reckoning for it, I should be will-
ing to abide by it, aud its consequen-
ces. Plain speaking aud stern acting,
are common tbiugs among the men
of the west and southwest, and who-
soever starts to ruu a race of this
kind, should be prepared to go un- -
ninchiui'lv to the goal. Icame to the
conclusion that nothing had beeu said
of which I ouifht to be ashamed, aud
that I would stand by every word of
it. let the issue be what it migm,
While cogitating there was a tap at
the door. Ageutleman entered, wno
said: "I have been requested to wait
udou you by the members or con
greBS, on board, who had a meeting
since tne ciose oi me religious ei-cis- e.

Thev desire me to preseut yon
with this purse of mouey" handing
me bctweeu fifty and a nunarea
dollars "as a token of their appre
ciation of your sincerity and fearless-
ness in reproving them for their
misconduct; they have also desired
me to ask. if you will allow your uame
to be used at the coming election of
chanlaiu for congress. If you will
couseiit to this, they are ready to
assure you au honorable electiou."
Quite stunned with the double mes
sage, I asked time for quiet reflection.
and for consultation with my menu
He warmly urged my acceptance of
the ohVr. As the uoatuesrea wneei-iti- e.

hit docisiou was asked. I as
sented to their proposal they went
forward to the capitol I tarried iu
Wheeling to preach. But the sermon
ou the boat was far more remunera
live than all the labors at Cincinnati
and Wheeling united. By the
agency of mv new friends, I was in
due time elected. Their mouey paid
my expenses to Washington, aud so
1 entered upou my duties as chaplain
to cougress."

CRIMINAL COSTS.

From the Bates County Democrat. .

The cost of prosecuting criminals
constitutes one of the principal items
of public expeuse and any means of
leaseuing it should receive the care-
ful attention of our legislators. It is
a generally conceded fact that the
nearer the management of public
affairs is kept to the people the less
expeuse will be incurred. The affairs
of a school district cau be managed
cheaper aud more satisfactorily than
if entrusted to the state or county.
The same Is true of a townshii ,
couuty or state. Missouri can at'teuu
to her local interests better than
conld be done by the general soveri:-men- t,

and for Iosb money. In the
same maimer a county can keep closer
watch over the expense of prosecut-
ing criminals thau if it is kuowu that
thn state must pay all expenses.
Officers, too, would be more careful,
knowing that the people, who pay
the taxes are watching their action
and will oall them to account il they
are reckless iu causing costs to ac-
crue. We believe that every county
should pay t!i; expeuse of punishing
every violation of law. It will bring
tha matter nearer home aud the peo-
ple will feel more mierest iu the
matter thau according to the present
plan. It will save Missouri a large
sum of money in the aggregate every
year if each county is obliged to de-
fray its own criminal costs.

CHOOSING A WIPE.

Dr. Fletcher says: "A man's first
necessity la to find a woman physi-
cally able to support the cares and
duties which altend that position.
Solomon, who from a loug experience
with wives, ought to kuow what con-
stitutes a good one, described his fa-
vorite wile as one who spuu wool
aud flax, and took care of the house,
etc., iu short, he means to say that
she shall possess a large share of
physical poteucy.
