PAYING TAXES.

His sudden popularity
is bewildering. Is it strange, that amid
the hurry and bustle some mistakes
happen ? Is it not strange that more
do not occar, when the work that
might be gone through with, quietly and
carefully in the spuce of four or six
months, I8 crowded into a few days?

Moreover, every farmer knows that
his taxes become due just when he has
the least money.

From the grain harvest, or from the
fruit harvest, enough might bave been
spared to pay taxes, butthen he must
lose the use of his money lor several
months. For though the penalty is
exacted for delinquency, no discount is
made for prepasment, and the tempta-
tion te otherwise invest the means is
yielded to; perhaps they are toohshly
wasted, and pay-day finds him borrow-
ing funds with which to pay bis taxes.

That men should be more provident,
is a fact that has not the lorce of an
argument iu this case, since vou cannot
muke finaociers of the multitude, and
the insaune asylums do not centain all
the insane.

Let the penalty laws stand, but let
some discount be allowed tor pre pay.
ment if possible. Other states prosper
under such laws, why should not ours ?

Let the newspupers througheut the
country give us the views of the tax-
payers, in time for some legislation 1n
this matter.

SHIPPING BEEF CATTLE.
[Eansas Cily Price Current.]

It has been now less than three years
since the first shipment of live beet cat-
tle was made irom this country te Eu-
rope. New York, for the firit year,
monopolized sll foreign shipments of
live cattle. Next came FPhiladelphis,
wnd then Bostou, And last year Balti-
more and Nertelk reported shipments
of live beel cattle to Europe. And now
New Orleans is added ‘to the list. The
Pleayune of that oity, ol a recent date
says: *The stemmnship Memphis of the
Mississippr and Domiolon line of Liver-

ol steamers, now loading near the

ead of Jackson street for Liverpool,
has taken on board flity-nine head ol
steers, received by rail from BSonors,
Ky., and remarkable for their size and
weight. Thess unusual deck passengers
are accommodated by pairs in pens §
feet 6 inches by 8 leet 6 Inches, wilh the
deck covered by a substantial platform
buttened to give a solid footing in heavy
weather. ﬂllh free ventilation aud
avery [lacility for keeping the pens in
good order, an ample supply of hay,
corn, catmeal and water,it 18 not improb-
uble that they may gain instead of loss
in weight on the voyage, and be in ex-
cellent condition en landing at Liver-
pool. This shipmeat Is specially inter-
esting trom ils being the first of its kind
trom our port, and 1t is fortunate tout
Lhe enterprizing owners, Mesars. Cairg
& Twum:ﬂa. have heen able to ship by a
veasel se remarkabl
the service as the
wide and long deck and spacious accom-
modations. In fuct she has the capacity
1o carry from 200 to 300 head. QOn a
late voyage lrom Montreal to Liverpool
she had on board 111 head of horned
cattle und 2,450 sheep. Another ship
ol the same line carried out 575 head ot
cattie and 500 sheep. The ocean freight
from New Orleans to Liverpool is ouly
£3 more per head than from Montreal
und the inland transportation is less."
Beef cattle have now hecome one ol our
principal articles of export, and their
shipment across the ocean a daily occur-
rence. Though a new trade, barely
three years old, it is thoroughly estab-
lished and steadily lncreasing. Ship-
monts are no longer confined toa lew
lavored cities, but the trade has become
natiopal. Shipments being now made
tfrem all the prominent seaboard ports.

MB. OONELING GET8 HIS DERERTS.

Mr. Roscoe Conkling, in & controver.

The [ollewing is the full text of the

Ff""gé it enacted, ete., That all pensions
which have bren granted under the gen-

Fernl-1aw regulaling peusions, or ‘may

hereafter be granted in consequence o1
death from causes which originuted in
the United States service during the war
of the rebellion, or in consequente of
' wounds, Injuries or diseases received or
eontracted in sald service during said
war of rebellion, shall commence from
the date ol discharge irom said service
of the'person en whose account' the
claimy ' has' been or may' lieresiter be
ted, or irom the termination of the
right ot the party having prior title te
such pensiun; proyided, the rate ol the
pension for the intervening time tor
which arredirs of pensions ure hereby
grabted shall be the saine.per month for
which the pension was first granted.

Sec. 2., That the commissioner of pen-
sion3 is héreby authorized and directed
to adopt such rules and regulations for
the  payment of arrears ol pensions
hereby granted, as it will be - necessary

ers, or, il the pensionors shall have
died, te the person or persens entitled
to the samd; ull Buch ‘arrears of pension
asthe pepsiener may be or wouid bhave
been entitled to nuder this act. ,

Sec. 3. That section 4,717, revised

HARAOTER OF THE RUSSIAN PES-
TILENCE.

The announcement that the plague has
appearsd in Europe naturally occasions
some alurm in that continent. The pro-
vinge ol Astrakhan, lying northwest ol
the Caspian Sea, aud drained ehiefly by
the river Volga, is the lucality ot the
outbreak. The habits of the pupulation
1n that part of Russia tend to promste
the progress amd lutality of epidemiv
disesse when once intreduced. Tem-
pernnce aud cleanliness are so httie ob-
served ameng the peasauntry that there
is slight grouund lor surprise ut the re.
ported destruction ol whole villages of
people by the terrible malady which has
come uvpon them. The clreumstunces
uttending the first appearance ol the
disease 1u this reglon, however, seem to
justify some doubt as to whether it is
really the plague,

‘I'he peculinr and intensely mulignant
carbuncular lever, which medics) men
are content to call by its common nawme
of plague, appears to have a permanent
abiding place in Asialic Tarkey, Persiu,
sod Egypt. Since 1876 it has certainly
prevailed to some extent in the northern
provinces ol Persia, on the southern
shore of the Caspian Sea, whence it
might readily be conveyed to the city ol
Astrakhan, or other Russian ports, i
the absence ol a eareful quaramine, But
the earliest outl-break of the existing
pestilence in Russia did not oceur ameng

ersons who had lately arrived from
r’ersiu. or who had been exposed to con-
tagion lrom that source.

1 he malady first appeared atthe vil-
lage of Vetlinnka, which is situated oo
the river Volga, s consilerable disignce
above Astrukbuan. It attacked a detach-
ment-of troeps who had lately retufned
from the Caucusus,where a snwuilar fever
prevuiled al the time tbhey lelt Lhat
region. The story thut wus telegraphed
from Earope, sttributes the ivlectiovn tu
& shawl which one of the Cossacks
Lrought home Lo his sweetheart at
Vetunanka; but, il tins is authentie, it
argues against the view that the disease
is e plague, lor the transmissibility el
plugue by means of merchundise has
becu questioned and denied vy high
m dicai authority.

Atall events, the fever wus not re-
cognized as the plague at first. It was
cuntidently declared to be typhus, There
bas been a great deal ot typhus lever
among the troops engaged vn buth sides
ot the recent war. and the returuing
seldiery wight vatarally be expected 1o
bring the seeds ol the discase (rom
Turkey and Asia Minor and the Cauca-
sus, Ouon the other band, the plague is
oot koown o bnve been prevaleot Jute-
ly inuny of these countries.  Early iu
Decembeur, however, as susn us Lhe oul-
break at Vetlisuka was repurted  the
Russian authorities sent a medical officer
to the villuge Lo ke wuo luvesligation
He 1ound veithier 1y phus nor plague, bt
only iufluminutory iever and simaple con-
‘tinued fever. | here was pothing sinrm-
myg in these affvctions, and the epulenie
appears W have gone v withoul fupthe
dlteullun until sowal Lthe Hyst ol Januars
Theu it became kuvwn that 143 persgu-
had died vut v 140 who were attacked
by e discass, unid this 1o a population
ul leass L six bunured.  Lue cry ol
plegue was raised, wnd the suevivors fled
tro:u the district, only o spread the pes-
tilence, whalever it way ve, thiroughout
the proviuce, and perhaps the ewpire.
Military messures were ut vnce adopl-
ed lor the estublishment anll enturee-
ment ol a strict quarantine, and every
etfort has been made on the part of the
government to prevent the inlectiou
irom exteuding outside Lhe regious al-
ready affected. This is all the more dil-
licult from the lact that the YVoiga is a
great highway ot traflic into the interinm
ol Russia. In the mean time, the true
churacter ol the disesse remains un-
koown in western Enrupe.  The Lancet
say~ Lhe lust reports lrom Russia ure
curiously silent s to the nature of the
malady, and reter to it simply us “the
disease;”" while a correspoudent ot the
Voice, a Russian journal, pronvunces
the scourge a new one, hitherto un-
knowa to medical science,und incurable.
